CONTROL OF BONFIRES
QUESTION:  Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on his efforts this year to control bonfires?”
REPLY:
Staff from the Parks  Department  have been collecting bonfire material from Parks and open spaces from the beginning of October to Halloween.  The concentration of effort was in areas where it was considered there could be a danger to persons and to property.

The Council, prior to Halloween also undertook a media / poster campaign discouraging householders from disposing of unwanted household material for bonfires.

Clean up of open spaces and removal of residue material resulting from bonfires is currently being undertaken.

Records are being compiled at present of numbers and locations of bonfires and amounts of material removed and a further report will issue to Area Committees when completed.

FIRE AND EMERGENCY SERVICES
QUESTION:  Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on any plans to develop fire and emergency services throughout the County to take account of the further development of housing and business premises and will he detail contacts in the matter?
REPLY:
Dublin City Council by agreement provides Fire Brigade Services for its own administrative area and the administrative areas of South Dublin County Council, Fingal County Council and Dunlaoghaire/Rathdown County Council. The fire station at Belgard Road is a full time station served by a crew of fifteen fulltime fire-fighters at all times. It has two fire tenders, an ambulance and all modern fire fighting and emergency equipment. Where necessary backup is provided to attend to fires from the stations at Dolphins Barn and Rathfarnham in the first instance and thereafter by all other stations as the need arises.  
At the February meeting of South Dublin County Council the Chief Fire Officer advised that the efficiencies of the service in the administrative area of South Dublin are constantly monitored and that it is his belief that with the pending extension to Belgard Road Fire station there is not, at this time, a requirement to construct any further stations within South Dublin County  At the meeting the Chief Fire Officer also referred to the future development of Adamstown and possible resulting requirements that may arise for an additional Fire Station.  An update of the current situation in relation to fire services for South Dublin is being sought from the Chief Fire Officer.

JUNK COLLECTIONS 2006
QUESTION:  Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on plans to provide substantial increased funding in the Estimates for Junk Collections in 2006?”
REPLY:
The estimated cost of providing the scheduled Junk Collection in South Dublin County in 2005 is over €400,000.  Costs associated with this service have escalated in recent years.  In 2003 the service was provided to 16,411 houses at a total cost of €242,071.  The following year the service was provided to 18,369 houses at a total cost of €470,205.  The cost almost doubled in a single year due to a large increase in the quantity of waste presented by each house and also due to a large increase in the cost per tonne for disposing of that waste.  

The combined effect of the high disposal costs and the high quantities of waste collected is that the number of houses receiving the service in 2005 shows only a slight increase from the 2004 figure.  During the course of 2004, many estates requested junk collection either through their residents associations or elected members.  Some of these estates are relatively new and are therefore new additions to the junk collection data base.  Indeed, some older estates have not previously received junk collection and have also been added to the data base recently.  

The body of estates on which the Junk Collection Programme is based is increasing steadily in line with population growth in South Dublin County, and to such an extent that the previous commitment to provide collections on a five year rotational basis requires review.  In fact, it has not been possible to include in the current schedule all areas which last received a collection five years ago. The budget provided for the collection has increased substantially over the past three years to allow the inclusion of the RAPID areas on a yearly basis, but the massive increases in waste disposal costs and in the presentation rate has led to a situation where the service cannot currently meet the demand for a junk collection in every estate on a five year rotation.  It is hoped to secure a similar level of funding in 2006 to that which was provided for 2005 but there currently seems little prospect that a substantial or any increase will be obtained during the 2006 Budget Process.

A report is due to be presented to the November meeting of the Environment SPC regarding the policy of Junk Collection, with a view to considering how best to apply the available resources.

Finally, it should be noted that there is an obligation on all householders to reduce waste and also have waste re-used where appropriate.  The Council’s Civic Amenity Facility at Ballymount provides for the acceptance of certain types of household waste and householders are encouraged to avail of this facility to dispose of material appropriately.  Following the introduction of the Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE) Directive on 13th August 2005, items of waste electrical and electronic equipment may be disposed of free of charge by householders living in the South Dublin County area at the Council’s Civic Amenity Facility in Ballymount.

Householders are also advised to note the obligations of retailers of electrical and electronic equipment to accept the return of a similar old product when a new product is being purchased.  Further information on the WEEE regulations may be found on the Environment page of the South Dublin County Council website at www.southdublin.ie .  

Other bulky household waste items may be disposed of at the Civic Amentiy Facility subject to the appropriate entrance fee.  Details are available on www.southdublin.ie of the materials accepted at the Civic Amenity Facility, and the entrance fees charged.

OUTSTANDING MONIES RE BIN CHARGES
QUESTION: Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on monies outstanding to the Council in respect of bin charges?”
REPLY:
Arrears of Environmental Waste Charges in respect of the years 2002 and 2003 currently stand at less than €2m.  It is proposed to reduce this figure substantially in 2006 by continuing the system of issuing authorisation labels only to those with clear accounts.  Householders with outstanding arrears may contact the Council if they need to make an arrangement to pay off outstanding arrears in instalments.

WATER QUALITY IN COUNTY
QUESTION: Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on his continued efforts to ensure proper water quality in our County?”
REPLY:
The public water supply is monitored to ensure compliance with all water quality legislation and standards.  The sample regime is set out in the EPA Implementation Handbook on the EC (Drinking Water) Regulations 2000 and implemented by the Central Laboratory of Dublin City Council on behalf of South Dublin County Council.  242 check samples are undertaken across the county each year for 13 parameters – mainly key health and aesthetic parameters.  An additional 17 audit parameters are undertaken across the county each year for all 46 chemical, indicator and microbiological parameters specified in the EC (Drinking Water) Regulations 2000.
The EPA Reports on The Quality of Drinking Water in Ireland for 2002 and 2003 noted that drinking water standards in South Dublin County were the third highest in the country at 99.4% and 99.3% respectively with respect to public water supplies.  This is due in part to a rigorous sampling and maintenance regime, which permit any quality issues to be identified at an early stage and acted upon.  The 2004 Report has not been issued to date but similar results are anticipated.

Ongoing maintenance includes mains flushing to cleanse the network and a mains scouring unit has been secured on a trial basis and used with considerable success to eliminate problems arising on cast iron mains.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES RE: LITTER
QUESTION: Councillor J. Daly
“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on proposals to seek further funding in the Estimates for a major Educational Programme to counter the menace of litter in our communities and will he detail his views in the matter?”
REPLY:
The Council’s approach to the problem of control and eradication of litter pollution is multi-faceted.The problem is tackled by the direct action of enforcement and cleansing and also by awareness measures and the support and encouragement of local communities and individuals.  The resources applied by the Council to resolve the problem are as follows:
Litter Wardens


The Council’s six Litter Wardens enforce the Litter Pollution Act and relevant Waste Management legislation, throughout South Dublin County.  The six Anti-Litter Wardens have issued 1,180 on-the-spot fines for littering in 2004, and 847 on-the-spot fines for littering were issued in the first nine months of 2005.  58 cases have been referred to the Law Agent so that court proceedings may be instituted.  These cases are for a variety of offences e.g. failure to pay an on-the-spot fine, or for more serious dumping offences.  39 cases for dumping or littering have been successfully brought before the District Court in 2005 to date.

Cleansing Unit

The Council’s Cleansing Unit provide a service in removing dumped material from public places throughout the County and every effort is made to identify those responsible, as the Council aims to recoup these costs from those responsible.  The Litter Wardens rely heavily on the vigilance of the public in reporting dumping and littering offences, to ensure every effort is made to keep South Dublin County clean and litter free.  In this regard, it is important that anyone who witnesses dumping should report the offenders to the Litter Wardens.  It is worth noting that the registration number of a vehicle used in a dumping offence may be used to identify the offender for prosecution purposes.

Roadsweeping

The Council provides by contract a roadsweeping service which controls litter on main roads, dual carriageways and within housing estates.

Village Cleaning

The Council provides a handcart service for village cleaning duties and two additional handcart operatives have been appointed in 2005, bringing the total number of handcart operatives to 13.

Environmental Awareness
The Council’s Environmental Awareness Programme places a significant emphasis on the elimination of litter, by encouraging responsible individual and community behaviour and by supporting community and resident associations to address the problem in their own areas.  The Council continues to highlight the important role which the community can play in reducing litter in the county. Over 1,000 people throughout the county attended 40 events during the Council’s Green Week including “Slim your Bin” and litter clinics.

The Beautiful South Dublin County Competition 2005 for which awards were recently announced placed strong emphasis on the absence of litter.  At the Awards ceremony, it was announced that a new Beautiful South Dublin County Schools Competition would commence in 2005, with prizes being awarded in Spring 2006.  Each year the Council invites applications from individuals, groups etc for anti-litter awareness grants. These grants are paid towards projects which promote anti-litter awareness in the community and which have a positive impact on the residents / schoolchildren of the county. 

The Council actively encourages schools in the County to participate in the Green Schools Competition which is co-ordinated by An Taisce. This is a European-wide environmental education programme aimed at schools, which strongly promotes anti-litter awareness and recycling.  Schools which successfully complete their Green Schools programme are awarded a European Green Flag which is valid for a two year period and which must be re-applied for after that.  The school visit programme also involves visits by an Anti-Litter Warden to inform the students of the negative impact of litter and illegal dumping on their local community.

It is worth noting that of the two South Dublin County Council towns recently surveyed by Irish Business Against Litter it was found of Tallaght that this year “There has been an improvement in the litter situation in Tallaght with five excellent sites” and of Lucan, that “There have been big improvements in Lucan with no litter blackspots this time around.”

The possibility of providing more resources can only be considered in the light of consideration of all aspects of budget preparation.  As stated the Council’s approach is multifaceted and improvements in cleanliness requires changes in behaviour from individuals and communities in addition to the services provided by the Council.

The benefits of an Educational Programme would be improvements in behaviour and for this reason, the Environmental Awareness Programme will continue to engage with schools and Community and Youth groups, within the available resources.

