REPORT:
The Council has had a community recycling strategy in place for a number of years now which identified the Council's aims and objectives in the area of recycling and these were largely taken from the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region for the period 2005 to 2010.  It also set down criteria which were to be used in the decision making process around the siting of community recycling facilities in the County. This strategy now needs to be reviewed in light of the launch of the new Waste Management Plan for the Eastern Midlands Region for the period 2015 to 2021.  One of the criteria listed in the existing strategy document was a requirement to site bring banks a minimum of 50 metres from the nearest housing however adhering to this requirement has meant that most sites which are Council owned and which have been considered for siting of a bring bank have been ruled out as they fail to meet it.  This matter in particular requires close examination at this time, if it remains to be an absolute requirement then it is likely to continue to be prohibitive to securing new bring bank sites.  It is desirable to have these facilities sited on Council owned lands as those which are placed on privately owned lands by agreement with the owner are vulnerable as they would have to be removed on request from the landowner.

It is proposed that a review of the recycling strategy would involve a detailed examination of the locations where recycling facilities are currently in place, it should also determine where the shortfalls in the provision of these services arise currently and should also attempt to identify proposed new locations for the provision of additional services in order to address those shortfalls.  In carrying out this review the provision of recycling services in the Clondalkin area will be examined, as will all other parts of the County.      

Following contributions from Councillors F. Timmons and E. Ó Broin, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer, advised of the imminent review of the Waste Strategy (following the recent publication of the new Regional Waste Management Plan) which will be brought to the SPC meeting in September. 1.  The old CB packaging site on the Ninth Lock Road which occupies the area between Dunnes Stores and the Fonthill Road turn. 

2.  The ESB substation on the Ninth Lock Road

3. The ESB substation at Newlands Retail Centre, opposite Bewleys.

Each of these areas is a considerable litter blackspot and there is no access for Tidy Towns workers to clean up.  The littering at these locations has been reported on a number of occasions. What action has been taken by the litter warden service in relation to these litter blackspots?"

REPORT:
The Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, was introduced to provide for the prevention and control of litter pollution, the prevention of the defacement of certain places and matters relating thereto.

Bye-Laws are essentially local laws designed to deal with local issues.  South Dublin County Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001, Section 21 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended by section 57 of the Protection of the Environment Act, 2003, made Bye-Laws relating to the prevention and control of litter in its administrative area. These Bye-Laws became effective from 14th October 2013.  

The Litter Act and the Bye-Laws gives the Council extensive powers to deal with litter and litter offenders and outlines general obligations, offences and enforcement.  To date however enforcement as appropriate has been taken under the various provisions of the Litter Pollution Act and not under the Bye-Laws.

No enforcement action has been taken this year in relation to the two ESB sites.  Our Enforcement Section is aware that the ESB has been removing litter from the substation on the ninth lock road in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding that is in place, and indications at a recent inspection of the substation at Newlands Road were that the site is practically litter free.

There have been unsuccessful attempts to issue notices in relation to the land beside the CB packaging site.   There is difficulty in identifying title / responsibility for the site.  Our Warden Service has been in contact with representatives from the CTT at this location and efforts are being made to address the issue.

Following contributions from Councillor E. O’Broin, B. Bonner and F. Timmons, Ms. M. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer, advised that the existing MOU is due for renewal in July and that these issues can be address in the context of that review.  Members requested an update on the MOU review when conduced. The report was NOTED.

Following contact from an artist, the Council arranged to provide a converted container close to the depot in Corkagh Park to enable the artist to set up as the “Artist in Residence” in the Park in 2010.  This arrangement continued until approximately 3 years ago.

Subsequently, an application to use the container was received from other Clondalkin based artists, which resulted in a new arrangement being entered into with the Sruleen Art Group in 2013.

Discussions have recently been held with the group who are very keen to take up “residence” again this year on a 7 days per week basis.

Some minor maintenance works are currently being carried out to the container.  Upon completion of these works, the Sruleen Art Group will take up "residence" again.

As a result, the unit is not currently available for use by the Men’s Shed group.

REPORT:
South Dublin County Council has provided over 1,750ha of parks and open spaces throughout the county.  The larger parks, in particular, provide space for a wide range of active and passive recreation facilities. The benefits of these facilities contribute to the Government’s vision of an active and healthy society as detailed in the 2013 Healthy Ireland document – A Framework for Improved Health and Wellbeing 2013 – 2025.  This Council will actively participate in the vision and actions outlined in the document.

