These green wheel bins will be supplied subject to available capacity on the existing green bin route in the area. 

TR/834/05  REPORT ON BALLYMOUNT BALING STATION


The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“In July 2003, the Council engaged Bord Na Mona to install a Biological Odour Control System at Ballymount Baling Station.  Since its installation the system has undergone extensive modifications to increase performance.  Additional equipment has been installed and numerous monitoring/testing exercises have been performed.  In 2002, before the bio-filter was introduced, the facility received 88 odour complaints from the residents of Green Park.  In 2003, this was significantly reduced to 46 odour complaints and in 2004 this fell again to 26 complaints.  This year 35 odour complaints were received with 7 of these occurring on 15/7/2005.  In response to these occurrences, the Council met with Bord Na Mona and an independent environmental consultant to improve the performance of the system.  Bord Na Mona management and personnel were present on site for a series of weeks, testing the application of new technology to the system.

In recent weeks, during the Council’s daily odour inspection, it has been noted that there has been a significant reduction in odours emanating from the facility, indicating that the recent modifications have had a positive effect.  Further technical modifications are planned to the system.

The Council is committed to resolving any residual problems with the system and further modification will be undertaken if deemed necessary.”

Following contributions from Councillors S. Laing and M. Ardagh, Mr. D. Finch, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised by the members and the report was NOTED.
