“To ask the Chief executive for an update on the implementation of the new horse by-laws and how the Council is dealing with the increase of horses in the green spaces in estates. And if the Chief Executive can confirm what happens to horses that are removed?”
REPLY:
South Dublin County Council (Control of Horses) Bye-Laws 2014 were adopted by the Council on 10th February 2014 and implemented with effect from 12th March 2014. The Enforcement and Licensing Section actively enforces the provisions of the Control of Horses Act 1996 (the Act), the Bye-Laws and guidelines issued by the Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine. 

The provisions of the Act and the Bye-Laws are fully utilised to reduce the number of horses that are being kept in unsuitable conditions, or in areas where their presence has an adverse effect on the community and the Bye-Laws have provided the Council with stronger tools to deal with these issues, which impact negatively on communities and animals alike.  

All reports of loose/stray horses which are received from public representatives, members of the public and Council staff are referred in 
a timely manner to the contractor engaged by the Council for the provision and operation of the horse seizure service and horse pound facility.  All seized horses are taken to the horse pound facility where they are microchipped on arrival, (if not already microchipped) and examined by a veterinary practitioner. Horses which are unsuitable for re-homing or not reclaimed by their owners are euthanised.

The number of loose/stray/abandoned horses in South Dublin County has fallen significantly in 2015, as evidenced by the reduction in the number of complaints/reports and seizures. 30 horses were seized in the Tallaght area between 1st January 2015 and 31st May 2015, compared to 84 in the same period in 2014, which is a decrease of 65%.

“To ask the Chief Executive for the list of all areas/estates that are to receive “dog fouling” signs within the Tallaght area, including dates for completion.”

REPLY:

Dog fouling is an offence under Section 22 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended.

Under this Act the person in charge of the dog is subject to a fine or prosecution if he/she does not immediately remove any faeces deposited by a dog in certain places, and/or if that person fails to ensure that their dog litter is properly disposed of in a suitable sanitary manner.

Requests for dog litter signage are examined on a case by case basis, and are erected based on a demonstrated need in areas prone to on-going dog littering, and subject to suitability of the location. 
There have been 13 requests for dog litter signage in 2015. Of these requests 5 have been completed and it is planned to erect signage in 4 locations within the month of July. The remaining four more recent requests will be examined for suitability.

"To ask the Chief Executive if he would make a report on progress, if any, regarding the landscaping and footpath maintenance works on the green area, bounded by St Aongus Green, Park, Road and also Tymon North Road, as agreed and discussed at the Deputation meeting with residents from the St Aongus and Tymon North Estates and indicate a timeline for completion of such works." 
REPLY:
The Council's Public Realm section is making arrangements to treat the grass encroachment onto footpaths through the open space at St Aongus Green in the coming weeks. The areas of encroachment will in the first instance be sprayed to kill the grass growth and once the grass has died off the encroaching soil will be removed. It is expected that this work will be completed by the end of July. It is also proposed that the footpath referred to, where anti-social behaviour occurs, will be removed as agreed and that this area will be soiled over and taken into the open space. It is expected that this work will be carried out over the summer months and that it should be completed by the end of August.

QUESTION: Councillor B. Ferron

"To ask the Chief Executive if the lower walking track in the upper Waterfall end of the Dodder Valley Park can be inspected, this needs serious maintenance. There is soil encroachment on the pathways, the undergrowth needs serious pruning and access to the riverbank needs to be improved to all people to fish and importantly enjoy the visual 
amenity along this lower walking track. The fence & trees need to be removed beside the waterfall at the bridge to restore this protected structure to its former glory as a key, visible landmark in the park. The trees were planted in the last 6 years to reduce anti social behaviour. Since then the new cycle track, new bridge and significant increase in walking clubs using this park has massively increased the positive, recreational activity & passing supervision in this park, reducing the need to block the river with this Tree barrier."



REPLY:

The location in question along the Dodder has been inspected and the issues referred to have been noted. The issue of soil encroachment onto footpaths will be addressed over the Summer months. The request to prune the undergrowth and to clear access to the riverbank will be examined with the assistance of the Council's heritage officer with regard to biodiversity in these areas and following this an agreed programme of pruning works will be devised and implemented. The request to clear the area adjacent to the waterfall needs careful consideration to ensure that any such works that might be carried out do not give rise to a public safety risk. The matter will be examined to determine what work is required and what the likely cost would be, it can then be proposed for inclusion in the capital works programme when it is reviewed in 2016.

