REPLY:
The Public Realm grass cutting programme has cutting of parks, open spaces and margins along main roads scheduled to take place once per fortnight.  The programme also includes for the cutting of playing pitches at a frequency of once per week.  It should be noted that the Council's policy is not to cut grass margins where they lie either in front of or alongside a dwellinghouse or other premises, this is considered to be the responsibility of the property owner.  Below is an extract of the grass cutting schedule, where it relates to the Rathfarnham/Terenure/Templeogue area.

RTT/420/15 Q2 Item ID:45849 – Works on Whitehall Park
Councillor D. Looney

"To ask the Chief Executive to carry out works on Whitehall Park, Dublin 12, including rendering of the wall at the end of the cul-de-sac, the concreting and dishing of verges outside *details provided* and the removal of the tree stump outside *details provided*, as previously committed to, and to make a statement on the matter."

REPLY:
The removal of tree stumps is carried out as part of the winter tree maintenance programme between the months of November and February, the tree stump in question has been added to the list of stumps for removal on the Winter 2015 programme.

The concreting and dishing of verges is carried out by the Council's Road Maintenance Dept where required, the locations in question have been referred to that department for their consideration. 

The blockwork wall at the end of Whitehall Park has been examined.  The rendering of this wall is not urgently required and if prioritised at this time it would impact negatively on the public realm improvement works programme which is currently underway.  The Public Realm Section has no plans to carry out this work in the current year however the matter will be considered for inclusion in the work programme for 2016.

RTT/421/15 – Q3 Item ID:45856 – Pruning of hedges
Councillor D. Looney

"To ask the Chief Executive to arrange for the pruning back of hedging at the following locations, and to state when this work will be carried out;

- hedges blocking the pedestrian path on the Greenhills Road between the Dip (Greenpark) and the Walkinstown Roundabout;

- hedges at Greentrees Park (5 and 8 Acres);

- hedges blocking the pedestrian path on Wellington Lane between Faugh's and the Spawell?"

REPLY:
In accordance with the provisions of Section 40 of the Wildlife Act which prohibits hedge cutting from March 1st - August 31st, the Council's Public Realm Section generally undertakes its annual programme of hedgecutting between the start of September and the end of February.  The locations for hedgecutting are listed in the annual Tree Maintenance Programme and the scheduling of hedge cutting operations has recently commenced for the autumn 2015/spring 2016 period.

The hedges at the above locations will be cut as part of the autumn 2015/spring 2016 hedge cutting programme.  Hedge cutting has recently been completed on Wellington Lane between Faugh's and the Spawell.

RTT/422/15 – Q4 Item ID:45852 – Tree pruning in Castleside Estate
Councillor D. O'Donovan

"To ask the Chief Executive what is the update with the tree pruning and removal requests for the Castleside Estate in Rathfarnham.  Residents met with SDCC officials who promised works would be carried out, but have yet to hear back as to what works will be delivered and when?"

REPLY:
Castleside Drive is listed for tree maintenance works on the 2015 Tree Maintenance Programme which remains ongoing.  The trees at this location are a very significant element in the aesthetic and amenity character of Castleside Drive and there is considerable divergence of local opinion and concern in regard to the potential visual and other impacts of tree maintenance works in the area.  Council officials have met with representatives of the residents association and a list of potential tree pruning and removal works was identified.  The visual impact of these potential tree works is likely to be quite severe. 

The Council subsequently requested a survey of the trees on Castleside Drive by a consultant arborist to confirm and prioritise trees which require to be removed in the interest of public safety and to identify remedial actions, to be agreed with the Council's Roads Maintenance section, that would minimise the removal of healthy trees that may be associated with trip hazards on the pedestrian paths in the area.  The tree survey was undertaken in recent weeks and receipt of the consultant arborist's report by the Council is imminent.  It is the Council's intention to engage in a process of open consultation with the residents of Castleside Drive in regard to the findings of this report in order to agree a programme and timeframe for tree pruning and removals in the area.

It was proposed by Councillor S. Holland, seconded by Councillor D. O’Donovan:-
Cathaoirleach's Business
"That the Chief Executive agrees that the green on Boden Park suffers from a dearth of street lighting.  Can the area be reviewed with a view to including a few more lights as part of the larger street lighting project?"

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“The request for additional lighting has been referred to the Council's Public Lighting section for examination to determine what is required and to provide a cost estimate for the associated works.  This matter will then be considered for inclusion on the public realm improvement works programme for 2016.”
The report was NOTED without debate.

RTT/426/15 – M2 Item ID:45506 – Opening hours of Tymon Park
It was proposed by Councillor P. Foley, seconded by Councillor C. Brophy:-
"That the opening hours of Tymon Park be extended? The Templeogue entrance to Tymon Park (on Wellington Lane) currently opens at 10.15am. In the interest of public health and fitness, is it possible to allow the public access to park before office opening hours so people can avail of the amenity for sports, leisure walks, runs and physical activity.

The park, the second biggest in Ireland, is a great natural resource for the public who want to use it for physical exercise.   Can we do anything to get it open earlier"

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“The entrance to Tymon Park on Wellington Lane is opened by the Council's park rangers each morning after coming on duty at 10am.  It would not be possible to alter this arrangement without impacting significantly on the rangers' work rosters which would not be desirable.  As an alternative to this the Council's Public Realm section will examine the possibility of having these gates automated.  If this can be done it would be possible to set them to open on a time switch which could be varied depending on the time of year.  The work necessary to automate these gates will be costed and will be considered for inclusion in the 2016 public realm improvement works programme.”
The report was NOTED without debate.

