It cases where all the necessary taking in charge works are completed satisfactorily and the correct "as constructed" drawings and drainage surveys are submitted, the average timescale for completing the taking in charge procedure of an estate is in the region of 6 months. 

In most cases, however, where taking in charge requests are submitted, it is necessary for the Council, having carried out inspections, to draw up remedial works lists which are issued to the developer.  The timeframe for the taking in charge of the estate is then dependant on the length of time in which the developer satisfactorily completes the necessary works.  

In many cases also it is necessary to request revised "as constructed" drawings and the submission of these by the developer also has an impact on the timescale for the completion of the taking in charge procedure.

TAKING IN CHARGE OF HOUSING ESTATES IN TALLAGHT SOUTH
Question:

"To ask the Manager to list those housing estates in Tallaght South not yet taken in charge and to give a brief detail of his efforts in each case?"

Reply:

Corbally Estate   The Roads, footpaths, public lighting and watermains were taken in charge by the Council on the 13th June, 2005.  It is not proposed that the drainage system in this estate be taken in charge at present as part of the estate drains through the private drains of City West Business Park.

Mont Pelier Estate   was developed by Durkan New Homes Ltd. The Council prepared and issued a list of outstanding remedial works to the developer and these works have been completed.  

"As constructed" drawings and drainage survey have been submitted by the developer and are being checked at present. 

Sundale Estate (Phases 1 - 6)  was developed by Kelland Homes Ltd. The roads in this estate were taken in charge on the 8th March, 2004. The Council prepared and issued a list of outstanding remedial works to the developer and these works have been completed.  "As constructed" drawings and drainage survey have been submitted and are being checked. 

Swiftbrook Estate was developed by Kelland Homes Ltd. The Council prepared and issued a list of outstanding remedial works to the developer and these works have been completed.  "As constructed" drawings and the drainage survey have been submitted by the developer and are being checked at present. 

Verschoyle Estate was developed by Kingscroft Developments Ltd. The Council has prepared and issued a list of outstanding remedial works to the developer, and there are still some works outstanding. A final inspection will be carried out when these works are competed.    "As constructed" drawings and drainage survey have been received from the developer and are being checked. It is not proposed that the drainage system in this estate be taken in charge at present as part of the estate drains through the private drains of City West Business Park.

Newhall Court was developed by Austin Securities Ltd. There are still works outstanding to bring Newhall Court up to taking in charge standard.  Legal proceedings were initiated against the developer of the estate due to the development not being completed to taking in charge standard. Following the issue of Circuit Court Proceedings under Section 160 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 agreement was reached that the developers would carry out the necessary works. 
A further Hearing has been scheduled for the Circuit Court on 19th December, 2005

A revised landscape plan has been submitted by the developer in respect of the open space to incorporate the existing development and the 7 houses that were granted planning permission under Reg. Ref. S99A/0643.  Details of the works required to bring the open space up to taking in charge standard has been issued by the Parks Department to the developer and notification that these works have been carried out is awaited.

House construction on these 7 houses is completed.  When the outstanding works are completed in the estate, a final inspection will be carried out by the  Council, to ensure all works are completed to the required standard for taking in charge.

Carrigmore Estate is being developed by Devondale Ltd. and house construction is ongoing. A taking in charge survey is being carried out in Phase 1 at present and lists are 50% prepared. Therefore the taking in charge of Carrigmore Estate is premature at this stage

De Selby Estate was completed by Kelland Homes Ltd. The Council has prepared and issued a list of outstanding remedial works to the developer.  Further inspection is required on receipt of notification of completion of these works. "As constructed" drawings and drainage survey have been requested and are awaited. 

The Belfry  is being developed by Durkan New Homes Ltd and house construction is ongoing. Therefore, the taking in charge of The Belfry is premature at this stage. 

The Council will continue to monitor the above developments to ensure that they are completed to the required standard for taking in charge.

