Councillor R. McMahon

"To ask the Chief Executive to give an update on the progress made regarding the proposed cattle grids in the Glenasmole Valley please?"

REPLY:
On September 30th 2015, a site meeting was held in the Glenasmole area between Roads staff and local resident Mr Pat Lee. Two locations were inspected where residents had requested cattle grids- Cunard Road Upper and Cunard Road Lower. Mr Lee stated that many years ago, gates had been in place across the road at these locations which controlled the movement of cattle and sheep. He explained that farmers again needed to control their animals and wished to do so now by means of cattle-grids spanning the full width of the road.
Roads staff explained that as the roads in question were public roads it would not be possible to install a cattle grid across the road. The area is frequently used by the public including walkers and cyclists and a cattle grid would present a danger to these road users. It was therefore proposed not to install the cattle grids.

Presentation on proposals for Pedestrian and Cycling Safety Improvements at Walkinstown Roundabout

It is proposed to improve safety for pedestrians and cyclists at Walkinstown Roundabout and also to improve the public realm at this location. Following protracted discussions with the National Transport Authority a design has been prepared which meets with the funding agencies approval and can now be presented for public consultation, where views will be sought on the proposed safety improvements.  As a first step in the process we are making a presentation to the Councillors in the relevant ACM’s of both South Dublin County Council and Dublin City Council.  The presentation will be given by Arup Consulting Engineers who were engaged by South Dublin to carry out the necessary fieldwork, data collection and design to comply with the National Transport Authority guidelines.  The presentation will include a short video relating to the design philosophy behind the scheme. South Dublin County Council, by agreement, will manage the delivery of the approved scheme on behalf of both Authorities and work is expected to commence in the summer of 2016.
Mr. T. Mullen and Mr. S. Fitzgerald from ARUP gave a video presentation in relation to proposed changes for Walkinstown Roundabout.

“A provision has been made in the budget for an additional 5 No. School Wardens in 2016. This increase in numbers makes it possible to examine assignment of wardens to new locations.

Whitechurch National School has been added to the request list for School Wardens and all new requests will be examined in conjunction with an overall review of School Warden assignments.”

There is also a scheme being advanced to enhance cycle and pedestrian facilities including junction improvements at the Scholarstown, Templeroan and Ballyboden roundabouts and road safety improvement works on Knocklyon Road and Scholarstown Road.”

The short list was drawn up from longer lists of requests for traffic calming requests both for roads and for cells. It appears that there may have been some differences between lists.

The locations for 2015 were selected in conjunction with the Members.

All traffic calming requests have now been consolidated and Ballyboden Way is on the consolidated list. Subject to funding being available in 2016 the location can be considered. 

It should be noted that the presence of any location on the requests list is not a guarantee that the location is suitable or appropriate for traffic calming.”

· Tuesday: Drama and role play activities for Adults with Intellectual Disabilities (10.30am-12.30pm) attended by HSE good counsel, Peamount and Elm Houseand treatments for severe and profound clients for more high dependency clients (11am-12pm);

· Wednesday, 10.30am -12.30pm:   Beauty therapy

· Thursday, 10.30am – 12.30pm: Literacy numeracy and IT skills for adults with intellectual disabilities, briquette making. Attended by St Michael’s House, Cheeverstown, HSE Good Counsel, Peamount and the Anne Sullivan centre. 10.30-12.30. Holistic treatments in the small room for more high dependency clients.

· Book Club first Friday of every month at 11.30-1pm

"To ask the Chief Executive to report back in relation to a representation I have received from a resident in Mountdown Park who asked last year that trees be planted following the removal of cherry blossoms which destroyed the paths and to advise when the tree planting is scheduled to begin?"

REPLY:
In recent years, due to an increasing demand for maintenance to be carried out on the c. 60,000 existing trees, the Council has focussed the application of its available resources primarily on tree pruning and removal activity. This has resulted in very limited implementation of new or replacement tree planting across the county over the past few years.

However, as stated in the recently adopted Tree Management Policy "Living With Trees", the Council aims to identify an annual target and budget for tree planting to re-establish its commitment to a countywide programme of tree planting. In this regard, an additional €50,000 provision for tree planting is proposed under the Council's 2016 budget and over the coming months, it is planned to prepare a tree planting programme which will be carried out during spring and late autumn 2016. In formulating this programme, Mountdown Park will be assessed to identify suitability for replacement tree planting.

The extent of the 2016 tree planting programme will be determined by prioritising areas where trees have been removed or where there is an identified need to increase the overall tree cover. Requests from Council members and local residents for new trees in their streets or areas will also be taken into consideration within the planting programme. Individual requests will be prioritised according to the number of trees already on the street, including those in front gardens and on adjacent land.

Details of a proposed tree planting programme in 2016 will be presented to meetings of the Council's Area Committees early in 2016.

"To ask the Chief Executive for an update on all ongoing works in Tymon Park, and in the smaller parks in the Templeogue-Terenure electoral area, and for planned works for the remainder of 2015, and into the future?"

