Proposed disposal of designated voluntary housing units at Deerpark, Kiltipper to Circle Voluntary Housing Association

South Dublin County Council at its meetings held on the 11th June 2001 and 10th May 2004 noted the proposal to dispose of a site comprising 22 acres or thereabouts at Killinarden, Tallaght, otherwise known as Deerpark, to Durkan New Homes or their nominated purchaser in exchange for (a) the transfer by them of 121 acres of lands at Kiltipper to facilitate the development of the Dodder Valley Linear Park, (b) the construction by them of the new distributor road between Firhouse Road West and the Ellensborough development at Kiltipper Road and (c) the delivery by them of up to 75% of the housing  units to be developed on the Killinarden lands to the Council at affordable prices.
The Council holds the Freehold to Lands comprised in Folio 7137 and Durkan New Homes hold the Freehold to lands comprised in Folio 156865F and 130604F, being part of the lands at Deerpark comprising a development of 591 residential units plus an Eco House and crèche facilities. The mixed development of 591 houses, apartments, duplex apartments, terraced houses and town houses is comprised of 203 Private, 120 Affordable, 149 Voluntary and 119 Social Units.  The construction of the units is the subject of a Licence Agreement 13th December 2004 between South Dublin Council and Durkan New Homes.  
The Council wishes to transfer ownership of the 149 designated voluntary housing units to Circle Housing Association and the Council’s Law Agent has advised that a further resolution of the members is required.  The Council at its meeting held on 13th September 2004 approved the application for a loan in the sum of €25,734,612.00 to Circle Voluntary Housing Association in accordance with the requirements of Section 6 of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1992 for the purchase of the 149 units.  The Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government by letter dated 2nd August 2004 approved a loan of €25,734,612.00 for the project.
The consent of the Council is sought to the disposal of 149 designated voluntary housing units at Deerpark, Kiltipper to Circle Voluntary Housing Association as set out on the attached schedule subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act 2001 and in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning & Development Act 2000.
