REPORT:

The South Dublin County Council (Prohibition of Consumption of Intoxicating Liquor in Public Places) Bye Laws came into force on 9th August 2001.

Since then over 2,000 offences have been notified to the Council by the Gardai. 

If this motion is passed its terms will be forwarded to the relevant Superintendents within the County Administrative area for their response and a report will be presented as requested when a response is received.
