CONSIDERATION OF THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FINANCIAL    YEAR ENDING 31ST DECEMBER, 2006
The Annual Budget for the financial year ending 31st December 2006 which had been circulated was introduced by Mr. J. Horan, County Manager together with presentation of  a “Report on Achievement of Corporate Plan Objectives – Budget 2006.”  He outlined that each Director and Head of Function would give a brief presentation on the Programme Groups followed by questions from the Members and replies by the Directors.  It was also agreed that a complete set of written replies would be made available to the Members.
Ms. C. Henehan, Head of Finance presented a general overview and summary of Budget 2006.

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors S. Laing, R. Dowds, E. Tuffy, F. McCarthy and T. Gilligan.  Mr. J. Horan and Ms. C. Henehan responded to the Members queries.
Each of the Programme Groups was explained in detail by the Directors of Services as follows:
PROGRAMME GROUP 1 : HOUSING & BUILDING

Ms. P. Poole, Director of Housing gave a presentation giving a broad outline of Programme Group 1 with particular reference to new initiatives being undertaken.

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors E. Maloney, F. McCarthy, M. Daly, M. Corr, C. Keane, E. Walsh, S. Laing, J. Daly and S. O’Connor.
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillors K. Warren, S. Laing, C.King, S. O’Connor, J. Daly, M. Ardagh, J. Neville, F. McCarthy, C. Jones, E. Tuffy, M. Corr, E. Walsh, A. White, T. McDermott, D. Keating, C. Keane, M. Daly, T. Ridge, R. Dowds and AGREED.

“That this Council in its efforts to eliminate homelessness within the County agrees at this Budget 2006 meeting to provide accommodation for all those on our homeless list by initiating and agreeing accommodation proposals, this to be achieved by end of year 2006.”
Ms. P. Poole, Director of Housing responded to Members’ queries.

The County Council NOTED the provisions made in the Annual Budget 2006 for Programme Group 1.

PROGRAMME GROUP 2 – ROAD TRANSPORTATION & SAFETY

Mr. F. Coffey, County Engineer and Director of Transportation gave a presentation to the members on Programme Group 2.

A discussion followed with contributions from Cllrs. S. Laing, D. Keating, F. McCarthy, R. Dowds, M. Daly, J. Daly, E. Walsh, E. Tuffy, A. White, S. O’Connor and T. McDermott.

Mr. F. Coffey, County Engineer and Director of Transportation responded to Members’ queries.

The County Council NOTED the provisions made in the Annual Budget 2006 for Programme Group 2.

It was AGREED to deal with Programme Groups 3 and 5 together.

PROGRAMME GROUP 3 – WATER & DRAINAGE  

Ms. M. Pyne, Director of Environment gave a presentation on Programme Group 3.

 A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors R. Dowds, M. Daly, T. McDermott, M. Murphy, J. Hannon, M. Ardagh and T. Ridge.

Ms. M. Pyne responded to Members’ queries.
PROGRAMME GROUP 5 – ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
Ms. Mary Pyne, Director of Environment gave a presentation on Programme Group 5.
The following was proposed by Councillor M. Murphy, seconded by Councillor S. O’Connor.
“In light of the re-cycling figures for Domestic Waste remaining stagnant at 25% as opposed to a target of 54%, this Council ring fences all moneys from the sale of Land at Grange Castle to put towards a major re-cycling facility which will be operated by the Council, including twice a month Green Bin collections.”

The County Manager responded and explained that the proceeds from the Grange Castle land disposal had already been earmarked for specific purposes.  Councillor Murphy’s proposal was therefore ruled OUT OF ORDER.
