REPLY:
The N81 is a National Secondary Route and does not attract NRA funding to the same extent as National primary routes.  Funding was provided by the NRA to bring the scheme to preliminary design stage in 2002 and a draft EIS and CPO was prepared.  As part of the Development Plan the land required has been preserved, however no land acquisition has been completed.  The statutory procedures (i.e. publication of EIS and CPO together with an oral hearing) has not been completed to allow for funding for construction to be put in place.  It is not part of the current expenditure programme of the NRA and the scheme is in abeyance pending such funding. At this time it would take a minimum of 12 months to bring these procedures to a conclusion with a further period to arrange for construction to commence.

While the improvement of the N81 is included in Transport 21 no formal commitment to funding has been received from the National Roads Authority in relation to the funding of this scheme.

EXAMINATION OF TRAFFIC LIGHTS AT OLD MILL PUB
QUESTION:

"To ask the Manager could he examine the traffic lights at the Old Mill Pub with a view to increasing the length of time the filter shows for traffic travelling from the Firhouse Road onto the Old Bawn Road and could he make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The junction of the Old Bawn Road and Firhouse Rd. is a signalised cross roads with pedestrian phases on all 4 legs. There is a CCTV camera at the junction, so that the performance of the junction and the volumes of traffic using same are continually monitored. Some increase in traffic from the Bohernabrena approach has been noted since the coming on line of the South Eastern Motorway during the summer, and this approach is also being used as an alternative to the Saggart Embankment Route. There are also traffic delays on the other approaches in recent years due to increased development in the area, and these are of the same order as the Bohernabreena approach. 

While several modifications have been made to the timings since the junction was installed, it is felt that further adjustment is unlikely to produce any additional efficiencies. The situation will be kept under review, however, and it may be noted that the junction is also due to be altered as part of the Firhouse Rd Phase 2 improvement works, and this will allow a greater capacity of traffic on completion.

"The following report was presented to the Transportation Strategic Policy Committee Meeting on the 17th November 2005.

Following discussion it was agreed to circulate the report to the three Area Committees and that a further report on this issue would be presented to the May 2006 meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee.

ITEM NO. 2 TRAFFIC CALMING.

Need for Traffic Calming

Since the early 1980’s the private car has come to dominate every road in the Country.

The demand for travel has increased substantially since 1990.Most of the trips that have been generated, have been taken up through the increased use of private cars.  This in turn has placed pressure on the road network and congestion has increased markedly. Journey times have increased, and the peak hour for traffic in some locations has in fact become peak hours. Congestion has been made worse by people using cars for even the shortest of trips – eg schools, local shops for paper etc.

Driver behaviour is the single most important reason why so many residents request traffic calming measures.

A driver’s choice of speed is largely determined by the physical appearance of the road ahead and his or her consequent assessment of risk.  Drivers tend to underestimate risk, and particularly risk to road users other than themselves   -   Page 3 Guidelines for Special Speed Limits.

Some motorists, frustrated at the increased journey times rat-run through residential areas to avoid the traffic congestion on certain main routes.  This practice together with the inappropriate speed through these residential areas puts the vulnerable road users (pedestrians especially school going children, the elderly and cyclists) in danger of being injured. Around 70% of fatalities in the Greater Dublin Area are vulnerable road users (p36 TM Guidelines).  Another problem facing residents is the practice of joy-riding.

These traffic problems are not confined to any particular area but are becoming widespread across all residential areas. Concerns about the adverse effects of vehicle speed will often lead to requests for traffic calming measures. The way in which streets are managed and used either promotes or discourages a sense of community and can make them an attractive or an unattractive place to live.

To address these problems the Council has provided funding to identify/provide traffic calming measures in residential cells across the county.

In response to a large number of requests for traffic calming measures throughout the Council’s administrative area, the Council’s Transportation Strategic Policy Committee adopted a Traffic Calming strategy in January 2003 whereby it was agreed to select areas for Traffic Calming on a Residential Cell and Road basis in each of the five Electoral Areas of the County, the selection of each cell and road would be determined by the relevant Area Committee. The programme consists of 4 cells and 4 roads in each of the 5 electoral areas resulting in a total of 40 schemes.

(A) Provision of Speed Restraint Measures and 

(B) Traffic Restriction Measures

Westbrook Glen/Lawns was the advertising name of what is now known as Corbally Estate and was built by Ballymore Homes Ltd.  The notices of commencement in respect of this Estate were received by the Council on the following dates:--

17/09/1993: 18/11/1993; 11/03/1994; 24/03/1994; 02/09/1994; 21/09/2004; 19/12/1994; 09/02/1995; 08/05/1995; 16/05/1995. 