VISIT OF MINISTER DICK ROCHE

“To ask the Manager to report to the Council on the recent visit of the Minister for the Environment & Local Government Dick Roche to Civic Headquarters to support the Affordable Housing Initiative?”
REPLY:
On Friday the 7th October 2005, Deputy Mayor Karen Warren South Dublin County Council in the presence of the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, Dick Roche, T.D. officially opened “ The Property Path” the new housing sales office in County Hall, Tallaght , Dublin 24. This contemporary new sales office creates a modern, welcoming and helpful environment to people buying their first home and is a new innovation of the Housing Department, South Dublin County Council.

The “Property Path” sales office will offer sales of 

(a) Affordable Housing

(b) Shared Ownership purchases

(c) Tenant Purchase Homes.

The Minister applauded South Dublin County Council for being in the forefront of the Affordable Housing Initiative and for addressing the needs of its customers in the Affordable Housing area. He welcomed the Council’s approach that deals with a customer’s initial exploratory information requirements all the way through to information on the availability of new  Affordable Housing  developments.

The Minister praised South Dublin County Council’s commitment to the promotion of Affordable Housing in the county.

DOUBLE GLAZING FOR COUNCIL HOUSING STOCK
QUESTION:  Councillor R. Dowds
“To ask the Manager when a programme for upgrading of windows to double-glazing will be rolled out for the County Council's housing stock?”
REPLY:
All council houses built post -1996 are fitted with double glazed windows, accounting for 16% of the Council’s housing stock. 

 

By December 2005 all Council rented dwellings will enjoy the benefit of gas fired central heating. In order to maximise energy efficiency in its rented housing stock, the Council’s Architectural Services Department in association with the Housing Projects Section is proposing to undertake a countywide window replacement programme together with a programme of outer cavity wall insulation. 

 

In the first quarter of 2005 a sample survey was carried out on windows in 12 estates countywide in order to determine the fabric and condition of the windows. Following analysis of the findings of the survey, a pilot programme of window replacements/cavity wall insulation to 622 houses in designated estates including St Marks Estate, Clondalkin, and Killinarden, Kilcarrig and Drumcairn Estates, in Tallaght  has been formulated. 

A funding application has been submitted to the Department of the Environment, Heritage & Local Government in respect of this pilot programme, the findings of which will be used to influence the delivery of a countywide programme. 

The Architectural Services Department  has indicated that based on the numbers of dwellings requiring double glazed units and the scope of works involved, a countywide window replacement programme is likely to be phased over a 6 year period 2006-2011.

CYCLE PARK FACILITIES

“To ask the Manager if he could provide cycle park facilities in all South Dublin County Council buildings?”

Cycle parking facilities are available at County Hall and the County Library Tallaght. Quotations are being sought to provide similar facilities at the Clondalkin Civic Centre. Two additional Library branches at Lucan and Ballyroan also have a provision for cycle parking and the feasibility of providing similar facilities at Castletymon and Clondalkin Libraries will be investigated.

These reports are an opinion of compliance by the Consultants with the requirements of the Building Regulations (Part B) and are not Fire Safety Certificates.  For these reasons the matters set out in the question are not relevant to the Council.

INCREASE IN TRAFFIC
QUESTION:
Councillor F. McCarthy
“To ask the Manager to report upon the recorded increase in Traffic year on year in each electoral area of the County in the past five years and to detail what steps have been taken to cope with the resultant congestion?”
REPLY:
South Dublin County Council collects traffic flow data across our road network from various sources. Currently we use a network of 47 traffic counter classifiers. These units count vehicles as they pass over cable detectors installed in the road. The data collected records each vehicle’s speed, direction, lane and type. This data in collated centrally in the Traffic Management Centre utilising overnight download from on street units. This data is augmented by the NRA counter classifiers system with 15 additional units covering the SDCC area and are available on their web site.

The following table compares average daily traffic volume (total volume in both directions) for the third week of November in 2003 with the same week in 2004. While individual increases/decreases are due to Luas and the completion of network improvements, it may be noted that the average growth rate was 1%.

INTERIM REPORT – SCHOOL TRAFFIC SAFETY AUDIT
QUESTION:
Councillor F. McCarthy
“To ask the Manager to provide an interim report on what progress has been made in carrying out a county-wide School Traffic Safety Audit as per my request and to give an indication as to its completion date?” 
REPLY:
Details of all school locations in the County are retained by the Council’s Road Safety Officer, and are the subject of regular review and improvements vis-à-vis advance warning signs, road markings incl. lining and other markings, set-down arrangements and pedestrian crossing points. In addition, the Council operates a regime of school wardens which is updated on a regular basis, and other minor improvements are progressed through the various Area Traffic Management Committees as they arise. 
Regulations governing the new metric speed limit system came into force on 20th January last, and provide for the introduction of a special 30 km/h speed limit in areas where there are high volumes of vulnerable users, e.g. in the vicinity of schools. 

Following the initial changeover to the new metric speed limits, the Council has initiated a countywide review to identify and recommend changes where there are anomalies in the current limits, and to identify and recommend suitable locations where the new 30 km/h limit might be introduced. 

The Traffic Department is presently reviewing the situation in relation to all school locations following publication of the Department of Transport guidelines on the introduction of special speed limits, and will bring recommendations before the Members in the next 2-3 months. As in the case of amendments to existing limits, recommendations for introduction of special limits will also be subject to public consultation prior to the implementation. 

The procedures and safeguards noted above, together with the proposed speed limit review mechanism, are considered to make adequate provision for safety considerations in the vicinity of schools in the South Dublin County Council area. 

  (C/00721/05) TRAFFIC DISRUPTION CAUSED BY MAJOR ROAD PROJECTS 
QUESTION:Councillor F. McCarthy
“To ask the Manager to report upon what measures will be taken to minimise the disruption to traffic caused by major road projects on national routes through the county with specific mention of work on the M50, N4 and N7?”
REPLY:
Tenders for the M50 upgrade scheme contract 1 ( Palmerstown to Ballymount) are being assessed presently and a contract is likely to be signed this year with some initiating works being undertaken in 2005.  The main bulk of the works will commence in early 2006 and are expected to take between two and three years to complete.  

 

Traffic management is a key element of the scheme and the consulting engineers were requested to prepare an indicative, workable traffic management scheme which accommodates existing traffic flows. The chosen Design & Build contractor will be obliged to adhere to these principles as a minimum requirement. The overall traffic management methodology will be agreed as part of the contract and approval must be sought from the council traffic department for individual traffic measures. 

 

The balance of the M50 upgrade works is to be carried out as a PPP contract and will follow approximately 1 year behind contract 1. 

In relation to the N4 upgrade a decision is due from An Bord Pleanala shortly. Tender documentation for a Design & Build scheme will then be prepared. Construction of this scheme is unlikely to commence before 2007.  Traffic Management is also a key element  of this scheme and similar conditions will be imposed as part of the tender documentation.  It is expected that construction will take up to two years to complete. 

The contract for the N7 widening between Rathcoole and the County boundary is  expected to be completed  in summer 2006.

It should be pointed out that there will be traffic disruption during the course of the construction of these major works and every effort will be made to keep this to a minimum.

CO-LOCATION OF TELECOMMUNICATIONS ANTENNAE 
QUESTION:
Councillor T. McDermott
“To ask the Manager to report on the steps being taken to implement paragraphs 12.10.1.iv and 12.10.1.v of the Development Plan regarding the co-location of telecommunications antennae and the success of these efforts particularly on masts built on council land?” 
REPLY:
It is the policy of the Council as expressed in the Development Plan 2004-2010 at paragraph 7.24.3.i “to facilitate the enhancement of the telecommunications infrastructure to maintain economic competitiveness”.

Each application for planning permission for a telecommunications facility is assessed in the light of the provisions in the Development Plan 2004-2010 and the Telecommunications Antennae and Support Structures Guidelines for Planning Authorities published by the Department of Environment in1996.

Relevant paragraphs of the Development Plan state:

12.10.1.iv 

“The Council will discourage a proliferation of these masts in the county. To achieve this, the Council will promote co-operation between relevant agencies/ operators, the sharing of space on telecommunications masts, and careful site selection”. 

12.10.1.v

“Co-location agreements are desirable for the granting of planning permission. Where new facilities are proposed applicants will be required to satisfy the Council that they have made a reasonable effort to share facilities or to locate facilities in clusters”.

The relevant section of the Department of Environment Guidelines state:
“… in order to avoid an unnecessary proliferation of masts, owners (i.e. those controlling access to support structures and masts) would be expected to facilitate co-location  of antennae with other operators. Owners and operators will be expected to respond to requests for sharing in a timely, fair and reasonable manner. Accordingly, where the existing site operator/owner considers it is technically possible and where sharing would not preclude the parties from foreseeable future development on the shared facility, planning authorities should encourage co-location of antennae on existing support structures and masts” (p2).

Therefore, when considering its decision to grant permission, the Planning Authority seeks either an agreement for co-location or evidence that the proposed facility has potential capacity for co- location in.  Generally, where the applicant does not provide either of these, the Planning Authority reviews the reasons for not providing co-location potential and this is a factor in assessing a decision to grant or refuse permission.

A planning application is judged on its merits having regard to the provisions of the Development Plan and the proper planning and sustainable development of the area. The Council in its assessment of a planning application where a mast is proposed to be sited cannot take into consideration whether or not the lands are in Council ownership.