As clubs grow and develop, facilities such as changing rooms, first aid posts, and secure storage areas become essential to a club’s sustainability and success.

In the 1980s the then Dublin County Council commenced a programme of providing converted shipping containers for use as changing rooms.  These were basic facilities and usually did not include showers or toilets. Subsequently, due to financial constraints the Council was unable to continue this programme and some clubs raised money to provide their own containers. This continued into the new South Dublin County Council. When Government commenced a programme of Sports Capital Grants, submissions were made for permanent dressing room facilities and some of these received funding and were constructed.

The Pavilion Construction Programme 2015 – 2017 was presented at the Council meeting on the 8th June 2015 and is evidence of the Council’s commitment to provide facilities that will enhance the Health and Wellbeing of the citizens of the county. This programme identified the following locations and order of priority for construction for the siting of new pavilions:

1. Dodder Valley, Old Bawn

2. Griffeen Valley Park – adjacent to the Sports and Leisure Centre

3. Corkagh Park adjacent to the Outer Ring Road

4. Tymon Park South

5. Dodder Valley Mt Carmel

6. Griffeen Valley Park – Haydens Lane end

7. Collinstown Park

In line with the Council’s and National Disability Policy it is intended that these pavilions will be Universally Accessible.

The following report has been received from the Organising Committee:

Report on Clondalkin St Patricks day Parade 2015 

The Clondalkin St Patricks day parade was re-started by Cllr Francis Timmons after a number of years. He got a group of local people together to work on the day.  The timeframe for organising the day for 2015 was only 6 weeks due to a delay in securing the grant. This time limit had a big effect on what could be achieved this year. The committee met with Clondalkin Festival, Áras Chrónáin and some other local groups and hopefully they can get on board for 2016. Unfortunately some groups cancelled beforehand and some did not show up on the day which was disappointing but the ones that took place where very enthusiastic and enjoyed taking part. Others were committed well in advance. 

Those taking part for 2015 where 1) Clondalkin Brownies 2) Clondalkin Shotakan Academy 3) Talented Kids and MVW Talent Agency 4) Clondalkin Helping Homeless 5) Round Towers 6) Ciaran Carr Foundation 7) The Beacon Of Light 8) Scoil Rince Nic Liam dance school  9) Clondalkin Fairtrade 10) Professor Sneedypopers 11) Scoil Aine 12) Epic Performing school 13) Funky Steps 14) Ashwood Boys FC 15) Clondalkin active retirement group 16) Clondalkin Active retirement group music group 17) Clondalkin Mens Shed 18) LD Dance School 

There was a large number of Volunteers (Local people and local group Clondalkin Localise) that helped out on the day, First Aid provision (Clondalkin Order of Malta) was more than adequate for the day. There was live music (all provided by local talent free), free soft drinks and treats and free face painting.  There was a conscious decision made by the committee to keep any costs down for struggling families.

There were mixed reviews of the Day but you couldn’t argue with the attendance which was estimated to be in the order of five thousand, which proved the need and potential of the event. The Facebook page and committee got a lot of feedback and this has been noted by organisers. 

The celebration was supported by the Community Department with a grant of €4043.00. 

The committee have met and reviewed many aspects of the day and made plans of action for 2016. At this meeting it was agreed we would meet a SDCC rep and local Guards. 

Cllr Timmons met with Donal Walsh, Sergeant Lydon and Mrs Joan Rafferty (Committee member) to look at the event on 22nd April. Some of the issue raised that has been discussed at a committee meeting where:

· There were problems with the route with paths not wide enough and difficulty moving people off them to allow the participants to march. Cllr Timmons said next year we will be using the Cycle Track , it was also suggested that set down entertainers and a more of a festival event could work well.

· Only two ice cream vans and one that ran out of stock very quickly, need more vans with tea and Coffee. SDCC would not allow us bring in any. Any in park must be licenced by SDCC.

· How and where things were located (stand/stage, start of parade, not allowed on grass by SDCC). Also location of free things needs to be looked at.

· Parking the need to open the overflow car park at the entrance to Corkagh (john’s rd.) 

· The Gardai reported that the only difficulty that they experienced was related to traffic but that it was dealt with easily enough, there was no public order incidents at all on the day and that the four Gardai allocated to the event were pleased with how it went. 