“To ask the Chief Executive for an official date with regards to the long awaited opening of the Astro pitches in the Jobstown Park. Residents are becoming very anxious at this stage.”

REPLY:
As previously advised regrettably this project has been delayed by contractual issues that relate in particular to the lighting and other electrical systems.

Following further dealys in completion of the project the main contractor has now engaged an alternative electrictal sub-contractor who has had to undertake a significant reconstruction of the electrical system. However, the work is now progressing well.

It is anticipated that the facility will be completed shortly, which will allow for opening by the end of July 2015.

QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy
"To ask the Chief Executive, in relation to Greenhills Archery in Tymon Park, while clearly I agree with facilitating such a successful club there are a number of issues which are outstanding and need resolution in relation to their current location in the South West Corner of the Park near Balrothery/Castlelawns.
What consultation if any was carried out with the Residents who live in the proximity of the Park at that end? What meetings have been held between Greenhills Archery and the Council? The container they use has been moved once already, has a final location been agreed?

What precautions have been taken to prevent a stray shot from hitting bi-standers including people in the vicinity of their homes?

It should be noted that it is not helping matters that this particular end of the Park was neglected for years."



REPLY:

The Council was approached some time ago by Greenhills Archers  which is affiliated to Archery Ireland and World Archery for a suitable location in a park in South Dublin. The club had also made representations for the facility through the Elected Members.
Following examination a site (the current site) was subsequently identified in Tymon Park.  The final selection of the site was predicated on a Council inspection and the suitable response to the questions asked of the club including in relation to safety for the archery users, park users and those living in the adjoining housing area. The safety concerns which were raised were addressed comprehensively by the club in their Risk Assessment and Safety Statement.

When letting areas of Council parkland for sporting activity it is not general policy to initiate a consultation with local residents, unless the sport is taking place in a local open space.

In this case the sport is taking place in a Regional Park and there is an acceptable distance from the residential area to the sporting area.

Archery is not a noisy sport and is a sporting activity that is ideally suitable for this area of Tymon Park. The sport also crosses the age divide and is suitable for the young and the older population. It also facilitates activity in a section of the population that may not be interested in team sports.

It is intended to upgrade the landscape of this section of the park in tandem with improvements to the archery facility.

“ To ask the Chief Executive to present a full report on plans to provide the long promised Sports Pavilion in Dodder Valley Park, Old Bawn, detailing contacts he has had in respect of the issue and confirming the exact location in the Park and the schedule now being followed.”

REPLY:
The Council's Pavilion Construction Programme which will be funded through the annual provision of €300,000 made in the Council’s Capital Programme 2015-2017, along with funding from the Department of Transport, Tourism, and Sport through the Sports Capital Programme was presented to the Council at the June 2015 Council Meeting. 

The construction of the pavilions will be carried out by a contractor to be procured through the Public Procurement Process. One of the positive outcomes of the construction of the TASC pavilion was the community area and which serves both the sports clubs but also the wider community.  Such a facility will also be considered in the proposed programme where the facility will be located in proximity to a residential area.  The exact number of dressing rooms in each location will be determined by consideration of the number of clubs that are allocated pitches currently and also the advice of the Sports Officers and the Sports Facilitator.
It is intended to provide a storage unit as part of the build.The priority for delivery of the programme lists the Dodder Valley Park, Old Bawn as the first to be proposed for construction. This proposal has already been presented as a Part 8 proposal some years ago and has secured Sports Capital Funding. Arrangements are currently being made to progress this to tender stage.

QUESTION: Councillor D. Richardson
“To ask the Chief Executive about the current litter bye laws regarding signs been put up by businesses around the Tallaght area at lights, signs, and other junctions. There are certain signs that do not get any notices from the Litter Department. What is the current situation on the cash for cars signs that are put up on stop signs and area signs which have damaged this property. Has this business been fined or spoke to about this?”

REPLY:
The Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, was introduced to provide for the prevention and control of litter pollution, the prevention of the defacement of certain places and matters relating thereto.

Bye Laws are essentially local laws designed to deal with local issues and this Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001, Section 21 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended by Section 57 of the Protection of the Environment Act, 2003, made Bye-Laws relating to the prevention and control of litter in its administrative area.  These Bye Laws became effective from 14th October 2013. 

The Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, (the Act) and the Bye Laws give the Council extensive powers to deal with litter and litter offenders and outlines general obligations, offences and enforcement. To date, however, enforcement as appropriate has been taken under the various provisions of the Litter Pollution Act and not under the Bye Laws.

The Council enforces the provisions of Section 19 of the Act with regard to all illegal signage and fines are issued where possible. A total of one hundred and seven (107) fines have issued in relation to illegal signage within South Dublin County Council's administrative area in the period from 1st January 2015 to 31st May 2015.

All signage erected illegally is subject to enforcement action under The Act and in the event where businesses fail to remove signs, the Council's Public Realm Section arrange to do so. With regard to repeat offenders, it is the policy of the Council to initiate Direct Prosecution against the company responsible. It should be noted that a difficulty arises in identifying the owners of businesses which use a website address or phone number only and therefore enforcement action cannot be taken in this regard.

"Cash for Car" signage has blighted the Greater Dublin Area over the last number of years and the four Dublin Local Authorities engaged in an extensive media campaign in late 2014 advising motorists not to sell their car via "Cash for Cars" method. 

"Cash for Cars" signs which are in sticker and corrugated board format are removed when located. While precise information on number of signs removed by this Council is not readily available, it is believed that in excess of 5,000 illegal "Cash for Cars" signs have been removed from lampposts and street signage within the Dublin Area.

People responsible for erecting these illegal signs are subject to a litter fine in the amount of €150 each.  Regrettably however the Council has not been in a position to issue fines or initiate legal proceedings due to the difficulty in tracking down those responsible for erecting the illegal signage. A Direct Prosecution was initiated in July 2014 but unfortunately the summons was returned unserved, therefore the case could not proceed.

In June 2015, An Garda Síochana, assisted by the Council's Waste Enforcement Section successfully prosecuted an individual under the Criminal Justice (Theft and Fraud) Act, 2001 for offences relating to "Cash for Cars".  The Waste Enforcement Section will continue to co-operate with An Garda Síochana and neighbouring Local Authorities in relation to such matters to ensure that vehicle owners are aware of their responsibilities under the European Union (End of Life Vehicles) Regulations 2014.

This location is already well signposted and there is a commemorative stone in place there to celebrate the official opening of the route on the 31st October 2010.

It is therefore not considered necessary to locate an additional sign for this route on the roundabout at Kiltipper.

Mr L. Magee gave a commitment that he would discuss this matter with Mr M. Hannon and revert to Councillor Devine.

UPGRADE & IMPROVEMENT WORKS AT HOMELAWNS
It was proposed by Councillor B. Ferron, seconded by Councillor M. Duff and RESOLVED:
This Committee requests that the entrance into Homelawns is upgraded & improved. The granite name rock is not enhanced by the low concrete stub wall which closes off this area at the bottom of the Homelawn Road and the Seskinview Road.

This Committee suggests that a limestone wall be used here where the stub wall currently is. This new boundary treatment will align with the park entrance & uses native, natural materials helping to create a visually upgraded entrance to this residential area. The estate is over 40 years old and an upgrade is overdue at this stage.

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
There are no plans at present to carry out the wall building works as requested here, this proposed scheme is not included in the Public Realm improvement works programme for the current year. The proposal will be costed and can then be considered for inclusion in the improvement works programme for 2016.

That this area Committee asks the Chief Executive for a report on the current bye laws for business & shops where litter is left outside certain shops and other businesses, litter is a major problem in certain areas in Tallaght. I have been asked to highlight the Kiltipper area where the shops are, lots of litter in this area from certain shops no one taking ownership.  

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
The Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, was introduced to provide for the prevention and control of litter pollution, the prevention of the defacement of certain places and matters relating thereto.

ByeLaws are essentially local laws designed to deal with local issues.  South Dublin County Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001, Section 21 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended by section 57 of the Protection of the Environment Act, 2003, made Bye-Laws relating to the prevention and control of litter in its administrative area.  These ByeLaws became effective from 14th October 2013. 

The Act and the ByeLaws gives the Council extensive powers to deal with litter and litter offenders and outlines general obligations, offences and enforcement.  To date however enforcement as 
appropriate has been taken under the various provisions of the Litter Pollution Act and not under the ByeLaws.

Section 6 of the Act requires the occupier of a premises to keep the premises clear of litter and to keep adjoining premises free of litter. 