RTT/427/15 - M3 Item ID:45853 – Anti Social behaviour in Ballycragh Park
It was proposed by Councillor D. O'Donovan, seconded by Councillor P. Foley:-
"That the Chief Executive outlines what measures SDCC intends to take to deal with the teenagers engaged in Anti-Social Behaviour at Ballycragh Park, making the playground a no-go area for the children it was intended to serve."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“Following a deputations meeting with residents from the Firhouse and Ballycullen areas earlier in the year an undertaking was given to arrange daily patrols by the Council's Park Rangers in Ballycragh Park.  These patrols have been taking place twice daily since then and any issues identified by the Rangers have been dealt with by them, with individuals having been removed from the park on a number of occasions. 

The Council's Community Services Section have reported problems at the community centre in Ballycragh Park ranging from general nuisance to acts of vandalism on the centre which have included the smashing of the glass in 5 windows and also the centre being broken into on 3 occasions now in recent months. The vandals if picked up on cctv all have scarves and hoodies on, to hide their identities.  These issues have been reported to the Gardai by community centre staff.

The Council's Public Realm Section is currently considering a request to install public lighting in the park at the rear of the community centre.  Also, a request has been made to the Council's Community Services Section for permission to extend the centre's cctv system out into the park.  This matter will be pursued by Public Realm once permission has been received to do so.  It is felt that the installation of both lighting and cctv in the park would help to improve the situation and deter further vandalism and anti-social behaviour.”
Following contributions from Councillors D. O’Donovan and P. Foley, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

RTT/428/15 – M4 Item ID:45720 – Grass cutting
It was proposed by Councillor S. Holland, seconded by Councillor J. Lahart:-
"That the Council change current grass cutting practice to ensure that the border grass around trees & rocks is cut at the same time as the main green areas?  Otherwise green areas always look unkempt.  This small change will make a huge difference."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“The grass which grows around obstacles in open spaces and grass margins such as trees, sign poles, rocks etc cannot be accessed and cut by the Council's ride-on mowers and therefore additional measures are required to deal with this issue.  In this regard the Council's Public Realm section carries out a weed spraying programme each year which is intended to deal with these areas.  Once spraying occurs in an area a period of weeks is allowed to elapse during which time the grass dies off, following this the area is then cut using a handheld strimmer.  The spraying operation is weather dependent, if rain occurs during or directly after spraying then it can be rendered ineffective and on occasions when this happens spraying will need to be repeated.  Evidence of the treatment of these difficult areas can be seen across the County.” 
Following contributions from Councillors S. Holland and C. Brophy, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

Environment

RTT/429/15 – Q5 Item ID:45516 – Dodder landfill
Councillor F.N. Duffy

"To ask the Chief Executive what interim solution to the Dodder landfill (Bohernabreena) was tabled and executed post the 2004 SDCC meeting (see below), and further to this did SDCC complete the ‘more extensive study for the final solution’ and when were the works completed.

SDCC meeting in 2004

 

Illegal Dumping in Dodder River “To ask the Manager what measures can the Council take to stop the illegal dumping and polluting into the Dodder River in the Clonskeagh area?”

It was noted by a Senior Executive Engineer, Environment, South Dublin County Council has advised that the pollution in question was caused by a burst dam in Bohernabreena Reservoir. The resulting flood in the river removed some waste from an old landfill site adjacent to the river. South Dublin County Council is at present assessing an interim solution to the problem and a more extensive study of the landfill will be required to determine the final solution?"

REPLY:
The embankment of the old Dodder Landfill was eroded by flooding caused by a burst dam during the construction of the Bohernabreena Reservoir in 2004. This flooding caused considerable damage to the tip head by exposing waste which was washed away and deposited along the riverbed and banks.

The Environmental Services Department in June 2004, following consultation with the Fisheries Board and Dodder Anglers Association on the matter, commenced the process of constructing a stone wall/embankment to stop further erosion and to protect the tiphead.The works carried out involved the construction with large boulders of an embankment, approximately 180 metres long by 8 metres deep, along the eroded face of the tiphead. Since the river meanders along the bottom of the tiphead it was necessary to divert the river away from the tip head. This was achieved by excavating a channel along the old course of the river, the new river course was made in such a way that a smooth flow was achieved. The works were successfully completed on 20th August 2004.

RTT/430/15 – Q6 Item ID:45857 – Repair of wall
Councillor D. Looney

"To ask the Chief Executive to ensure the repair of the wall at a location "Address supplied" given it poses a danger; to state the actions taken since this wall was reported to be dangerous, and to make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The wall at "Address supplied", was inspected by the Council's Clerk of Works, pursuant to the Local Government (Sanitary Services) Act 1964 as amended, on 12th June 2015. The wall was found to be in no immediate danger of collapse but would require works to be carried out to ensure its long term safety.

A letter was issued to the owner on 18th June 2015 requiring the removal of any loose rubble/debris and reinstatement of the wall to avoid risk to the public. 

A response was received from the owner on 23rd June 2015, advising the Council that the matter would be resolved within four weeks. 

However, follow up inspections have revealed that no works have been carried out.  Accordingly, a statutory notice pursuant to the Local Government (Sanitary Services) Act 1964, as amended, will be served on the registered owner of the wall in the coming days requiring the carrying out of certain works to alleviate any potential danger to the general public.

Monitoring takes place on a regular basis in the Traffic Section thru onsight cameras and we will continue to keep the situation under observation.”
Following contributions from Councillors D. O’Donovan, C. Brophy, J. Lahart, P. Donovan and P. Foley, Ms. L. Leonard, Senior Executive Officer and Mr. J. Kennelly A/Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