PE HALL AT FIRHOUSE COMMUNITY COLLEGE

"To ask the Manager to state that he is satisfied that the PE Hall at Firhouse Community College had been completed in full compliance with all Planning conditions?"

REPLY:
Planning permission was granted on 26th March 2001 under Register Reference S00A/0605 for the following proposed development:

"Sports Hall (1,607 m2) (Revision to previous Application) with 2 storey ancillary accommodation incorporating Gym, Multipurpose Area, Changing Rooms and Drop-in child-care facility related to Sports hall, at the rear."

Following receipt of written representations alleging that the erection of the approved sports hall was not being carried out in compliance with the grant of planning permission, the lands were inspected by the Planning Inspector on 02.03.2005.  The Inspector reported that approved east elevation as indicated on plans lodged with the planning application differed to that actually constructed on site.

A compliance submission in relation to the modifications (S00A/0605/C5) was submitted on 08.03.2005, and is currently under consideration by the area planner.  Further enforcement action is being held in abeyance pending consideration of the submission.

The Planning Inspector has reported that the remainder of the development has been carried out substantially in conformity with the planning permission granted.

"To ask the Manager to clarify the procedures to be adhered to by telecommunications companies who wish to place additional dishes and associated equipment on masts that have previously acquired planning permission and can He/She make a statement on the matter".

REPLY:
The attachment of additional antennae to an existing antenna support structure is dealt with in class 31 (h), of Schedule 2, Part 1, (exempted development regulations) of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001

The attachment of additional antennae to an existing antennae support structure is exempt development if

1. The total number of such antennae shall not exceed 12, of which not more than 8 shall be dish type (whether shielded or not).

2. (a) The dimensions of any such antenna provided shall not exceed the greatest length, width or depth of any antenna for mobile telephony of corresponding type already attached to the structure.  (b) In any other case, the dimensions of any such antenna provided shall not exceed— (i) in the case of any panel type antenna, 1.5 metres in length x 0.4 metres in width x 0.15 metres in depth, (ii) in the case of any co-linear type antenna, 5 metres in length x 0.1 metres in diameter, and (iii) in the case of any dish type antenna (whether shielded or not), 1.8 metres in diameter.

3. The attachment of such antennae shall not result in the field strength of the nonionising radiation emissions from the site exceeding limits specified by the Director of Telecommunications Regulation.

4. The attachment of such antennae may be carried out by way of a platform only where the antenna support structure already incorporates a platform.

5. The height of the existing structure (including any antenna thereon) shall not be exceeded.

If the additional dishes and associated equipment are not covered by the above exemptions an application for planning permission should be made.

Planning Permission was granted on 19th May 2005 under Register Reference SD05B/0080 for the following proposed development:

"Alteration to previously approved planning ref: SD04B/0421 - Garage conversion and extension with en-suite bedroom over."

Written complaints alleging that the development has not been carried out in compliance with the Grant of Planning Permission were referred to the Planning Inspector for his investigation.  

Planning Permission was granted on 22nd June 2005 under Register Reference SD05B/0071 for the following proposed development:

"Alteration to previously approved planning ref SD04B/0421 garage conversion and extension with en-suite bedroom over."

The Planning Permission granted under SD05B/0071 varies slightly to that approved under SD05B/0080 in that the upper floor extends 1.4m from the main front wall of the house, compared with an equivalent distance of 2.2m approved under SD05B/0080.  The extent of the ground floor level from the front wall is the same in both planning applications and the upper level is therefore recessed in SD05B/0071, despite being forward of the front wall of the house.  A more minor difference between the two applications is an expansion of the playroom window as approved under SD05B/0071 which will extend across the entire additional area.

A Commencement Notice in relation to development works pursuant to the Grant of Planning Permission under SD05B/0071 was received by the Planning Authority on 14th July 2005.  Accordingly, the works recently carried out on the above lands must be in compliance with the plans and particulars lodged and approved under Register Reference SD05B/0071.

The Planning Inspector has reported that the development carried out on the above lands is substantially in accordance with the planning permission granted under SD05B/0071.  Accordingly, there is no enforcement action open to the Planning Authority in relation to this matter.