REPLY:
The public realm section will continue to carry out normal maintenance works such as cleaning, grass cutting and hedge cutting in Tymon Park and all other parks in the County for the remainder of the 2015 year.  The Council's drainage section plans to carry out cleaning works on a section of the Poddle river between the weir and the bridge at Osprey in Tymon Park and these works are planned to take place in 2015.  The works to construct a new entrance and short length of new pathway in Ballycragh Park are substantially completed however the pathway remains to be surfaced as yet.  This work will be completed in the coming weeks and the new entrance will then be opened to public use.  

A number of items are likely to be proposed for inclusion in the 2016 improvement works programme which will be presented to the meeting of the County Council in December.  These schemes are the proposed automation of the main entrance gates to Tymon Park, as well as a proposal to raise the bridge on the Poddle river in Tymon Park at Osprey Estate.  In addition to this funding has been provided in the Capital Works Programme 2016 to 2018 for the proposed playground for Tymon Park.

The area ought be examined to determine what works are required to bring it to an acceptable standard, those works ought to be costed and presented to this Committee for consideration and from there be considered for inclusion in the Public Realm Improvement Works Programme for 2016. One of the main issues raised here is the present condition of the glass recycling bring banks at this location.  I'm seeking a full report on the engagement by the Council's service contractor RehabGlassco since I sought this in my motion to the Council in October.

I understand the Rathfarnham Tidy Towns group has disbanded and I’m calling on Public Realm section to include the car park at this location in the weekly cleansing schedule. I’m asking for the bollards to be repainted, for the cycle stand to be tidied and the cover replaced. Please also confirm if contact was made with the Tidytowns group to establish and confirm the present position and to see if perhaps the Council could help resolve any issues facing the group."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“As mentioned in the report to the October meeting of this area committee the car park at this junction is maintained by the Council's Road Maintenance section who have confirmed that they will consider including this car park in their Roadworks Programme for 2016.  On further examination it appears that the surface markings only are in need of attention, the car park surface itself appears in good condition and this information has been passed on to the Roads Dept for their consideration.

The condition of the glass recycling containers has been examined with the assistance of the Council's service provider RehabGlassco.  Regrettably there is no scope to relocate the containers within the car park due to the layout of the car park and the existence of overhead power cables close to the boundary wall with Beaufort Downs. The only option in this regard is to leave the containers where they are and to screen them from the view of pedestrians and traffic on the main roads. While the containers have been painted in the past year their present condition is not acceptable and this matter will be addressed as part of any proposed works.

The main issue to be addressed at this location is one of general maintenance.  Contact has been made recently with the Rathfarnham Tidy Towns group about this area.  They have informed the Council that they had been maintaining the area in the recent past with the assistance of two workers who were engaged by them through the TUS scheme.  These workers are no longer with them unfortunately.  The Tidy Towns group do not have capacity within their own volunteer numbers to maintain this area, and their efforts are now focussed on Rathfarnham Village only. In these circumstances the Council's public realm section will now reinstate regular maintenance visits at this location.

In conjunction with this a small improvement works scheme will be costed and proposed for inclusion in the 2016 programme of works.  This scheme will include screening and tidy up of the recycling containers site.  The painting of concrete bollards and clean up of the bicycle shelter will also be included as suggested.  The improvement works programme for 2016 is due to be presented for approval to the December meeting of the County Council.”
Following contributions from Councillor A.M Dermody, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

RTT/571/15 - M9 Item ID: 46745 – LAND AT ST. GATIENS COURT
It was proposed by A.M Dermody, seconded by Councillor J. Lahart:-
"That a plan be presented to this Committee showing how the area of land on Whitchurch Road and next to St. Gatiens Court can be improved and tidied up.  There is written confirmation from the Council  two years ago that this area would be made better but there was no follow through from the Council.  This area is close to the entrance to St. Enda's Park and with the increased visitor numbers to the area next year it is important that the area be improved and its potential realised.  It is not enough to simply remove the weeds and cut back the grass can the area be planted which in turn would reduced the likelihood of fly tipping at this location."

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“The area in question on Whitechurch Road next to St Gatiens Court will be cleaned up and cut as a first step, and then added to the regular litter picking and grass cutting schedule.  A specific budget has now been provided for tree planting in the 2016 year, the area in question will be considered for inclusion in that tree planting programme for the coming year.  It is expected that the proposed tree planting programme will be presented to the elected members early in 2016.”
Following contributions from Councillor A.M Dermody, Mr. L. Magee, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The following report by the Chief Executive was READ:

“A contractor has been engaged to carry out a clean up around the boundary of the Traveller Accommodation at Stocking Hill and work will commence shortly. All instances of dumping are referred to the Litter Warden service and where evidence is found appropriate action under the legislation is taken.

The probation service were engaged to remove the graffiti from the boundary wall by means of chemicals, however as the paint used is of a gloss variety , the chemical process would not be effective. Discussions are being held with a number of companies to ascertain if it can be removed by power washing without causing damage to the wall.”
Following contributions from Councillors J. Lahart and P. Donovan, Ms. Y. Dervan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