The roads, footpaths, public lighting and watermains in Corbally Estate were taken in charge by the Council on the 13th June, 2005

It is not proposed that the drainage system in this estate be taken in charge at present as part of the estate drains through the private drains of City West Business Park.

Saggart Abbey was the advertising name of what is now known as Verschoyle Estate and was developed by Kingscroft Developments Ltd.   The notices of commencement in respect of this estate were received by the Council on 07/05/1998 and 26/05/1998. 

The Council has prepared and issued a list of outstanding remedial works to the developer, and there are still works outstanding, which include works to footpaths, kerbing, grass margins and watermains. A final inspection will be carried out when these works have been completed.  The "as constructed" drawings and drainage survey have been received and are being examined. 

It is not proposed that the drainage system in this estate be taken in charge at present as part of the estate drains through the private drains of City West Business Park. 

The Council will continue to monitor this development to ensure that the remaining works are carried out satisfactorily.

The taking-in-charge policy of this Council requires that all works necessary to bring an estate to taking in charge standard be fully completed by the developer before the estate is taken in charge by the Council.

Planning application Register Reference SD04A/0912 was received from Joseph Brophy on 07-Dec-2004 for erection of 13 No. two and a half storey houses with 20 car park spaces in lieu of 20 apartments previously permitted (ref S01A/0534) and for minor alterations to the previously approved associated landscaping and siteworks which include the demolition of the existing house and outbuildings, removal of part of boundary wall to Old Belgard Road, provision of entrance and boundary wall/railings to Old Belgard Road, at Garrynisk House, Old Belgard Road, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

Additional Information was requested on 04-Feb-2005.  Item 3 in the Additional Information request was as follows:

“The Planning Authority is of the opinion that there should be a pedestrian (only) link through the scheme connecting Kingswood View and the Old Belgard Road. This should be integrated into the revised proposal. In addition, a 2 metre wide footpath is required along the entire western frontage of the site, and the applicant may consult the Roads Department of South Dublin County Council in this regard” 

The Additional Information was received on 04-Apr-2005 and included a design for this pedestrian link.  Planning Permission was granted on 08-Jun-2005 and the provision of the pedestrian link was specifically outlined in Condition No. 2 (iii) which states:

“Prior to commencement of development the applicant shall submit for the written agreement of the Planning Authority - (iii) A revised site layout showing details of the pedestrian link”.

A subsequent application was received on 29-Jul-2005 from Joe O'Shaughnessy & Peter O'Reilly for amendments to the house types of 12 number, previously permitted, two and a half storey terraced three bedroom houses in two blocks with 19 no. car parking spaces (Ref. No. SD04A/0912) consisting of amendments to internal layout, alterations to elevations and amended site layout, at Garrynisk House, Old Belgard Road, Tallaght, Dublin 24.  Register Reference SD05A/0646 refers.  Planning Permission was Granted in this case on 01-Nov-2005.

Condition No. 5 of the Grant of Planning Permission states:

“The applicant proposes the omission of a pedestrian only access through the proposed development to Kingswood View. The applicant shall re-instate this element of the proposed development. As there is a level difference of approximately 1.8 metres, the applicant shall prior to the commencement of development on site submit a detailed drawing of this pedestrian connection and boundary treatments for the north-eastern boundary of the site (fronting onto Kingswood View).
 REASON: In the interests of the proper planning and development of the area.”

This aspect of the development cannot be reconsidered unless a new planning application proposing the omission of the pedestrian access is submitted.

Planning application Register Reference SD04A/0798 was received on 22-Oct-2004 from KGM Properties Ltd. for demolition of existing bungalow and the construction of a two-storey terrace development of thirteen units comprising 6 two bedroom apartments and 7 three bedroom dwellings with upgraded vehicular and pedestrian entrance from Cookstown Road, new boundary walls, new driveway, car parking, fences and landscaping.  Following further information amendments have been made namely, main access and elevational revisions to the front apartment block, revised ground floor and first floor layouts of the front apartment block, revised ground floor and first floor layouts of the front apartment block, entrance pillars and fences repositioned car parking positions amended, landscaping plans and details amended, drainage plans and details amended, new block boundary wall added, at The Presbytery, Cookstown Road, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

Additional Information was requested on 14-Dec-2004 and received on 10/06/05.  There was an error in the public notice and following receipt of the correct public notice, the Additional Information was registered on 28-Jun-2005.  Clarification of Additional Information was requested on 25-Jul-2005 and received on 02-Nov-2005.

A decision was made by the Council to Grant Permission in this case on 28-Nov-2005.  An appeal of the Council’s decision may be made to An Bord Pleanala up to and including 23-Dec-2005.