LONGMILE ROAD AND NAAS ROAD JUNCTION
QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy 

“To ask the Manager to explain what the plans are for the Junction between the Long-Mile Road and the Naas Road.  A number of serious issues with the current layout have been reported
REPLY:
The present layout and operation of the Naas Rd.- Long Mile Rd. junction was the subject of detailed design, initially by the Council's Consultants, and subsequently proofed by the RPA's Design/Build Contractors, prior to its construction as part of the LUAS Light Rail-Line A contract works. The junction is required to handle a large number of complex traffic movements for vehicular traffic, and pedestrians and cyclists as well as inbound and outbound tram movements, all catered for within a very tight design envelope. As such, the junction and all aspects thereof, including turning lanes, signals and signal placements, advance warning signs, line markings, barriers and pedestrian and cycle facilities, were subjected to rigorous design and operational tests, as well as safety audits by both the Council's consultants and the Railway Safety Inspectorate. The operation of the junction has been monitored continuously since it was brought into operation and no significant problems have been encountered, either in the functioning of the junction, the operation of the LUAS trams or driver behaviour. Accordingly, there are no immediate plans to make alterations to the present operation. The junction will continue to be monitored, however, and its performance assessed in the light of ongoing traffic volumes and movements.

There are proposals for the provision of 51 units of sheltered accommodation at the site of former Eircom Training Centre, Wainsfort Road, Terenure and the provision of over 30 units at Whitestown, Tallaght.  Part V agreement negotiations are ongoing with the developers and further meetings will be held shortly between the Council and the developers with a view to advancing the projects.  It is likely that the units will be managed on behalf of the Council by voluntary housing associations with the relevant expertise required to manage such a facility.

A number of other smaller schemes are being provided directly by the Council such as the new and refurbished units at Liscarne (which is managed by an existing voluntary group), Clondalkin and New Road Clondalkin (which will be suitable for independent living).

In addition the Council encourages the provision of a broad mix of house types and unit types in all the larger schemes being designed or developed together an appropriate and sustainable tenure mix to reflect the varied housing needs of the County.  Regular reports on the progress of individual voluntary housing projects are made to each of the Area Committees.

· the existing playground at Griffeen Valley, Lucan is being upgraded

· an experimental play area using natural contouring, planting and other non formal play material or items was developed  in Collinstown Park

· the upgrading of the existing playground at Corkagh Park is continuing. 

· A playground is provided in the Camac Valley Tourist Caravan & Camping Park.

· In St.Cuthberts Park, Deansrath and in Brookview, Tallaght the pedestrian ways are painted with artistic symbols for children’s play interest and a similar iniative is planned for Moorfield Clondalkin.

· It is proposed to upgrade the Tymon Playground,Tallaght in 2006.
An interdepartmental working group of the Council is preparing a draft play policy for the County which was presented at the September meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee on Sport, Recreation, Community and Parks.  A sub-committee of the SPC is meeting to assist in the completion of the draft Policy for presentation to the Strategic Policy Committee by the end of this year.

The issue of further playground provision in the county generally will be considered in the context of the Council’s adopted Play Policy and within the financial resources available.

4) At Liffey Valley the metro will intersect with new Luas line proposed to Lucan from Hueston by 2013

5) The existing proposal to provide spur Luas line from Cookstown to Citywest is also included, by 2008.

6) Luas Line from Lucan to City Centre completed by 2013.

7) The Kildare Route Rail Project upgrade be completed, providing better service to commuters from Kildare and Newbridge and offering new services to Adamstown and Parkwest

When confirmation of correct grave space has been received and subject to adherence to width, height, kerbing dimensions etc., by the Foreman in charge of Burial Grounds, a Permit is issued to the applicant.  There has been no change in the regulations in recent times.

MANAGEMENT COMPANIES IN APARTMENT/HOUSING COMPLEXES

“To ask the Manager to make a full statement concerning the operation of management companies in new apartment and housing complexes in South Dublin County Council, to outline exactly the role of this local authority in terms of appointing such companies who operate key essential services in new communities, and if any legislation is in place to govern such arrangements?”
REPLY:
When granting planning permission for residential developments the following is inserted as a condition of  the planning permission where appropriate:-

“Prior to the occupation of the first residential unit a plan clearly identifying the external common areas of the development being retained in private ownership shall be submitted to the Planning Authority. The said areas shall not be taken in charge by the Council and shall instead be maintained by a Management Company set up for this purpose pursuant to The Companies Act 1963, as amended.   Continued membership of a Management Company set up for this purpose pursuant to the Companies Acts, 1963 as amended shall be compulsory for all owners for the time being of property within the development.   A copy of the Certificate of Incorporation of the said Company shall be submitted to the Planning Authority with the said plan.  Any changes to the status or nature of the Management Company shall be notified to the Council forthwith.   The Management Company shall hold insurance for public liability risk at all times.

REASON:  To ensure a proper standard of residential development and maintenance of the private areas within the development.”

This condition is inserted in permissions where the development consists of apartments, and in cases, where the developer has indicated that it is not intended that the roads and services and open spaces be offered for taking in charge by the Council.

The setting up of the management company is normally organised by the developer, in conjunction with the unit purchasers and the Council is not involved in the setting up or day to day running of same. The management company assumes responsibility for the maintenance and upkeep of the common areas contained in the development.

The legislation regulating the setting up and running of such management companies is contained in  The Companies Act 1963, as amended.

The Law Reform Commission is at present examining various issues in respect of the legislation governing management companies. It expects to be in a position to publish a Consultation Paper in early 2006.

A number of properties are now complete and in order to comply with the requirements of Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) and Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001.It is now proposed that the Council dispose of 20 of these properties to eligible applicants (schedule available at the meeting) in accordance with the affordable housing scheme as adopted by the Council in April 2003. It is also proposed to amend resolutions minute no’s c/1008/04  dated 13/12/04, c/0116/05 dated 14/02/05, c00586/05 dated 12/09/05. (schedule available at meeting) 

The consent of the Council is sought for the disposal of these properties to eligible applicants.

Accordingly, I recommend that Term No. 1 of Manager’s Order No. LA/139/2005 be amended as follows:

1. That Mr. William Harris transfer to the Council that area of land marked “A” comprising 260 sq. metres or thereabouts and Ms. Sandra Harris transfer to the Council that area of land marked “B” comprising 240 sq. metres or thereabouts, both as shown outlined in red on Indicative Drawing No.  LA/04/03A and which were included in plots 3A and 3B of the Dublin County Council Compulsory Purchase (Saggart/Rathcoole Interchange) Order, 1993.

All other terms to remain the same.

PROPOSED DISPOSAL OF LANDS AT GRANGE CASTLE BUSINESS PARK TO IAWS GROUP PLC.
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“IAWS Group plc (IAWS) is a leading Irish plc whose business is focused on food and nutrition/agribusiness. IAWS has operations in Ireland, United Kingdom, Continental Europe, the United States of America and Canada. To accommodate its strong international growth, IAWS has selected Grange Castle Business Park as their preferred location to service 
the future growth and evolving customer requirements within their Food Groups for t
he foreseeable future.  The proposed purpose built food facility will comprise Corporate Headquarters, a centre of excellence accommodating an R&D centre for concept and product development, a visitor centre to showcase concept and product offerings, a state of the art food manufacturing and distribution facility and a training and call centre.  The company proposes to develop the facility on a  site  of 20acres or thereabouts with a 3year option to purchase an additional parcel of 10acres or thereabouts to cater for future expansion. 

It is proposed in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act 2001 to dispose by way of a 999 year Lease of a site of 20 acres or thereabouts as shown hatched red on Drawing No. 02_028/SK34 with an option for an additional 10 acres or thereabouts shown crosshatched green on Drawing No. 02_028/SK34 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Chief Valuer:- 

1.
The site is as shown hatched red on Drawing No. 02_028/SK34  having an area of 20 acres or thereabouts. A formal disposal map shall be prepared by the Council for inclusion with the legal documents.  The map will show a 5-metre services wayleave area and right of way within the perimeter of the site to facilitate the future servicing by the Council of this site and the Business Park as a whole.

Note:  The configuration of the land being disposed of and its boundaries may be adjusted somewhat to have regard to road design lines and/or the ‘as built’ new road system and improvements both within and outside of the Business Park when constructed.  See also 16 below.

2.   That the consideration due to the Council shall be in the sum of €10,000,000

(ten million euro), payable as follows:

(a)
95% on signing and exchange of legal documentation in agreed terms ‘The Legal Signing Date’. Such documentation to be ready for execution by the parties as soon as possible following the issue of the formal approval of the transaction by the applicant’s board of directors.  This sum to be refunded (without the payment of interest thereon) in the event that legal documentation is not executed or, the development proposed for the site does not receive planning permission.

(b)
5% upon the transfer of leasehold title which shall occur as set out at 5 below.

Interest at the rate of 12% per annum shall apply to outstanding sums in the event of failure to comply with any of the above dates (save to the extent delay is attributable to the Council).

3.
That the Council shall, in consideration of the payment of the sum of

€500,000 (five hundred thousand euro) by the applicant on the 20th December, 2005 or, on   “The Legal Signing Date”, whichever is the earlier, be prepared to grant a three    year option (for the period 1st November, 2006 up to and including 31st October, 2009) to the applicant only, to purchase an additional parcel of 10 acres (the option site), as shown crosshatched in green on Drawing No. 02_028/SK34, for the sum of €6,500,000 (six million, five hundred thousand euro) or, if necessary, a further one year option for the period 1st November, 2009 up to and including 31st October, 2010 allowing a purchase of the option site for a price of  €7,280,000 (seven million, two hundred and eighty thousand euro) both sums payable as follows:

(a) 10% on the date of notification of the exercise of the option.

(b) 85% three months after the date at (a) above.

(c) 5% upon the transfer of leasehold title.  Similar provisions to those

   contained in 12 below shall apply.

Interest at the rate of 12% per annum shall apply to outstanding sums in the event of failure to comply with any of the above dates (save to the extent delay is attributable to the Council).

A formal site disposal map shall be prepared by the Council and included with the option agreement.

The option sum (€500,000) shall be set-off the consideration for the option site provided, (a) the option is exercised by the applicant on or before 31st October, 2009 or 31st October, 2010 and (b) that all approved developments on the main site are fully completed and occupied to the satisfaction of the Council.  In the event that (a) and (b) above are not complied with the Council will retain the option sum, together with any interest thereon.  The question of extending the option agreement beyond 31st October, 2010 and the terms and conditions of any such extension shall be at the sole and absolute discretion of the Council.