· Funding would have to be sourced from local business or through fundraising events.  Donal said that budgets are decided on an annual basis so it was not possible to guarantee an amount of support for next year. He also suggested that a budget of at least €10k would be required to ensure the event was worthwhile.

· The Gardai said that the event in the Park was very manageable but that there was a lot of demands on the Gardai on that day with people needed in town and other areas so that would need to be borne in mind.  

The committee will continue to meet and work on next year’s parade, A website (www.ClondalkinStPatricksFestival.ie – Not Live yet) for volunteers to sign up, ideas , information and participants to register will be launched in September and plans for March 17th 2016 be launched as well. The website will also have a submit suggestions section. The theme for next year will be ‘1916’ A lot of the ground work for 2016 has been laid and the committee have decided to engage with several groups and organisation and local reps to get ideas to improve the day. The Health and Safety work is laid down. Clondalkin active retirement group has pledged to support and help develop the day and a representative has joined the committee. Also Clondalkin Tidy Towns have committed to supporting the day and a representative has joined the committee.

Those taking part for 2015 where 1) Clondalkin Brownies 2) Clondalkin Shotakan Academy 3) Talented Kids and MVW Talent Agency 4) Clondalkin Helping Homeless 5) Round Towers 6) Ciaran Carr Foundation 7) The Beacon Of Light 8) Scoil Rince Nic Liam dance school  9) Clondalkin Fairtrade 10) Professor Sneedypopers 11) Scoil Aine 12) Epic Performing school 13) Funky Steps 14) Ashwood Boys FC 15) Clondalkin active retirement group 16) Clondalkin Active retirement group music group 17) Clondalkin Mens Shed 18) LD Dance School 

There was a large number of Volunteers (Local people and local group Clondalkin Localise) that helped out on the day, First Aid provision (Clondalkin Order of Malta) was more than adequate for the day. There was live music (all provided by local talent free), free soft drinks and treats and free face painting.  There was a conscious decision made by the committee to keep any costs down for struggling families.

There were mixed reviews of the Day but you couldn’t argue with the attendance which was estimated to be in the order of five thousand, which proved the need and potential of the event. The Facebook page and committee got a lot of feedback and this has been noted by organisers. 

The celebration was supported by the Community Department with a grant of €4043.00. 

The committee have met and reviewed many aspects of the day and made plans of action for 2016. At this meeting it was agreed we would meet a SDCC rep and local Guards. 

Cllr Timmons met with Donal Walsh, Sergeant Lydon and Mrs Joan Rafferty (Committee member) to look at the event on 22nd April. Some of the issue raised that has been discussed at a committee meeting where:

· There were problems with the route with paths not wide enough and difficulty moving people off them to allow the participants to march. Cllr Timmons said next year we will be using the Cycle Track , it was also suggested that set down entertainers and a more of a festival event could work well.

· Only two ice cream vans and one that ran out of stock very quickly, need more vans with tea and Coffee. SDCC would not allow us bring in any. Any in park must be licenced by SDCC.

· How and where things were located (stand/stage, start of parade, not allowed on grass by SDCC). Also location of free things needs to be looked at.

· Parking the need to open the overflow car park at the entrance to Corkagh (john’s rd.) 

· The Gardai reported that the only difficulty that they experienced was related to traffic but that it was dealt with easily enough, there was no public order incidents at all on the day and that the four Gardai allocated to the event were pleased with how it went. 

· Funding would have to be sourced from local business or through fundraising events.  Donal said that budgets are decided on an annual basis so it was not possible to guarantee an amount of support for next year. He also suggested that a budget of at least €10k would be required to ensure the event was worthwhile.

· The Gardai said that the event in the Park was very manageable but that there was a lot of demands on the Gardai on that day with people needed in town and other areas so that would need to be borne in mind.  

The committee will continue to meet and work on next year’s parade, A website (www.ClondalkinStPatricksFestival.ie – Not Live yet) for volunteers to sign up, ideas, information and participants to register will be launched in September and plans for March 17th 2016 be launched as well. The website will also have a submit suggestions section. The theme for next year will be ‘1916’ A lot of the ground work for 2016 has been laid and the committee have decided to engage with several groups and organisation and local reps to get ideas to improve the day. The Health and Safety work is laid down. Clondalkin active retirement group has pledged to support and help develop the day and a representative has joined the committee. Also Clondalkin Tidy Towns have committed to supporting the day and a representative has joined the committee.

As with all events the views of the Elected Members are very welcome and will be transmitted to the Organising Committee.