Where it is apparent that an occupier of a premises is contravening any provision of Section 6 of the Act or that precautionary measures are required to prevent the creation of litter, the Council can serve a Notice on the occupier of the premises requiring the occupier to remove the litter which the contravention relates to, or take the precautionay measures specified in the Notice, as the Council deems necessary.  Non compliance of a Notice may result in a litter fine being issued in accordance with The Act.
The Litter Warden carried out an inspection of the shops at Marlfield Mall and reported that there was a small amount of litter present in front of two shops at this location.   Two (2) Notices were issued in accordance with Section 6 of The Act.  This location is monitored in line with the Warden Service patrol and where necessary, enforcement action is taken.

In 2013 Tymon North, Tymonville and St Aongus were on the list of estates for the Energy Program. 

· 111 completed in Tymon North 

· 94 Tymonville 

· 41 St Aongus 

Any houses that were not completed under these programs have been excluded for specific reasons.  There are no plans to revisit these estates in the coming months.

It is already the case that Tenant's interested in a mutual transfer have the option of advertising in their preferred area, as has been the traditional method of sourcing same.

That this Tallaght Area Committee calls on the Chief Executive to present a full report on plans he announced recently in respect of 63 Apartments at Tallaght Cross, detailing the schedule being followed in respect of the occupation of the accommodation, confirming how families are being chosen for the apartments and confirming what resources and supports are being made available to these families.

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
These units situated at Tallaght Cross will be managed by Tuath AHB. Nominations, from which offers of temporary accommodation will be made to 63 homeless families primarily residing in Hotel and B&B accommodation across the city, have been made to Tuath AHB. Tuath AHB are currently interviewing and discussing the facilities with the nominated families. 

Nominations are firstly made in line with those homeless persons in accordance with criteria outlined in the Ministerial Directive issued on the 27th January 2015 and qualify for the HAP scheme which has been extended to the Dublin City region as a pilot specifically aimed at homeless households.

Further nominations have been made from the 66 families on South Dublin Council list of homeless families, who are currently in Hotels and B&B accommodation throughout the Region.  Further nominations have also been made from the list of families "imminently at risk" of homelessness in the County, which today comprises of 49 families.

The accommodation at Tallaght Cross is aimed to lessen the burdens currently being experienced by families, by locating them in Tallaght closer to schools and local communities.  They are fully serviced apartment units with cooking and laundry facilities. Focus Ireland Team of Keyworkers and Accommodation Finders will be working closely with families to seek suitable accommodation under the HAP Scheme.  Interviews have been concluded and An Tuath will be in communication with a number of those families interviewed for the first phase of allocations at Tallaght Cross (Block B - 31 units), scheduled for occupation on the 30th June 2015.

(b) The Tenant(s) shall be responsible for repairs to doors, windows, fixtures and fittings in the dwelling caused by destruction or damage by burglary, housebreaking, larceny or theft. 

While it is not intended to review the terms of the tenancy agreement any serious damage caused by acts of anti-social behaviour are looked at on a case by case basis where discretion may be used.

REPLY: 

The County Tourism Strategy 2015-2020 and its related Action Plan outlines the potentials and actions to realise the objective of maximising visitors to the County.

Page 69 outlines the actions relating to Tallaght, with page 37 providing detail on the positioning of Tallaght envisaged in the strategy.

 Some key actions include:

· Development of the Dodder Greenway connecting the Dublin Mountains to the city centre; 

· Expansion of Tallaght Stadium and promotion for variety of spectator sports; 

· Development of looped walks and heritage walks connecting the Village area to adjacent amenities such as the Dodder and nearby Parks; 

· Enhance the marketing of the Red Line Book Festival and the co-ordination of the RUA Red, Civic and our Libraries in the development of a Regional Arts Festival; 

· Implementation of the Village Initiative measures such as Village Signage and development of public plazas.  

A key finding of the strategy has been the need to increase the visibility and access to Heritage in the County overall.

Already the newly implemented Village Signage in the Tallaght pilot features the existing Village Heritage walk in Tallaght which also is downloadable for audio guiding.

Examining the potential to connect the heritage points in the Village area to our adjacent Parks and waterways is underway and is the main 
objective of an inter-departmental Heritage Trail development group formed following the launch of the Tourism Strategy. Tallaght is presently the focus of this group and scoping for enhancement measures in the area is ongoing.