“That this committee urges and supports the introduction of a planning permission requirement for the operation of all quarries, and the requirement of an E.I.S., as appropriate as outlined in the public notice Registration of Quarries dated 19th October 2005.” 

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“Section 261 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 requires the owner or operator of a quarry in operation on 28th April 2004 to provide to the planning authority information relating to the operation of the quarry, and the planning authority shall enter the information in the Planning Register. Information was submitted relating to the operations of six quarries in the County.

 

Under Section 261, in relation to a quarry which commenced operation before 1st October 1964, a planning authority may impose conditions on the operation of the quarry. However, where the extracted area of the quarry exceeds 5 hectares and the continued operation of the quarry would be likely to have significant effects on the environment, the planning authority shall not impose conditions, but shall require the owner / operator of the quarry to submit a planning application and an environmental impact statement.  

In the case of a quarry with an existing planning permission granted more that five years prior to 28th April 2004 a planning authority may not require the submission of a planning application, but may restate or modify the conditions of an existing planning permission, or add new conditions. 

A statutory public notice was published in the Irish Times on 19th October 2005, inviting submissions from members of the public on the quarries in respect of which information was submitted by owners / operators. The deadline for receipt of submissions was 5 pm on 16th November 2005. Eight submissions were received and these are currently being examined.

As stated in the public notice the Council is considering requiring a number of quarries to submit planning applications and environmental impact statements. The Council is required under Section 261 to consult with the owners / operators prior to issuing formal notices requiring the submission of planning applications.  The notice must be served within one year of the date of registration of a quarry. This period will extend to April 2006 in the case of the relevant quarries.

In the case of those quarries operating with the benefit of an existing planning permission granted more than five years prior to 28th April 2004, the Council is considering restating or modifying the conditions of the existing planning permission, or adding new conditions, as appropriate. The Act allows the planning authority a period of two years from the date of registration of a quarry to restate, modify or add to conditions attached to an existing planning permission.

(1) The construction of three blocks, consisting of retail units at ground floor to the Tallaght Road and New Greenhills Road with apartments above.  Block 1 is two storeys over retail with a set back penthouse storey to the Tallaght Rd.  Block 2 and Block 3 are five storeys with a set back penthouse storey to the Tallaght Bypass, all over a 7,977sq. m 280 space basement car park, divided for residential and commercial use parking, with storage and delivery areas.  

(2) Block 1 consists of 6 no. retail units providing a total retail area of 1,480sq. m. with 5 no. surface level car spaces and associated retail signage of 135sq. m. (5) The construction of internal circular landscape courtyard within the enclosed area of the Blocks and a landscape boulevard to the Tallaght Bypass and New Greenhills Road. 

(6) Provision of a new children's playhall of 82sq. m. at ground level between blocks 1 and 2. 

(7) Vehicular access to the basement carpark off the Tallaght Road.  

(8) A ground level ESB Substation, site and ancillary and landscaping works. 

(9) The application now includes for the replacement of the existing pedestrian Bridge linking the site across the N81 to the residential area to the South.  Total site area c.1 Hectare.

The vacant site referred to above is to accommodate community facilities to serve the housing development. In the meantime, a proposal has been advanced to redevelop the adjoining shopping centre site and to incorporate the Council’s site into this new development. A planning application for the combined site was submitted to the Council last year but was subsequently withdrawn.

REPORT ON PUBLIC CONSULTATION PROCEDURE UNDER PART 8 OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001 IN RESPECT OF THE COMPLETION OF A NEW FOOTBALL STADIUM AT WHITESTOWN WAY, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24


The following report which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Part 8 of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments.  These Regulations apply to the proposal to complete a new football stadium at Whitestown Way, Tallaght, Dublin 24.  Slides showing the layout of the proposed development are available at the meeting.