Condition No. 6 states:

With regard to surface water drainage, if the applicant chooses to discharge surface water runoff from the proposed development, via private land, prior to commencement of development applicant shall submit written consent from the owner of the land through which the new drain is to be located, stating they have no objection to the construction of the drain.
REASON: In the interests of public health and in order to ensure adequate drainage provision.

Condition No. 8 states:

With regard to water provision, prior to the commencement of any development on the site, the applicant shall submit for the agreement of the Planning Authority, a revised watermain layout showing proposed point of connection to the existing public watermain. If the applicant proposes to lay a new watermain through private land, applicant shall submit written consent from the owner of the land through which the new watermain is to be located, stating they have no objection to the construction of the watermain.
REASON: In the interests of public health and in order to ensure adequate drainage provision.

A letter submitted as part of the clarification of information submission states that written consent is not possible until permission is granted.  Therefore the planning authority have attached a condition to that effect.

In the event of lands within the Council’s land bank being considered surplus to the Council’s own requirements in due course e.g. land remaining following completion of a road improvement scheme, they may be marketed for development purposes, depending on suitability, zoning etc.

UPDATE ON ALL CURRENT TITLE-LESS LANDS IN THE TALLGAHT AREA
QUESTION:

Councillor M. Daly
“To ask the Manager to give an update to the committee of all current title-less lands within the Tallaght area under the control/maintenance of the Council and will he include any laneways etc. that fall into this category”

REPLY:


The information requested in the question is wide ranging and would be an onerous task to accurately define.  However, in general, the Council does not hold title to a significant level of open space lands within the Tallaght area.  The procedure for taking in charge of open spaces up to recent times was based on the developer of an estate entering into a Deed of Dedication with the Council thereby conferring a right on the Council to maintain and use the lands for the benefit of the public.  Provision was also made in the Deed for the Council to request transfer of title to the lands within a period of 21 years.  However, for various reasons, e.g. development companies being liquidated etc, title was never subsequently transferred. The Council are continuing to pursue cases where there is still a legal avenue open to enable transfer of title to take place.

In recent years, the Council has adopted a policy of only taking in charge open space lands when title to the lands is transferred to the Council. This procedure provides a greater impetus to the developer to transfer ownership as early as possible once the lands are developed to the standard required to comply with the appropriate planning permission.

With regard to laneways in privately developed estates, over which there is a public right of way, these are normally taken in charge by the Roads Department in the same manner as roads within the estate and title does not at any stage transfer to the Council.  The roads/laneways are maintained by the Council whilst the public right of way over them exists.  In the event of the public right of way being extinguished and the laneway closed, the laneway normally reverts to the owner of the land on which they are constructed.  

The Council would own the laneways and open space areas within Council housing estates.

FENCING AT ALPINE RISE/BELGARD HEIGHTS

QUESTION:

Councillor J. Neville
To ask the Manager to confirm

(1) The total cost of the recently erected fencing at Alpine Rise/Belgard Heights.    (2) Was contact made with the Roads Department in relation to the Part 8 process for the proposed Embankment Road-CityWest-Belgard Road extension and the submissions received from residents requesting a wall at this location.   (3)That in a written reply to a question I had down for the October Area Two Meeting stated that the fencing was erected to prevent anti-social activity and dumping at this location but yet when the fencing was erected pedestrian gaps were left which could facilitate such activity.    (4) That following damage done to the fencing at the Luas Station, Belgard Heights more of the fencing was removed at the request of a Council official and will the Manager make a detailed statement on the issues raised within this question?."

REPLY:


1. The final cost of the fencing will be determined when the works have been completed by the contractor. However the contractor was engaged on the basis that the cost of the fencing would be approximately €60,000.00. The price is considered to be reasonable for the work involved.

2. The Council’s Roads Department was contacted prior to a decision being made to erect the fencing and having regard to the proposed Embankment Road – Citywest to Belgard Road. The Roads Department raised no objections to the erection of the fencing.

3. There is no question of pedestrian gaps being left in the fencing. The scale of the project meant that there were gaps in the fencing during the course of its installation. In addition, persistent vandalism created further difficulties for the contractor.

4. A portion of the fence at Belgard Luas station and adjacent to the Council owned property known as “Crosswinds” was vandalised beyond repair and had to be removed in the interests of public safety. A new section of fencing with reinforced steel mesh will be erected at this location as soon as possible.

It should be noted that throughout the works, Development Department and Parks Department liaised with adjoining residents who have been very appreciative of the efforts being made and extremely patient throughout the works.

Every effort continues to be made to complete the works satisfactorily. However, in view of the persistent and mindless vandalism of the fencing it is unlikely that the Council’s efforts in this matter will ever be completely satisfactory.