The option agreement shall be strictly non-transferable and otherwise shall be prepared by the Council’s Law Agent and shall include terms and conditions normally contained in agreements of this type. In particular the option site may be used only for the expansion of the applicant’s facilities on the main site or by a subsidiary company of the applicant which is seeking to construct buildings that primarily house a production/office facility involving a related food industry activity. See also 10 below.  

4.   That the applicant must apply for full planning permission (and if required,

following such application provide an Environmental Impact Statement) for the entire development on the main site not later than 30th April, 2006.  It is a principal condition of this agreement that the building contract must include a corporate headquarters office building.  The applicant must forward a copy of the building programme to the Council within three months of the date of final grant of planning permission or at least one month before work commences on site, whichever is the earlier.  Similar provisions shall apply in relation to the option site, as appropriate.

5.   That if the construction works have not commenced within six months of the

date of final grant of planning permission for the development or 1st November, 2006, whichever is the later, or if planning permission for the development is either refused or granted subject to onerous conditions by An Bord Pleanála, then either party may by written notification rescind the agreement.  In such event any monies paid under 2 and 3 above shall be repaid without the payment of interest.  Similar provisions shall apply in relation to the option site, as appropriate.

6. That within 30 months from the date of commencement of works the

applicant shall have completed the construction of the buildings in accordance with planning permissions granted. 

7. (i) That as part of this proposed agreement the applicant shall prior to entry

onto the 20 acre site for the purpose of commencing the construction of the development pay €3,500,000 (three million, five hundred thousand euro) to cover the Councils  Development Contribution Scheme for infrastructural development i.e roads, water and drainage, community, parks and open spaces but excluding any connection charges to services.  The applicant being aware of the level of financial contributions required agrees not to exercise any right to appeal against the Development Contribution Scheme.

(ii) 
That in respect of the option site (10acres) the applicant shall if the option is exercised on or before the 31st December 2007 pay €2,200,000 (two million two hundred euro) in one lump sum to cover the Councils Development Contribution Scheme for infrastructural development but excluding connection charges to services.  

(iii) 
In the event of the option not being exercised on or before the 31st December 2007 the applicant shall in respect of the 10acre option site pay (in one lump sum) any financial or special contributions applicable under the Development Contribution Scheme at the index adjusted rate and pertaining to the year in which implementation of the planning permission is commenced.  The applicant agrees not to exercise any right to appeal against the Development Contribution Scheme.  

(iv)
The applicant must satisfy itself as to the capacity of existing or proposed services to service the intended development.  The Council at its cost will be responsible for delivery of connection points to the site boundary for water, foul and surface water drainage.  With regard to utilities i.e electricity, gas, telecommunications, conduits will be provided to the site boundary and it will be the applicants responsibility for procurement of services. The applicant will be responsible for all connection charges for services and utilities.

(v) A special Arts contribution fixed at 50 cent per square foot of the gross floor area of the proposed development areas shall also apply.  This sum is payable within one month of the date of commencement of works on site by the applicant.  

a. That the Council shall no later than “The Legal Signing Date” enter an

Agreement for Lease with the applicant to ensure the satisfactory completion of the approved development on the main site.  Similar provisions shall apply in relation to the option site, if the option is exercised.

Note:  The entire development on the main site must be completed under one continuous building contract.

8.  That all site investigations (including archaeological investigations),

groundworks, overhead cable diversions, demolitions/site clearance/septic tank site removal (such works are subject to regulations and to obtaining the relevant statutory licences), services connections, development and associated costs incurred in the delivery of the entire completed development on the main site and option site (if applicable) shall be borne by the applicant.
9. That the applicant shall undertake not to use the main site for any other

purposes other than that of carrying out the proposed development, viz. a corporate headquarters office building, together with research, food processing, storage and distribution buildings, which contain its substantial operations.  All buildings shall be occupied by the applicant or its associated subsidiaries.  See 28 below.


Note:  The corporate headquarters office building must be a ‘signature’ 

building in architectural terms being a building of very high architectural merit designed by a firm of leading architects.

11.  That the applicant shall build nothing (except with the prior written approval

of the Council) on the main site except the buildings shown on the approved drawings and for which Planning Permission has been granted, as outlined in condition 5.  Full ‘as constructed’ drawings shall be appended to the Master Lease.

12.  That as soon as building works have reached eaves level to all buildings in the

development on the main site and if the works have been carried out to the satisfaction of the County Architect (acting reasonably and without delay), the Council will grant the applicant a Lease of that site.  The Lease shall be for a term of 999 years (commencing from a date to be agreed upon) subject to a rent of €500 per annum (exclusive of rates, taxes, charges, etc.) with five yearly rent reviews linked to changes in the Consumer Price Index.  The Councils Law Agent shall draft the Lease.  Similar provisions shall be included in a Lease of the option site.  

The Lease granted shall be known as the Master Lease. The Master Lease shall provide that the lessee shall become a member of the management company for the Business Park and will be subject to the Grange Castle Business Park Service Charge to cover security / maintenance costs etc. of common areas within The Park.  This charge will be based on a rate per square foot on the actual gross external floor area of developed sites and in accordance with the Park Scheme Lease.  The option site shall be deemed to carry a service charge of 10,000 sq. feet per acre so long as the option site is reserved by IAWS or any of its subsidiaries.

13.  That an Agreement for Lease is not to operate as a Lease and it shall not be

transferable save in the case of a financial institution which has entered into a mortgage with the applicant which mortgage must be approved by the Council in writing and must have been entered into specifically for the purposes of financing the applicant to undertake the development of the site.

14.  That South Dublin County Council reserves the right, exercised reasonably, to

re-enter on the site and resume possession thereof should the applicant fail to  commence and complete the buildings within the period specified at 5 above or in the event of the dissolution, bankruptcy or insolvency of the applicants save in the case of a Financial Institution which has entered into a mortgage with the applicant for the purposes of financing the development of the site.

15.   That during the building period and pending the grant of Leases, the applicant

will insure the buildings against fire and all other insurable risks with an approved insurance company and pay all necessary premiums.

The insurance shall be in the joint names of the applicant and the Council and will be for such an amount as will provide cover for the full Reinstatement Value of so much of the building as is erected at any time together with a sum for Professional Fees and removal of debris charges.

The applicant shall also indemnify South Dublin County Council against any claim for compensation which might / may be made by any party arising out of building works being carried out on the site, or any working areas or on any access points thereto.

16.  That the Council shall be carrying out extensive new road construction together with road improvements to existing roads at or adjoining the subject lands and it is expected that such works shall commence later this year and the Council Shall complete the works, as approved.   These works shall adequately facilitate both road access for construction and operation of the proposed development. Such works will also facilitate both road access and services/utilities availability to all approved developments on the lands, subject to planning permission.  The completion of the Estate Road extension is acknowledged as being critical to facilitating  the proposed construction works.  Not later than six months before the completion of the applicants development works the Council will complete the Estate Road extension.   The target date for completion of the road is March 2007.  During the road works, adequate working spaces shall be made available by the applicant to the Council at no cost at the main site to facilitate construction on a temporary basis.
Both parties shall use their best endeavours to ensure that any interaction between  contractors employed to carry out building or road works, is carried out in an open and transparent manner with engineers and liaison officers such as to ensure that no additional contract costs accrue to either party.

17.  That no uncovered outdoor storage shall be permitted on the subject lands.

All processing, packing, waste disposal or recycling and such like operations

shall be carried out within approved buildings.

18. It is a condition of disposal that only one main access to the main and /or

option site will be allowed from the internal road network within the Business Park.  No access will be permitted to the Lucan / Newcastle Road or to the realigned Nangor Road.

19.  That all car and commercial vehicle parking areas and loading areas must be

      suitably landscaped and screened from public view.  In this regard the Council 

will be entitled to call on the applicant to carry out at its expense such environmental works as may be deemed necessary and the applicant must comply with all reasonable requests of the Council in this regard.  Such works may be in addition to similar works required under a planning permission for development of the subject lands.  The applicant shall be required to submit a landscape plan to the Council’s Development Department prior to the grant of the Master Lease for prior approval in writing by the Council or as otherwise directed by the Council in writing.  The maintenance of the landscaped areas is to be undertaken on a regular basis and to a satisfactory standard.  

20. That prior to the commencement of development the applicant shall submit

the Councils Development Department a plan of the security and boundary treatment to the external and internal site boundaries to include berming, contouring, hard and soft landscaping treatments for prior approval in writing by the Council or as otherwise directed by the Council in writing. The maintenance of the landscaped areas is to be undertaken on a regular basis and to a satisfactory standard.

21.   That the Council undertakes to review the usage clauses in the Lease after a

 period of fifteen years from the date of commencement of the Lease and, if deemed necessary and appropriate in the context of the usage and operations in the Park at that time, to amend same to reflect food industry production processes and food industry employment trends evident and emerging at that time.




22. That in addition to the services wayleave area set out in condition 1 above the

      Council shall be entitled to wayleaves across the lands (both the main site and

ption site), save for the built on sections of the site for any purpose and at any time, for no consideration or compensation, subject to giving the applicant adequate notice and to satisfactory reinstatement of any land so affected. However, the Council will use its best endeavours with the agreement of the applicant, to minimise any adverse effects on the day-to-day operations on the lands.

23.   That the house and outbuildings on the option site are occupied under a short

term letting.

“Report on Public Notification Procedure Under Part 8 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 - 2003 for the proposed construction of two openings in existing stone wall at Kiltipper Way, Tallaght, Dublin 24

The following report was presented to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on 17th October 2005. 

A notice in accordance with Article 81 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001-2003 was published on 19th July 2005 to construct three openings in existing stone wall, for use by pedestrians along Kiltipper Way and ancillary works adjacent to 94A/16 Cushlawn Avenue, opposite 23 Cushlawn Drive and opposite 48 to 56 Cushlawn Walk comprising:

openings for pedestrian use at each of the above-mentioned locations, the relocation of the existing cycle lanes as necessary, the construction of additional footpaths, the repair of other damaged sections of wall and any necessary alterations to the existing footpaths and roads existing within Cushlawn Estate, Tallaght, Dublin 24. 