Background 

Three surveys and reports were carried out on the Balgaddy Estate by independent consultants in addition to a detailed house-by-house survey and remediation works programme carried out by a Council team established specifically for this purpose.

The independent reports were carried out by Thorntons Chartered Surveyors and Elliot Maguire Landers Architects (both on behalf of CARA Housing Association). A further study was carried out by Buckeridge Forrestal Partnership commissioned by Clondalkin Partnership (CPLN as was).

No mention of structural issues arises in any of these three reports or the Council’s own surveys and there has never been any fault or remediation required in relation to a buildings structure in Balgaddy to date.

It can clearly be stated that there is no systemic structural problem in Balgaddy and this does not require a survey.

Fire safety issues arising in 2010 related to compartmentation in the roofs of a small number of dwellings in Méile on Rí which were addressed and certified by Fire Seal Ltd. A number of doors to shared stairways required widening and this was also remediated and completed by 2011. The fire safety remediation works were agreed with and approved by the relevant Fire Officer of Dublin Fire Brigade. Since the opening of Balgaddy there have been a small number of fires and in no single case has there been smoke or fire penetration beyond the dwelling involved confirming the integrity of the separation. 

13 houses have recently been identified as having difficulties with water moisture and condensation. This can result from a number of factors – leaks, rising damp, poor ventilation and plan configurations which are more likely to be affected by condensation due to orientation, amount of external wall and the presence of unheated shared stairways adjoining apartments.   There is also the question of tenant activity which can be one of a number of factors involved. 

A team of two specialist clerks-of-works has now been instructed to survey in detail the 13 units identified and agreed with the Committee.   They will carry out surveys on moisture levels in walls and floors to identify possible rising damp and leaks (including at ceiling level from external balconies above).   They will take readings of Relative Humidity and Temperature and will measure ventilation levels in each dwelling. This survey will be paralleled by a survey in each house to be carried out by the Environmental Health Officer who is independent of the Council and works for the H.S.E. Two reports on each dwelling will be produced. Any building technology problems which when surveyed and analysed will be remediated and resolved. 

An overall survey of this large estate with substantial cost and high levels of disruption to families is not warranted in light of maintenance request levels which are slightly below those of other Council areas. 

The Council as owner is the landlord of these dwellings and has a direct responsibility to each tenant to maintain these homes to a proper standard. The Council includes the Elected Members who are mandated to represent the tenants. Two Council Community/Estate officers liaise with Balgaddy Together Group in an ongoing way as is normal in all other Council estates. If Balgaddy Working Together Group has information on building defects they should encourage tenants to report same through the Council Customer Care system where they can be registered, prioritised and tracked.

There are 22 communal doors serving the housing units at Balgaddy.  Vandalism of these doors has been an ongoing problem.  To address this issue the Council recently replaced the communal door at 132-134 Foxdene Avenue with a more vandal resistant type door.  The door has been monitored from installation and it appears to be holding up well.

Another two communal areas have now been selected (90-96 and 66-72).  These doors are currently ready to be fitted and the work will be undertaken when all the tenants have been given keys.  As soon as these two communal doors are installed we will select another two doors for replacement.  It is proposed to identify the doors that are subject to the most vandalism in this regard. 

There are 22 doors in the area and it is hoped to replace them all over the coming months.  The cost of each door is €1,350.  This work will of course be subject to available funding.

Preliminary plans for a proposed infill scheme for 39 units at St Marks Avenue were discussed at the Area Committee meeting in January 2015 and a report was presented to the Council meeting in March 2015. The Council plans to proceed with the public consultation process in the third quarter of this year. Following this public consultation process a Part 8 report on the proposed development will presented to the members for approval.

The full programme on the roll-out and on-site construction of the Villages Initiative was brought before the June meeting of the Council.

REPLY:
The Clonburris lands are subject to a Strategic Development Zone (SDZ) Planning Scheme that was approved by An Bord Pleanala in 2008.  This Planning Scheme remains valid and facilitates 9,000 residential units. 

The SDZ lands are mainly in private ownership and subject to four major landownerships. 

It was agreed that a revised Planning Scheme would be prepared by SDCC incorporating the existing Clonburris SDZ lands (180 hectares) together with the immediately adjoining Clonburris Local Area Plan (LAP) lands (85 hectares) to the west, as the LAP was approved in 2008 and lapsed in 2014. 