The proposed development relates to the completion of the partially built stadium undertaken on foot of planning permission, Planning Reg. Ref. S97A/0063. This stadium was to provide a homebase for Shamrock Rovers Football Club. Work on the development of the stadium ceased approximately 4 years ago and the planning permission has since expired.

In light of the non-completion of the development and the inability of the Lessees to put in place a suitable financial package to enable the development to be completed, the Council commenced the process in late 2004 to terminate the leases and recover ownership of the site. The legalities to finalise the forfeiture /surrender of both the Mulden and Slonepark Leases are in course of being finalised at present. The Council proposes to complete the stadium as a publicly owned facility and to maintain and manage the facility assisted by funding from the Department of Arts, Sports and Tourism. Having regard to the Council’s initial objective of attracting a top football club to the area to provide a focus for the large youth population resident in Tallaght and in the County as a whole, it is proposed to honour the original commitment to provide a facility to Shamrock Rovers Football Club for the playing of its home games(up to 40 games per annum) and a revenue stream to include 50% of the advertising revenue derived from within the stadium. Otherwise the facility will be available for hire for appropriate sporting, municipal and community events. It is also proposed to provide a site within the stadium grounds to Shamrock Rovers Football Club for the construction of a clubhouse from their own resources if they so require. The provision of this clubhouse would be subject to a separate planning application by the Club.

The Shamrock Rovers Football Club has been operating in the Tallaght area for a number of years and in addition to the professional team, it also fields Leinster Senior Teams, an U21 Team, Ladies Team and twenty two teams ranging from Under 8’s to Under 18  catering for a total of 252 boys and girls.. The Club’s new management has indicated that it is fully committed to further developing the schoolboy and other playing elements and proposes to offer coaching classes to schools in the South Dublin region. The Club has also indicated that one of its aims is to play a full and active role in the community along the lines of the “Football in the Community” concept that is being developed in the U.K.

The works proposed include the completion of the stadium in two phases to seat 6000 persons in total. The first phase will include a covered stand to seat 3,000 persons with team changing-rooms, concession shops and ancillary facilities.  A two-storey facility incorporated in the stand will comprise offices, reception areas, function room and bar and concession shops.  This facility and the stadium will be owned by South Dublin County Council. Site works will include floodlighting, car-parking spaces, boundary walls/turnstiles, pitches and landscaping.

Public Consultation Process 

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and the Tallaght Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display at South Dublin County Council Offices:-

While there are no specific objectives regarding sports stadia in South Dublin County Council Development Plan. 2004- 2010 (Development Plan), the proposal complies 
with following policies and objectives as set out in the Development Plan regarding sports and recreation:

The Part 3 of the Development Plan includes Specific Objectives.  Two objectives relate  to Sean Walsh Park:

Specific Local Objective 91.

Provide for the future development of Sean Walsh Park for active and passive recreational facilities, and not to include the development of major commercial leisure facilities.

Specific Local Objective 97
Upgrade Sean Walsh Park and provide a link along the Whitestown stream to the upland areas via Whitestown Industrial Estate and Killinarden Park.

Therefore the proposal complies with Sections 178 and 179 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) and is in accordance with the Regulations of the Act i.e. Article 80 (k) of Part 8 of the regulations.  It is considered that the proposed development is not a material contravention of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010 and has been justified in accordance with Articles 81-82 of the Regulations.


The site is subject to zoning objective “F” To preserve and provide for Open Space and Recreational Amenities of the Development Plan.  In this zone, “Recreational Facilities/Sports clubs” are “Permitted in Principle”  

The site area is approximately 4.9 ha.  In accordance with Part 10, Schedule 5 (10.iv) of the Planning and Development Regulations, this proposal is considered to be an ‘urban development’ located outside a ‘business district’ and within the’ built-up area’.  Therefore the scale of the proposed development is significantly below the 10 hectare threshold (ss10.iv) requirement for an Environmental Impact Statement. 


It is concluded that:


this proposal is an appropriate subject for a Part 8 process; 


the proposal does not constitute a material contravention of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan. 2004-2010 and an EIS is not required under the relevant legislation.