Drawings of the proposed development were made available for inspection by the public for four weeks until Tuesday, 16th August, 2005 and a further two weeks until Tuesday, 30th August 2005 was allowed for the making of written submissions and observations to the Council in relation to the matter.

One written submission was received from Councillor Cathal King on behalf of the residents at no’s 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10,12,14,15 &16 Cushlawn Avenue. However, no grounds for objection were stated in the petition or in Cllr. King’s cover letter.

The wall runs for approximately 600 metres along the West side of Kiltipper Road. The wall and its railings have been regularly vandalised for several years and despite considerable efforts to reinstate it, the long-term maintenance costs and appearance of the wall has become a concern for the Council.

There is evidence that local people are using the consequential openings for pedestrian access to the surrounding estates and other local services along Kiltipper Way. A number of pedestrian “desire lines” traverse the open spaces near the damaged sections of wall. 

The proposal will provide pedestrian access to Ellensborough, Sean Walshe Park and Tallaght Town Centre in addition to future developments including a shopping centre, public house and medical centre to be located to the East of Kiltipper Way and the proposed bus route. In addition, preliminary discussions have taken place with the Council’s Roads & Traffic Department regarding the replacement of the two-way cycle lane to the West of Kiltipper Way with two separate one-way lanes on both sides of the road. 

As the submission received during the consultation process did specify the matters which were of concern to the residents, it was agreed to defer the matter to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting on the 17th October 2005 to enable further contact to be made with those residents. Following this process it became clear that the residents are opposed to the opposed opening in Cushlawn Avenue and it has been agreed to again repair the small opening at this location. The Area Committee noted the amended proposal to proceed with two openings (one opposite 15 – 23 Cushlawn Drive and opposite 48 – 56 Cushlawn Walk) and the proposal to have all other openings repaired and closed.

As the proposed development, as modified, is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, it is proposed to proceed with the development as modified above.

Following discussion the Area Committee recommended that the Council approve of the modified proposal as set out in the foregoing report.”

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED: 
“Section 37(1) of the Local Government Act 1994 authorises a local authority ‘to make a bye-law for or in relation to the use, operation, protection, regulation or management of any land, services, or any other thing whatsoever provided by or under the control or management of the local authority or in relation to any matter connected therewith’.

In exercise of this authority and in accordance with Section 37(1), the Water Section prepared draft byelaws for the Management of Water Services and the Conservation of Drinking Water during 2004 for public consultation and comment.
Background

As the management of water in Dublin is a regional strategy, the byelaws follow a common template as adopted by Dublin City Council on 1st January 2004 and by Fingal County Council on 9th June 2005.  This template has been tailored to recognise particular circumstances in South Dublin County but the central provisions are common.
Consultation
Environment SPC.

(i)The draft byelaws were presented to the meeting of the Environment Strategic Policy Committee on 23rd September 2004. The Committee recommended to the Council that the procedure for the adoption of the Byelaws be initiated and that a report be made to each Area Committee, prior to publication.

i. The draft byelaws were presented to the meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee on 15th November 2004. The report was noted. 

ii. The draft byelaws were presented to the meeting of the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee on 16th December 2004. The report was noted.
iii. The draft byelaws were presented to the meeting of the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee  on 11th January 2005. Consideration of the report was deferred to the February meeting of the Committee.

At the meeting of the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting, on 8th February 2005, the report was not reached.

At the meeting of Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting on 8th March 2005, the Committee recommended that the draft byelaws be referred to the County Council for approval.
Public Consultation
i. A public notice was placed in the Irish Independent on April 27th 2005 giving notice of the intention of South Dublin County Council to make byelaws for the purpose of preventing the waste, undue consumption, misuse or contamination of drinking water. The notice listed the locations where copies of the draft byelaws were available free of charge and advised that South Dublin Council would consider any submissions in relation to the draft byelaws which were submitted in writing by any person on or before 2nd June 2005.

As a result of the public display of the Draft Byelaws, no submissions were received by the Senior Executive Officer of the Environmental Services Department within the period specified.

South Dublin County Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Section 37 of the Local Government Act 1994 hereby make the following bye-laws relating to the management and conservation of water in its administrative area.

PART 1:

PRELIMINARY

Short Title:
These bye-laws may be cited as South Dublin County Council Water Bye-laws 2004.

Area of Application: These bye-laws shall apply to the administrative area of South Dublin County Council and shall relate to the provision conservation and management of the supply of potable water in the said its administrative area. All work associated with the provision of a water supply shall comply with the requirements of these bye-laws.

Date of Commencement: to be confirmed
1.1
Definitions In these Bye-laws

1.1.1 ’Applicant’ shall mean a person or body corporate seeking to connect to or increase the supply from the Council’s water supply

1.1.2 'Approval' means approval in writing by the Water Section, of the Environmental Services Department, South Dublin County Council.

1.1.3 ‘Authorised Person' means a person who is authorised in writing by South Dublin County Council for the purpose of these bye-laws or a member of the Garda Síochána.

1.1.4 ‘Customer or Consumer' means any person or body corporate who is supplied with or uses water supplied by South Dublin County Council or its agents and shall include an applicant.

1.1.5 ‘Domestic premises means any premises or part thereof occupied whether permanently or temporarily by a person as a place of private residence whether or not as his or her principal place of such residence or not. 

1.1.6 'Flow Meter' means a water meter, which measures and/or records the rate of water flow in a water main.

1.1.7 'Free Flow Meter' means a water meter, which does not impede or restrict the free flow of water in a water main.

1.1.8 ‘Meter’ means a device, which measures and/or records the rate of water flow in a water main.

1.1.9 ‘Non-Domestic Premises’ means any building or part of a building which is not a domestic premises as defined in these bye-laws and to which water is being or will be supplied by South Dublin County Council or its agents.  

1.1.10 ‘Occupier’ means the person or persons or body corporate who is owner, lessee, tenant or any other person or body corporate having, for the time being, control of the premises.

1.1.11 'Polluter pays principle' means the principle used for allocating costs of pollution prevention and control measures to encourage rational use of scarce environmental resources. 

1.1.12 ‘Premises’ means any building or structure whether permanent or temporary in nature and includes a site

1.1.13 'Service Pipe' means the portion of any pipe (including a branch pipe) for supplying water from the public water main to any premises and which is subject to water pressure from that water main, or would be so subject but for the closing of some valve.

1.1.14 ‘Long Service’ means a service pipe greater than 100m in length from the connection at the public water main to the customer’s premises.
1.1.15 ‘Stop Tap (Valve & Meter) Box' means an enclosure (usually placed in a footpath) or box into which devices can be placed to control or measure the water supply entering a premises. It can also be used to identify and verify supply pipe water leakage; to facilitate the service testing of pressure and flow of water; and to monitor water quality.

1.1.16 'Stop valve or Stopcock' means a valve, other than a servicing valve, fitted in a pipeline for controlling or stopping at will the flow of water.

1.1.17 ‘The Council’ means South Dublin County Council.

1.1.18 ‘Water Audit’ means an annual statement prepared by a competent person or body corporate (acceptable to the Council) and submitted to the Council in respect of an existing non-domestic premises to which a Water Conservation Policy Statement applies. Such statement shall set out details of all water using equipment installed in the premises, the number of staff employed in or using the premises and an estimate of daily water requirement for the next 3 years. The audit shall identify any leaks or excessive use of water and identify how such leaks or excessive use is to be repaired/reduced.

1.1.19 ‘Water Conservation Policy Statement’ means a statement prepared by a competent person or body corporate (acceptable to the Council) and submitted to the Council for approval in relation to an existing non–domestic premises which uses in excess of 5000 litres of water per day. Such statement shall set out details of all water mains supplying the premises; the internal plumbing arrangements; a full list of all water using appliances, together with their capacities and consumption rates; and details of any leaks in the pipework on the premises and how such leaks can be detected and repaired. Details of any water recycling and reuse shall be included in the statement.

1.1.20 Water Section’ means the Water Maintenance Section and/or Water Management Section of the Environmental Services Department of South Dublin County Council responsible for the supply of water to domestic and non-domestic premises.

1.1.21 ‘Water Management and Conservation Plan’ means a plan prepared by a competent person or body corporate (acceptable to the Council) that shall be submitted to the Council for approval prior to the commencement of any development that is subject to permission under Planning and Development legislation. The plan shall set out details of how best practice in water usage and conservation shall be applied in respect of the proposed development to include water mains and internal plumbing. The plan shall also set out details of how water wastage, leaks or excessive consumption may be identified and remedied.

1.1.22 ‘WC Suite’ means any suite consisting of a flushing cistern and pan or urinal into which water is discharged.

PART 2:
CONNECTION TO A WATER SUPPLY.

2.1.1 The approval of the Council in writing shall be required prior to the laying of and/or connection to any water main owned or controlled by the Council and/or containing water supplied by the Council.

2.1.2 Any person or body corporate applying for a new or additional water supply shall first contact the Water Section to ascertain if a water main is in place from which a water supply may be available.
2.1.3 Every material used to connect to a supply of water shall:

(a) be of an appropriate quality and standard, and

(b) be suitable for the circumstances in which they are used and 

(c) comply with South Dublin County Council’ s Specification for the Laying of Water Mains.

For the purposes of these bye-laws, a material or fitting is of an appropriate quality or standard only if it conforms with an appropriate Irish Standard (I.S.), a British Standard (B.S.) or an equivalent standard of a Member State of the European Economic Area (EEA), a harmonised European Standard (EN) or a European Technical Approval (ETA).
:

2.1.4 Where an application has been made to the Council for the laying of a new water supply or service connection, the Water Section shall, at the expense of the customer, carry out the appropriate connections provided always that:

a) the Council is satisfied that the water mains and/or service pipes have been laid and tested in accordance with the Water Section’s Specification for the Laying of Water Mains

b) the Council has been paid in advance for all expenses due  for the water connection

c) any financial contributions due to the Council pursuant to the Planning and Development Acts 2000 as amended or extended have been paid in full.

d) Proof of payment for the foregoing shall be a matter for the applicant

2.1.5 All pipes, which supply or may supply potable water, shall be flushed to remove debris including excess flux that may have collected in the pipes during installation, renewal or repair. After testing and flushing, installations shall be disinfected in accordance with the requirements of the Water Section.