In July 2014, an extended SDZ designation was sought from the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government (DECLG) to include the LAP lands.  Various clarifications were sought from SDCC by the DECLG and submitted and a response from the Department is awaited.

An extended SDZ designation and revised SDZ Planning Scheme would be subject to pre-planning consultation and once prepared, six weeks public display during which all interested parties may make a submission.  This is then followed by six weeks to prepare a report for the Council on submissions made, followed by six weeks for the Council to determine the Scheme.  The Scheme may then be appealed to An Bord Pleanala within four weeks by any party who previously made a submission. An Bord Pleanala then aim to make a decision within 18 weeks.

During that visit they discovered an open tube which was protruding through the gantry structure which they believed at the time to be the source of the noise. They closed off the tube on the day.

 However, we have since received further complaints that the problem is not resolved so Thompson’s were engaged to visit the site again on 15 June but could not identity the source of the problem as the wind was not high enough. Gwynne Thomas, CEO of Thompson’s however agreed to be contacted directly the next time the problem arises whereby he can have someone on site within an hour to hear at first hand the whistling noise and thereby identify the source of the problem.

The Council has contacted Jackie Quinn of the Residents Association of the nearby Bushfield Park and also David Barry-Murphy who seems to live closest to and is most affected by the noise and apprised them of the above. The Council has also given Mr Barry-Murphy’s telephone number to Gwynne Thomas and he has undertaken to liaise directly with Mr Barry-Murphy on the matter.

The Council will continue to pursue the matter until the problem is resolved.

REPORT:

The estimated cost is €40,000.

C/395/15 MOT (17) REPORT ON PARKING OPTIONS AT RATHCOOLE PARK
Item ID:45019
It was proposed by Councillor E. Higgins and seconded by Councillor F. Timmons:
"That the Council presents a report on parking options at Rathcoole Park with a view to assessing the feasibility of using the area opposite the Parks Depot, within the park, but currently unused as an amenity and potentially developing a one way route through this unused section of the park from Mill Road, Saggart (where access to the Parks Depot already exists) out onto Fitzmaurice Road as a left turn only."

REPORT:
An exit onto Fitzmaurice Road as a left turn only could be considered for a possible car park within the park. However, the use of the existing access to the Parks Depot from Mill Road, Saggart is not an option. It is a narrow road with poor visibility and there are additional safety concerns arising from possible conflicts with plant and machinery using the Parks Depot.
Other options need to be considered. Initial discussions have taken place with the Public Realm Department and it is intended to present a report on the options at the September 2015 Area Committee Meeting.
Following contributions from Councillors E. Higgins and E.Ó’Brion, Mr J. Kennelly, Senior Executive Engineer and Mr. M. Hannon, Senior Executive Superintendent responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that a further report would be brought to the September Meeting.  The report was NOTED.
C/396/15 MOT (18) NOISE SCREENING PANELS AT THE GREEN ISLE ROAD
Item ID:45339
It was proposed by Councillor B. Bonner and seconded by Councillor F. Timmons:
"Could a report be presented on the extent to which the noise screening panels at the Green Isle Road are obscuring the view for drivers at this location.  Drivers seeking to exit the green isle road cannot see cars coming at speed off the N7 until it is too late.  There have been several near misses at this location and it is probably necessary to remove some more of the panels."

REPORT:
The noise barrier at St John’s Road (referred to in the Motion raised as Green Isle Road) was not a requirement of the approved scheme but was added as a variation to the Contract following complaints from residents on both sides of Boot Road for some form of boundary to mitigate against noise and dust and also on health and safety grounds to prevent direct access for young children to the N7. To maximise its effect, the barrier was made as long as possible.

On completion of the barrier and subsequently during a road safety audit, it was identified that the eastern end of the barrier reduced sight distance for traffic exiting St John’s Road towards the right. As a consequence, it was agreed to remove the 2 easternmost panels of the noise barrier to improve sight distance and to monitor the situation going forward. It should be noted that speed limit on the mainline is 80 kph reducing to 50kph before entering Boot Road. Speed enforcement is a matter for the Gardai.

The NRA will consider the removal of further barrier panels to further increase sight distance or alternatively the use of rumble strips to slow down traffic coming off the mainline but are conscious of the effect of increased noise which either would give rise to especially when the barrier was erected to reduce noise in the first instance.

Following contributions from Councillors B. Bonner and E. Ó’Broin, Mr J. Kennelly, Senior Executive Engineer, will review with BAM and refer back to Councillors with update. The report was NOTED.