Submissions, which argue that the proposal as a Part 8 process would materially contravene the South Dublin County Council Development Plan. 2004-2010 and that an EIS should be required, are not accepted for the reasons above.

2. Material Issues


The material issues raised in submissions have been classified under the following headings:


Use of public open space


The use of the sports facility as a Community Resource.


Traffic generation and off site parking


Noise disturbance, litter and anti-social behaviour


Depreciation of value of property in the vicinity.



2.1
Use of public open space

For the purpose of clarity, the lands forming the stadium site are not part of the open space lands dedicated to the Council by Thomas McInerney & Co, the developer of adjoining housing estates. A portion of the lands was acquired by the Council  from Walkinstown Estates Ltd  in 1968 for housing purposes but had been appropriated for open space purposes and the remaining portion was acquired from Dublin City Council as part of the Scheme of Transfer of lands in 1997 ( Dublin City Council acquired the lands in 1968.)


2.2
Community Resource


Submissions argue that:

· The restricted dimensions of the proposed pitch provide only for soccer. This limits its multi-functional use for other codes such as Gaelic Games and rugby.

· The limit of 6,000 seats may be problematic for the efficient use of a facility in this location as a regional sporting resource.   

· The school and other community groups are not proposed to have access to the resource.

Manager’s comments:


The proposed development is for the provision of a soccer stadium to accommodate 6,000 seats with ancillary parking on site. Submissions, which consider that a soccer stadium, rather than a multi sport facility would constitute a material contravention of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan. 2004-2010 are rejected.  Objectives and policies of the Development Plan provide for sports and recreation county wide.  The Development Plan does not prescribe how these policies are to be implemented.  In particular, the Development Plan does not promote multi-functional sports facilities in preference to single sport facilities.  It is the aim of the Development Plan to facilitate a wide range of sporting facilities.


Submissions, which describe the locational advantages of the site for a regional sports facility and refer to the relative scale of other sports stadia, are noted, in particular:

· Location of the site at the junction of the N 81, a secondary national route, and Whitestown Way, a local distributor road;

· The traffic calming proposed for the junction of the Tallaght Bypass and Whitestown Way;

· Proximity to the LUAS and bus terminals in the Tallaght Square;

· The amenity, including potential overflow car parking and a hotel in the four storey mixed development on the adjacent comer currently under construction;

· The upgrading of the zoning of Tallaght Square, from’ Town Centre’ to ‘County Town’; and

· The development of other sports facilities, e.g. the scale of Croke Park and Lansdowne Road.

However, the current proposal is to complete a partly constructed stadium to accommodate 6,000 patrons.

The stadium can be used for significant community and other municipal events and could be available to the adjoining school to a limited extent at the discretion of South Dublin County Council and subject to the use by the predominant licensee, Shamrock Rovers Football Club. 


2.3
Traffic Generation and Off site Parking


Residents adjacent to the site and the secondary school have raised concerns regarding inadequate on-site parking and the traffic congestion onto the surrounding road network, including parking in adjacent residential estates.

Manager’s comments:   


Locational factors have been summarised at  2.2 above to support that the site is appropriately located to ensure safe and convenient access and traffic management.  In addition, on-site car parking is proposed. 


Soccer games tend to be scheduled at off peak times and on week ends.  There are currently in excess of 2,000 car parking spaces in the Tallaght Square, 280 parking spaces in the Council headquarters, which could be available, and significant additional spaces being provided as part of adjacent developments in the immediate vicinity.  In addition the LUAS and bus termini are within a 5 minute walking distance of the site.  Therefore it is not considered necessary to provide for further car parking on the site. Most pedestrians will approach from the Luas, Bus Termini at the Square Shopping Centre or along Whitestown Way, (the most direct route from south, west and east of the site).  Access to the stadium is from Whitestown Way and should not result in parking of cars on adjoining estates. There is no advantage to pedestrians in terms of distance in using the adjoining estates. It is not considered appropriate to provide other special large scale on-site parking at this stage, but it should be noted that  the Council has readily available adequate reserved land adjacent to the site which could be utilised in the event of additional car parking being necessary.