2.1.6 All pipes, fittings and plumbing works associated with the supply and connection of water to a domestic or non-domestic premises (and which subsequently shall be concealed or buried underground), shall be left uncovered in a safe manner for inspection by an Authorised Person.

2.1.7 Any additional pipe, fitting or apparatus connected to any installation supplied with water by the Council and any alteration to any existing pipe, fitting or apparatus shall be carried out by a competent person in accordance with the requirements of the Water Section. The Water Section shall be notified in writing in advance of such additions or alterations (other than a repair).

2.1.8 The service pipe shall be laid without mechanical joints from the street Stop Tap (Valve & Meter) Box to a stop valve inside the house from which it may be readily removed and replaced and shall be contained within a 50mm duct along the entire length with 450mm minimum cover to finished ground level. 

2.1.9 A domestic long service shall be metered and a charge will be applied for the supply if the consumption exceeds the allowance thereof as set by the Water Section.

2.1.10 Waters of varying degrees of softness, hardness, or other characteristics may be received in any particular part of the water supply area. The customer shall ensure that the hot water and the cold water supply installations are suitable for the type of water supplied.

2.1.11 The Water Section may require a meter to be installed on all or any connections for the purpose of managing or conserving water.

PART 3: 
GENERAL CONDITIONS RELATING TO THE SUPPLY OF WATER

3.1.1 The customer shall ensure that the water distribution system in his/her premises meets the requirements of the Water Section and is maintained so as to protect public health, prevent leakage and conserve water.

3.1.2 Materials or substances, which cause or are likely to cause contamination of water, shall not be used in the construction or installation of any apparatus, pipe or water fitting which receives or conveys potable water.

3.1.3 All water systems shall contain an adequate device or devices to prevent the occurrence of backflow.

3.1.4 The Council shall maintain that portion of any service pipe or long service pipe laid in any road or street or area in charge of the Council up to a point 225 mm from outside the boundary with private property.   The responsibility for the maintenance of the service pipe or long service pipe beyond the said point shall be the responsibility of the owner or occupier of that private property.

3.1.5 The customer shall be responsible for that section of the service pipe, which extends from a point 225 mm outside the boundary into his/her premises. Renewal of the service pipe from the street control stopcock/boundary box in through the immediate premises boundary shall only be carried out in accordance with the Council’s requirements.
3.1.6 A person or body corporate shall not install any apparatus for softening water except in pursuance of an agreement in writing with the Water Section. Where the use of such apparatus is permitted it shall be correctly installed.  The apparatus, pipes and fittings shall be at all time suitable for the provision of potable softened water.  

3.1.7 Any apparatus, which would have the effect of rendering potable water unfit for human consumption, shall not be fitted.

3.1.8 The fitting of a pump to the direct water supply from the public mains shall only be undertaken with the consent of and in accordance with the requirements of the Water Section.

3.1.9 All underground fire hydrants must be to a type and specification approved by the Council.

3.1.10 Every customer shall ensure that water supplied to his/her premises for potable purposes shall not deteriorate to such an extent that it is no longer suitable for human consumption.  

3.1.11 Employees or agents of the Council engaged in the provision of water supply services may enter a premises at any reasonable time to inspect the water supply and/or carry out essential works in order to protect public health or at any time in cases where in the opinion of the Council, an emergency exists.

3.1.12 The Council may interrupt the water supply of the customer without prior notice for the purpose of protection of public health, inspection, and leak detection or any other valid reason.

3.1.13 Each premises shall be fitted with a cold water storage facility adequate and appropriate for the use of the premises. Such facility shall be maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s guidelines or other best practice.
3.1.14 The Council may, having regard to the Local Government (Delimitation of Water Supply Disconnection Powers) Act 1995 or any other statute as appropriate, disconnect the water supply of a customer, for any of the following reasons:

(a) If the customer fails to pay to the Council any charges due for the supply of water;

(b) if in the opinion of Council, the customer’s use of water is deemed to be wastage of water;

(c) if the customer breaches any of the terms or conditions under which the water is supplied;

(d) the water is connected to or used for any unauthorised development 

(e) for any other valid reason.

3.2
Additional Conditions applicable to Non-Domestic Premises:

3.2.1 Employees or agents of the Council engaged in the provision of water supply services may, at all reasonable times, enter the premises of a customer for the purposes of reading, inspecting, disconnecting or removing the meter(s) and for any other purpose in connection with the supply of water.

3.2.2 If, in the opinion of the Council, the nature of the customer’s water demand is such that it is likely to produce what the Council determines to be a significant impact upon a water treatment works, distribution system or other customers, the Council may require the customer to enter into a contractual arrangement to have capacity assigned at the said works for the purpose of treating water on behalf of the customer or to require the customer to restrict maximum inflow and install adequate storage, at the customer's expense, on the customer's premises or elsewhere.

3.2.3 The Council shall supply water to non-domestic premises on such terms and conditions as may be determined by the Council. In particular, charges for the on-going supply of water in respect of non-domestic premises shall have regard to the polluter pays principle and be on the basis that the Council shall recover the full cost of the provision of these services in accordance with EU and Central Government policy.

3.2.4 Large withdrawals of water from the water mains for serving cooling plants or other operations shall not be permitted without the written approval of the Council. The Council shall determine the limits that define a large withdrawal of water.

3.2.5 The customer may apply for termination of the water supply by giving seven days notice to the Council. The customer shall be liable for the costs incurred for the consumption of water up to the date of disconnection and for the disconnection charge.

3.2.6 The minimum water storage for non-domestic premises shall be calculated on a 24-hour or maximum daily consumption basis.

3.3
Meters for measuring the supply of water to non-domestic premises
3.3.1 Each premises shall be connected to a Flow Meter for the purpose of measuring the quantity of water supplied to the premises. Each meter shall, with its appurtenances, be supplied by the Council and shall be rented by the customer from the Council at such standard rent or charge as may be from time to time fixed by the Council and the Council shall decide the size and type of such meter and the point in the service pipe where it shall be placed.

3.3.2 At the request of a customer, the Council shall test the accuracy of a meter to ascertain if it is within the prescribed range of accuracy specified for such meter. When the quantity of water registered by the meter at normal flows is not more than 3% above or below the actual quantity passed through the meter, the meter shall be deemed to be accurate unless the Council has agreed alternative parameters in writing. If it is outside the specified range the customer’s account shall be increased or reduced accordingly. Otherwise the recording of meters and other apparatus shall be deemed conclusive. When tests prove that meters and other apparatus are operating satisfactorily the customer shall be required to pay all outstanding charges including the cost of any test carried out by or on behalf of the Council.

3.3.3 Only persons or agents authorised by the Council shall read the meter(s) and only persons or agents authorised by the Council shall repair, connect, remove or work on any equipment belonging to the Council and associated with the recording of the water supply.

3.3.4 In the event of unauthorised interference, whether by the customer or otherwise, whereby water has been consumed without being properly metered, the Council reserves the right to estimate the unrecorded consumption and include the charge for same in the customer’s account.

3.4 
Charges for the Supply of Water to Non-Domestic Premises.

3.4.1 Prior to being connected to the water supply, the customer shall complete, or have completed by an agent, the appropriate meter application form and pay in advance to the Council the appropriate connection fee and any contribution due under the Planning and Development Acts.

3.4.2 All applications for a building site branch connection must be accompanied by evidence of a meter agreement for the water supply, which will remain in force until such time as the Council takes the development in charge.
3.4.3 The Council shall periodically issue an invoice to the customer, which shall include a charge for the metered supply of water together with the rental charge for the meter. In premises where a meter has not been installed, invoices shall be based on a charge determined by the Council based on the estimated supply of water. 

3.4.4 All invoices shall be sent to the billing address shown on the appropriate Application Form completed by the customer or his/her/its agent (or any other address subsequently notified to the Council by the customer or his/her/its agent).

3.4.5 All charges shall be paid in full by the due date specified in the invoice. The Council may charge interest at the prevailing rate for each month or part of a month on all amounts, which remain unpaid after the due date specified in the invoice until payment is made.

3.4.6 It shall be the responsibility of the applicant to notify the Council of any change in contact details.

3.4.7 Where a customer has not paid in full by the due date the amount specified in the invoice, the Council may serve a notice on the customer stating that it may disconnect the water supply to the premises. The notice shall be served at the billing address notified to the Council or at the premises to which the notice applies. If the invoice remains unpaid seven days after the service of such a notice, the Council may disconnect the water supply to the premises without further notice. The customer shall continue to be responsible for all unpaid amounts together with the disconnection charge.

PART 4

WATER ConservatIon
4.1 
Obligations in relation to all Premises (Domestic and Non-Domestic)

4.1.1 No development shall commence (except in respect of a new single dwelling or extension to an existing single dwelling) prior to submission to the Council of a Water Management and Conservation Plan and approval by the Council in writing of the said Plan.

4.1.2 Each WC suite installed in a newly constructed premises or in a premises converted from another use shall have a maximum flush of 6 litres using a multi flush or a single flush facility.
4.1.3 Each new WC suite installed in an existing premises, whether it is an additional WC suite or a replacement for an existing suite, shall have a maximum flush of 6 litres using a multi flush or a single flush facility. 
4.1.4 Each WC cistern with a volume in excess of 6 litres may be fitted with a Displacement Device or equivalent with the objective of achieving water conservation where, in the opinion of the Council, this is feasible.
4.1.5 Each new domestic and non-domestic premises shall be fitted with a Stop Tap (Valve and Meter) Box of a type approved by the Council. 