Notwithstanding these factors, traffic management of parking and accessibility for local residents is an issue, which should be addressed through a comprehensive and enforceable event management plan in respect of the stadium to be reviewed annually.  It is recommended that the mechanisms for controlling events should include a traffic management plan, which integrates public transport with supervised parking, and other traffic management measures to mitigate the impact of events on local residents.


2.4 

Noise, Disturbance, Litter


Concerns regarding noise, disturbance, and litter have been raised.

Manager’s comments:


Noise levels should be a condition of events and monitored, following  consultation with local residents’ associations.  Dates and times of events should be limited. The management of crowds, litter collection and avoidance of opportunities for anti-social behaviour should be the subject of a management plan.


Construction noise and disturbance during school teaching hours and public examination periods will be the subject of controls. Completion of construction of Phase 1 is anticipated to take seven months. Heavy construction work is already complete on this phase.

2.5
Depreciation of Property Values


No evidence has been included in submissions to support the contention that 


proximity to well managed sports venues adversely affects property values.

3.
Control of events/Impact of Construction 
It is recommended that a stadium management plan be developed following consultation with local residents associations and the school authority and monitored to ensure that the adjacent residential and school amenities are not adversely affected.  The following issues should be included:


Dates and times of events 


Parking regimes;


Litter collection and crowd control mechanisms before and after events;


Vehicle and pedestrian access to the event venue 


Parking restrictions in adjacent estates on event days.

A construction management plan for the control of construction disruption should operate to control heavy vehicle access to the site; noise and dust emissions, in relation to the amenity of the school, particularly the outdoor playing areas, to adjacent residential areas, and to the recreational amenity areas of Sean Walsh Park. 


It is recommended that the mechanisms for controlling events should include a traffic management plan, which integrates public transport with supervised parking, and other traffic management measures to mitigate the impact of events on local residents.


The management plan in respect of the stadium to be reviewed annually.

4.
Commercial uses

The Part 8 process is for the completion of the stadium as a municipal facility.  It does not contain commercial content beyond that necessary for the use and enjoyment of the stadium – restaurant/function room, bar, small shop franchises. The stadium will be retained in Council ownership and will be managed and maintained by the Council or its agents.

5.
Use of Council Resources/Public Funds

The Council was not responsible in any way for ongoing security on site which has been the responsibility of the main Contractor.  Council staff or plant were not used on this project.

The Department of Arts Sport and Tourism have allocated Sports grants towards the capital cost of the project to date and it is proposed to seek further assistance from the Department to complete the project as a municipal facility. However it should be noted that funding under the Sports Grants Scheme is made available to many sporting Organisations and Clubs to assist in the establishment or expansion of sporting and recreational facilities.

6.
Agreements entered into regarding use of stadium

As stated in the preamble to this report, and with a view to securing the locating of a top football club in the South Dublin County area which has a large youth population, the Council proposes to honour its original commitment to provide a home–base for Shamrock Rovers F.C. by allowing them the use of the completed stadium for the playing of home games by the Senior Team(up to 40 games per year).  It is also proposed that the Club would receive a percentage of the advertising revenue from within the stadium (on the grounds that the Club would attract advertisers to the stadium) and the possibility of making a site available within the stadium grounds for the provision by the Club of a Clubhouse has also been explored. The details of the above proposals and other items discussed with the Club or with the Examiner during the period of the Examinership have been outlined in Press Releases which have been covered in both the national and local press.

The Shamrock Rovers Football Club has been operating in the Tallaght area for a number of years and in addition to the professional team, it also fields two Leinster Senior Teams, an U21 Team, Ladies Team and eighteen schoolboy teams. The Club’s new management has indicated that it is fully committed to further developing the schoolboy and other playing elements and proposes to offer coaching classes to schools in the South Dublin region. The Club has also indicated that one of its aims is to play a full and active role in the community along the lines of the “Football in the Community” concept that is being developed in the U.K.