4.1.6 Developments consisting of more that one domestic unit shall incorporate into the water mains in accordance with the Council’s requirements a Bulk Water Meter to measure the total (bulk) volume of water which will be delivered to that development or estate 

Each existing WC cistern with a volume in excess of 6 litres shall be fitted with a Displacement Device or equivalent with the objective of achieving water conservation where, in the opinion of the Council, this is feasible. 

4.1.7 A customer shall not use a water supply laid on for fire fighting purposes for any other purpose without the written approval of the Water Section.

4.1.8 A standpipe licence shall be obtained from the Council prior to access, use or draw-off from a fire hydrant. Any person requiring a licence shall complete the appropriate application form and pay to the Council the licence fee of such amount as the Council considers reasonable and comply with the conditions specified in the licence.

4.1.9 Any unauthorised use of a fire hydrant shall be an offence and the Council may impose a fine for this offence and/or charge for the water used.

4.1.10 Washing machines, dishwashers and other appliances shall be economic in the use of water and plumbed in a manner that achieves the objective of conserving water and in accordance with the Council’s requirements.


4.1.11 A hosepipe (sprinkler or similar fitting) shall not be connected to a draw–off tap or other similar fitting for use either inside or outside any premises during periods of drought or water rationing as defined by the Council except on installations where the use of the hosepipe is essential to the business being carried out and the installation meets the requirements of the Water Section.

4.2 
Additional obligations in relation to Non-Domestic Premises:
4.2.1 The maximum permitted use of water in premises shall be an average of 5,000 litres per day, or such other quantity as may be determined from time to time by the Council. The occupier of premises, which uses in excess of that amount of water per day shall be required to obtain the written approval of the Council in advance for the use of the excess volume.

4.2.2 A Water Conservation Policy Statement shall be submitted for approval to the Council by the occupier of any premises which uses in excess of 5,000 litres per day, or such other quantity as may be determined from time to time by the Council. Failure to submit such a Statement within nine months of these bye-laws coming into effect shall be an offence. A new statement shall be submitted every 3 years or at such other times as determined by the Council or at any change of use or ownership.
4.2.3 The occupier of a premises to which a Water Conservation Policy Statement applies shall carry out a Water Audit at least once every year and shall submit the Audit Report to the Council for approval. Failure to submit such an Audit within the time specified by the Council shall be an offence.

4.2.4 Each premises shall be connected to a Flow Meter or shall have its water flow assessed by the Council

4.2.5 Automatic flushing cisterns shall be installed in a manner that achieves the objective of conserving water.

4.2.6 Free Flow Meters shall be installed in all fire mains and shall be used as a check meter for water conservation purposes. A charge will be levied for water used.

4.2.7 Any hand held hosepipe used shall be fitted with a self-closing mechanism at the outlet of the hosepipe.

4.2.8 Porous hose irrigation systems or soil watering systems using fixed sprinkler heads shall not be used without the written approval of the Council

4.2.9 Plumbing systems and all fittings used in the supply of water shall be of a type, which achieves the objective of conserving water.

PART 5

OFFENCES.

5.1 A person who contravenes any provision of these bye-laws shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1900 

5.2 If the contravention of a provision of these bye-laws is continued after conviction, the person causing the contravention shall be guilty of a further offence and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €125 per day.

5.3 A person or body corporate may be served with a notice, specifying a fixed payment, not exceeding such amount as may be prescribed by regulations made by the Minister, in respect of a contravention of these bye-laws or any of them.  No prosecution will be taken against a person served with a notice herein if payment of the fixed payment is made to the Council within the time specified in the notice.  The onus of proving that a payment pursuant to a notice under these bye-laws has been made shall lie with the person or body corporate served with the notice.

5.4 An authorised person may request any person or body corporate who appears to be contravening or to have contravened a provision of these bye-laws to refrain from such contravention and that person or body corporate shall comply with the request of the authorised person.

5.5 A person or body corporate who refuses to comply with the request of an authorised person or who obstructs or impedes an authorised person in the exercise of his/her functions under these bye-laws shall be guilty of an offence.

5.6 Where an authorised person is of the opinion that a person or body corporate is committing or has committed an offence in relation to the provisions of these bye-laws, the authorised person may demand the name and address of such person and if that demand is refused or the person gives a name or address which is false or misleading, that person or body corporate shall be guilty of an offence.

5.7 Where an offence under these bye-laws is committed by a body corporate and the offence is proved to have been committed with the consent or connivance of, or be attributable to any neglect on the part of, any director, manager, secretary or other similar officer of the body corporate or any person who was purporting to act in any such capacity, that officer or person, as well as the body corporate, shall be guilty of the offence.

5.8 Where the affairs of a body corporate are managed by its members, Section 5.6 shall apply in relation to the acts and defaults of a member in connection with his or her functions of management as if he or she were a director of the body corporate. 

5.9 Where any notice is required to be served on or given to a person or body corporate under these bye-laws it shall be deemed to be served if served in any of the following ways:-

(a) by delivery by hand

(b) by sending it by post in a prepaid registered letter addressed to a person or body corporate at the address at which he or she or body corporate ordinarily resides

(c) by prepaid ordinary post at the registered office of a company or body corporate.  

5.10 In the event of any clause or clauses hereto being rendered void or voidable or inoperable that clause or those clauses shall be severed and shall not effect those clauses still remaining

RAISING OF LOANS FOR DUBLIN REGION NON DOMESTIC WATER METERING PROJECT
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The EU Water Framework Directive sets out the principles of cost recovery of water services and is being implemented by the Irish Government via the 1998 National Water Pricing Framework Directive.  This new Water Pricing Policy requires universal metering of all Non-Domestic Users by 31st December 2006 and also fair and equitable pricing with no profits or cross subsidisation.  There are currently 2,350 metered premises in South Dublin County and it is envisaged that this number will rise to upwards of 5,000 by 2007.   This increase will result from the installation of meters for all non-domestic users some of whom currently are paying fixed charges and also reflects the growth in development and business in the county 

On a regional basis, it has been decided to put in place a metering project for non-domestic units (NDUs) which will ensure the accurate metering of water usage by commercial premises.  Accurate meter readings will be reflected in more accurate billing and will also offer benefits in terms of earlier and more proactive identification of leaks.  The Dublin Region Non Domestic Water Metering Project has been costed overall at approximately €41 million excluding V.A.T.

The Council’s portion of the costs of the Dublin Region Non Domestic Metering Project will require a capital loan of €7,573,911.  The cost of the project is made up of two components: the Civil Works, involving installation of meter boxes and associated fittings, and the Technology Costs, which involves the Automatic Meter Reading equipment.  The resultant loan requirement is summarised as follows.

Cost Recovery Mechanisms:-

Report under Section 9 of the Road Traffic Act 2004

Proposed Road Traffic(Speed Limit) Bye-Laws 2005

South Dublin County Council
Introduction:

South Dublin Council in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Section 9 of the Road Traffic Act 2004 and in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Department of Transport in April 2005 for the application of speed limits, prepared Draft Speed Limit Bye-Laws 2005 together with an explanatory map in respect of the administrative area of South Dublin County Council following a countywide review. The proposed amendments to existing speed limits are listed on attached Appendix A.

Consultation Process:
The Draft Bye-Laws and explanatory map were circulated to the Members, the National Roads Authority and the Garda Commissioner for consideration. A number of amendments were proposed by Councillors and these were incorporated into the Draft prior to commencing the public consultation process. The Garda Commissioner by letter dated 29/08/2005 advised that he concurred with the draft proposals. Written consent is awaited from The National Roads Authority on the draft proposals in relation to national roads and motorways.  

The Draft Bye-Laws were advertised in the Local and National Press on 10th. and 11th. of August 2005 and copies of the Draft Bye-Laws and the explanatory map went on public display from 11th.August to 9th. September 2005 in Council HQ at Tallaght, at the Clondalkin Area Office, at the County Library, Tallaght, and at the Councils branch libraries.  They were also displayed on the Councils website. The public were invited to make written submissions during that period.

REPORT ON INFILL MATERIAL AT WATERSTOWN PARK
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The following motion was passed at the Meeting of the Council held on 10th October 2005:-

“That the Manager makes a preliminary verbal statement on the incident of alleged dumping within Waterstown Park over the weekend and undertakes to give a full report to the next full Council meeting”

The incident referred to in the motion took place on  the 8th October at Waterstown Park, Palmerstown.  This 90 acre park is located between the village of Palmerstown and the River Liffey. The Council is currently developing this park with the most recent improvement works being the provision of pedestrian pathways, cycleways and a car park.  

The proposed car park is being located adjacent to the Stewarts Hospital Sports Complex and it is intended that it will assist in increasing the capacity for users of the Sports Complex and Waterstown Park.  The car park site is low lying and in order to facilitate access, the ground is being raised by the use of old stone and dry-fill materials from buildings that are being demolished.  This is sustainability in practice, by recycling suitable materials, instead of disposal by landfill and also reducing the amount of quarrying.

On the 8th October, such material was brought to the site. Shortly after the delivery of the material, the project supervisor  inspected the material and determined that approximately 20% of it consisted of unsuitable material.  He advised the agent of the owner that the material would have to be removed.  That operation was carried out on the 10th October.  Because of the difficulty in separating the suitable from unsuitable material, all of the material that was deposited on the site on the Saturday was removed and disposed of in a licensed facility.

It is the policy of South Dublin County Council to only use waste management/disposal companies that have the proper permits or licences. The incident reported above should not have occurred but arrangements were quickly put in place to rectify the situation. The contractor was required to pay for double handling of the material and the cost of disposal at a licensed facility.”

ANTI-SOCIAL ACTIVITY 



It was proposed by Councillor T. Ridge, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney:

“That the Manager agrees that there are a number of areas beleaguered by extreme anti-social activity in this Council's area and that in relation to particular problem parks, the allocation of additional staff to these would help the local population in their efforts to make their areas and environment liveable again and that funding be included in the 2006 estimates to allocate such staff on a pilot basis.”