In addition to the above proposals, the Council would hope that the stadium would accommodate other significant sporting, municipal and community events e.g, Under 21 or Youth Internationals.

7.
Altering design to allow for use of facility for other sports including Gaelic Football, Hurling and Rugby.
As noted above the facility is partially completed in accordance with design as a soccer stadium. The re-design of the stadium at this stage to facilitate the larger playing area requirements of other sports would require substantial re-working of the design and would reduce the potential of the stadium in terms of ground capacity. Slides in this regard are available at the meeting. It is to be noted that the existing contractor is in possession of the site as a building project on foot of the original building contract.

It should be noted that the Council has already provided 46 GAA pitches and 103 soccer pitches in South Dublin County to various clubs.

8.
Procurement.

It should be noted, as described above, that South Dublin County Council were not involved in the original design, funding or construction of the stadium. Given the situation that has arisen it is felt that the current proposal represents the best value for money method of achieving the delivery of the facility for Tallaght and South Dublin County.

It is to be noted that the existing contractor is in possession of the site as a building project.

9.
Declaration of Interests by Local Authority Members/Officials:

There is a statutory requirement under the Local Government Act 2001 for Members and Employees of a Local Authority to make an annual declaration of declarable interests which are then included in a public register. 

Recommendation

The stadium complies with the Planning objectives of the County Development Plan.  Its presence at this location, and its size, has been validated in the past, by An Bord Pleanala.  It is well located adjoining the Luas and at the centre of the County town.  It is well accessed from two significant roads with little impact on adjoining estates.    It offers large potential for the development of a prominent sports facility in the County for a well established club nationally which has already developed, as described above, a strong presence locally in Tallaght.  The facility has the potential to become a centre for the development of sporting excellence for the youth of South Dublin County. In its present sad state of incompletion and neglect it is a scar on what is a developing and vibrant area.  The completion of the stadium as a municipal facility will allow strong control over amenity and nuisance issues associated with events.

The proposed works are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area having regard to the zoning objectives of the Development Plan, 2004-2010.

It is recommended that the development works as proposed be proceeded with.

The following report which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Introduction:

Part VIII of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations, 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority developments. The regulations apply to the proposed Tallaght “ZIP” Project.

Description of Scheme as Advertised:

The creation of a pedestrian priority amenity corridor from the Civic Theatre to the student gate of the Institute of Technology, Tallaght comprising the widening and realignment of footpaths and junctions (including the elimination of a roundabout), street lighting, street furniture and planting. The works to include new landscaped areas, and all necessary associated ancillary works.

Public Notification Process:

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and in The Echo on 12th September, 2005 in accordance with Part VIII of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations, 2001. The proposal was also on public display from Monday, 12th September, 2005 to Monday 10th October, 2005 at the offices of South Dublin County Council at County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24 and Civic Centre, Clondalkin, Dublin 22.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so in writing. The latest date for the receipt of submissions or observations was before 5.00 p.m. on Monday 24th October, 2005.

Submissions:

There were no submissions received by the closing date.

Recommendation:

The proposed works, which maybe subject to minor modifications at detailed design stage, are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, having regard to the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010. In addition the project is consistent with the aims and objectives of the South Dublin County Council Mobility Strategy currently being implemented by the Council’s Roads and Transportation Department and with the relevant objectives of the Corporate Plan – Connecting with Communities, 2005-2009 and the County Strategy, South Dublin – A Place for People. The project aims to place an emphasis on public transport and the objectives of the QBM and will provide clearly defined access for vulnerable users, cyclists, pedestrians, mobility and visually impaired, as an alternative to the private car.

It is proposed that the project proceed under the supervision of the County Architect and the Director of Transport in compliance with the above recommendation and commence early in the New Year.  

A presentation in relation to the project is available at the meeting. 

The recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the County Council for decision.”