REPORT: 

“The Garda Siochana are responsible for maintaining public order including dealing with anti-social behaviour in Council parks. Close liaison is maintained between parks staff including Park Rangers and the Gardai in relation to this problem. Residents are advised to contact the Gardai where they observe anti-social activity occurring. Under the Parks Bye Laws the Gardai may access Council Parks to investigate illegal activity.

The Council’s Bye Laws which prohibit the consumption of alcohol in public places including Parks are enforced by the Gardai and administered by the Council. 

Every effort is made by all Council staff in co operation with the Garda Siochana to ensure that visits/usage of Parks by local communities are as safe as possible. In addition the ongoing Community/Parks Work Programmes for enhancing facilities in Parks are being advanced as rapidly as possible within existing financial resources.

The ongoing implementation of appropriate Work Programmes will be advanced in the context of the 2006 budgetary provisions.

It is intended to undertake a programme of work in 2006 to alleviate the problem of Anti-Social Behaviour in areas where there are consistent incidents of such behaviour.  The Council will proactively identify works which can be undertaken to assist in alleviating the problem.

 

Resources will be required to implement this programme and it is therefore proposed to identify a number of key sites in Council ownership, the disposal of which will fund the requirements.”

Chapter 9

9.5.9 Policy LHA 23: Public Rights of-Way

9.5.9.i

It is the policy of the Council to preserve and/or extend and enhance existing public rights-of way and to create new rights-of-way in the interest of amenity as opportunities or needs arise.

9.5.9.ii

The Council will use its powers under the Planning Acts to preserve and maintain suitable existing rights-of-way, to create new ones where appropriate, and to promote their greater use in amenity areas (see Chapter 13). 

9.5.9.iii

It is an objective of the Council to examine existing rights of way, paths, access points to rivers, lakes, mountains and other amenity areas to determine where existing public rights of way exist, and where public rights of way should be created, either by agreement or by compulsion, in the interests of ensuring access to amenities for recreation and amenity purposes, by the provision of walking routes.

9.5.9.iv

It is an objective of the Council to compile a list of public rights of way and that a charter of pedestrian rights be adopted in conjunction with this. 

Chapter 13

13.5.4 Established Public Rights Of Way 

13.5.4.i

It is an objective of the Council to secure retention of established public rights of way. Among the most important of these are the Grand Canal Way (Waymarked Walk), a short section of the Wicklow Way (Waymarked Walk), and public rights of way in the Dublin Mountains.

13.5.5 Proposed Public Rights Of Way

13.5.5.i

It is an objective of the Council to create additional public rights of way as and when appropriate. In particular the following public rights of way are proposed;

1 Access to the River Liffey including from Mill Lane Palmerstown and Main Street and Chapel Hill, Lucan to the Liffey Weir/ river bank

2 To secure a long distance walking route (Dublin Way) from Kiltalawn, Tallaght into the mountains to link with the Wicklow Way.

3 To investigate the feasibility of providing public paths along the banks of the River Liffey and the River Dodder.

As stated above it is an objective of the Council to prepare a list of public rights-of-way in the County. It is envisaged that the necessary work will be included in the Planning Department work programme in due course, and that copies will be made available to members of the public when the list is compiled. 

It is expected that the preparation of the list will involve detailed examination of historical and legal sources including property ownerships in order to establish the legal status of such rights of way.  In addition this work could potentially take considerable time having regard to the potential multiplicity of such routes. The publication of a list of rights of way in the absence of such detailed preparation could give rise to protracted legal challenges entailing significant costs.”
Following discussion to which Cllrs. R. Dowds, G. O’Connell, C. Keane, M. Ardagh, F. McCarthy, T. McDermott, M. Daly, J. Hannon and S. Laing contributed Mr. T. Doherty responded to the Members queries.  It was AGREED that a progress report would be presented to the March 2006 meeting of the County Council.

DIGNITY OF SERVICE FOR DOGS
It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane, seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:
“That this Council recommends that we treat the dogs of South Dublin with the dignity of a service in their own area. i.e. that they will have a secure place of residence -dogpound when abandoned.(b)to set up a system of dog-homing with tracking to ensure dogs are not unduly delayed in being rehomed. (c)To state what access members of the public and rescue groups have to the current pound situated in Dunboyne Co. Meath. (d)What is the rehoming rate for this pound? some dog pounds have a 95% rehoming rate. (e) to report fully on the demise of the dogpound in Stocking lane. (f) to report on the meeting that has taken place with interested parties.”


REPORT:
“Under the Control of Dogs Act 1986, each Local Authority has a statutory obligation to provide for sheltering dogs abandoned, seized or surrendered.  Following a Public Tender procedure for the provision of Dog Pound Services for use by South Dublin County Council, one tender was received and a three year contract was awarded in February 2005 to Blackhall Boarding Kennels, Dunboyne, County Meath to provide such a service.  The Dog Pound opened on 28th February 2005 and provides a service for residents of South Dublin County who wish to surrender their own dogs and also for the shelter of abandoned dogs and for dogs which are seized by the Council’s Dog Wardens in South Dublin County. 

The location and contact details of the pound are available on the Council’s website in the Environmental Services page www.southdublin.ie 

The Council’s Pound in Dunboyne is open to the public Monday to Friday, during the hours 2 – 4 pm, and on Saturday from 9am to 11 am, and may also be contacted by appointment.  

The Council’s Veterinary Inspectors monitor the service provider’s obligations under the contract. This involves visiting the pound regularly, without prior notice and monitoring operational matters.  They report regularly that the Pound is well run, maintained in a clean condition and that the dogs are treated in a humane manner.

During the first six months of operation of the Dunboyne pound , 656 dogs were impounded, of which 175 dogs were rehomed (i.e. purchased by a new owner), 292 were rehomed with rescue groups and 38 were reclaimed by their owners. The remaining dogs were humanely put to sleep.

The re-homing rate at dog pounds varies, depending on the demand from the public to buy new dogs.  The responsible actions of dog owners in spaying their pets will minimise the numbers of stray animals which end up in the pound.

The cost to the Council of providing the pound is €150,000 per annum (for 2005) in addition to the cost of employing two Dog Wardens, transport etc. The annual receipts from Dog Licences and rehoming fees averages €100,000 only.

Following a meeting held in March 2005, and ongoing correspondence with certain representatives of animal rescue groups, the Environmental Services Department has decided that on obtaining confirmation of suitability of premises, copy of relevant planning permissions etc.,provision is being made to waive the rehoming fee to Animal Rescue Organisations fulfilling the required criteria, on completion by them (or their representatives) of a transfer of ownership form. To date only two rescue groups have submitted the details requested.

In relation to the dog shelter in Stocking Lane referred to in the motion, this pound was owned by the DSPCA and had no connection with the Council.  Following the sale of DSPCA lands, the shelter relocated to a premises on Mount Venus Road.”

Furthermore, this Council agrees that the introduction of a charge would be counter to the Council's own policy for waste management and would seriously frustrate the commitment of the general public towards re-cycling.”

“The Council accepts a range of materials for recycling at the Ballymount Civic Amenity & Recycling Centre.  The following recyclable material may be disposed of free of charge:

· Glass (Green, Clear and Brown)

· Paper and Cardboard

· Textiles 

· Beverage Cans (aluminium)

· Plastic Bottles (not butter or yoghurt cartons)

· Household Batteries

· Car Batteries

· Waste Oil (not cooking oil)

The following material is accepted at the Civic Amenity subject to charge

The annual cost of running the South Dublin County Civic Amenity Facility is currently of the order of €900,000.  Following discussion with the Department of Environment, Heritage & Local Government in early 2005 and in order to ameliorate this cost, consideration was given to introducing a modest charge for this service.  However, following discussion by the Waste Steering Group for the Dublin Region it was decided that any such charge should be applied on a regional basis, and a charge should not be introduced at this time for recyclable materials.  A charge will continue to apply for non-recyclable items which are disposed of ultimately to landfill.”
Following discussion to which Cllrs. M. Murphy, G. O’Connell and M. Daly contributed Mr. J. Horan and Ms. M. Pyne responded to the Members’queries.

DAMAGE CAUSED BY UNAUTHORISED BONFIRES
The following motion in the name of Councillor J. Neville was MOVED and RE-ENTERED:

“That this Council notes the widespread damage caused by unauthorized bonfires at Halloween in the administrative area of South Dublin County Council and the widespread dumping thereof and in an effort to minimise such dumping of household goods calls on the Manager to schedule the annual Council junk collection for the month of September each year.”
REPORT:

“The current scheduling of the Junk Collection Programme is that it takes place from September to November each year.  The collection takes three months to complete and this year before Halloween, certain junk collections had taken place in Lucan, Clondalkin and most of Tallaght.  It is proposed the Environment Strategic Policy Committee will review all aspects of the junk collection service at its meeting on 9th November.


There seems to have been a reduction in the number of bonfires in the South Dublin County area this year.  It is reported that there was a big reduction in old tyres available for bonfires and also a marked reduction in timber pallets etc, which are now being recycled.  This meant that there was less air pollution and that the bonfires burnt out very quickly.  The Environmental Services Department had notified tyre companies in early October to ensure that they did not encourage or facilitate irresponsible use of tyres.


Other factors that helped to reduce the number of bonfires were the bad weather and the fact that the schools mid-term break was after Halloween instead of before Halloween as was the case last year which helped to reduce the time available to collect bonfire material.


It should be noted that crews from the Parks Department and the Cleansing Sections of Environmental Services Department removed up to three large roll-on skips of material per day for up to three weeks before Halloween from all over the South Dublin County area.  This work was concentrated on known trouble spots nevertheless Parks Department estimate that the post Halloween clean up will take six weeks to complete.


Apart from building awareness of the damage from bonfires to open spaces and also the safety risks to the public, there are clearly enforcement concerns related to those who avail of the opportunity to dump material.”
