An update on supports to Industrial Regeneration was given to SPC 10/02/2016.

In summary a desktop & site visit survey for the County was carried out in 2015.

The chamber also carried out a very thorough business survey, the results of which were also published in 2015.

These steps opened up communication with a number of occupiers within industrial estates, seeking support to help upgrade industrial areas in the County.

Specifically in relation to Tallaght there has been communication from Cookstown Enterprise Centre and more recently Greenhills Industrial Estate and Whitetown Business Park. The Economic Enterprise and Tourism Department has met with a number of stakeholders with a view to looking at what supports can be given.

Cookstown Enterprise Centre were the first to make serious enquiries, and to follow through with an official request for infrastructural support. SDCC has reviewed the request and has endorsed the project, on a shared funding model, to upgrade the external boundary to the Centre, which encompasses the highly visible Belgard LUAS, Old Belgard Road and Cookstown Road boundaries.

In conjunction with the Roads Design Department the Economic Enterprise and Tourism Department is also working on the design of an uplift project to upgrade the Old Belgard Road.

Discussions are ongoing with Greenhills Industrial Estate and Whitestown Business Park with a view to looking at other possible projects in the Tallaght area.

Based on the learning experience from 2015, it was decided to roll out some additional support in 2016, and the information booklet, a very simple easy to follow guide, is in the process of being rolled out. Essentially SDCC is now in a position to talk to any business owner / occupier in an industrial area, where there is a clear need for infrastructural improvement to encourage existing business and inward investment. The fund is subject to certain criteria and limits however, in general, improvements that encourage (i) the grouping of occupiers 
in the form of a management structure to drive common upgrade goals and (ii) upgrading of the public facing elements of individual premises and / or (iii) refurbishing of buildings to create new employment can be considered.

Once the BSG Booklet is widely dispersed, a number of applications for support from the Tallaght area are likely.

The Spring Rough Sleeping Count (Sunday 24th of April) will help to inform the number of rough sleepers in the Tallaght area.

At present, South Dublin County Council is linked in with various services within the Sector to reach those who are rough sleeping.

SDCC’s own outreach worker works directly with her HSE equivalent who endeavour to persuade people to avail of services that are available to them. South Dublin funds a drop in centre in Tallaght Village through Focus Ireland and also funds CARP based in Tallaght which allows people to call up on a Friday where they can have breakfast and laundry done and have showers. Housing First intake 
teams are aware of the situation in the Tallaght area and will aim to reach people a number of evening during the week where beds will be offered to those who wish to avail of placement, they will provide sleeping bags and mats if a client refuses the offer of accommodation.

INFILL HOUSES AT LANEWAY ON BROOKVIEW DRIVE

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
The area has been reviewed for infill on a number of occasions and the buried utilities have proven to be a significant difficulty in promoting any economic proposal. The main underground utility running through the site is a water main of 675mm diameter, which is one of the larger water mains in the county. 

The presence of the water main, and the cost of re-locating it [if allowable by Irish water], makes any infill unviable.

The only possibility is the re-routing of the water main over a larger distance, which might free up a greater area for infill housing. However, acquiring permission to relocate, and the considerable costs involved, would have borderline viability in cost terms.

The Council’s Litter Management Plan has committed to the deployment of innovative and emerging technology, including CCTV and Programmable Audio Messaging Devices to tackle the problem of illegal dumping and fly tipping.  In managing this service, the Council is mindful of resources available, and requests for the installation of such technologies are assessed on a case by case basis, having regard to certain criteria, including site suitability and the repetitive nature of illegal dumping and fly tipping. 

All reports of illegal dumping and littering are investigated by the Council's Litter Warden Service and all dumped material is searched for evidence. Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended. Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to polluters is contained within the dumped material, with personal information having been removed or shredded.

No complaints have been made to the Council in relation to dumping on this particular green space. However, the Council's Litter Warden has noted and investigated a number of dumping/burning incidents at this location, while on patrol.  No evidence has been found and regrettably therefore no enforcement action can be taken.

Where there is an ongoing problem of illegal dumping in any area, local residents are urged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden Service for investigation and by providing evidence, including testimony, where possible. Additionally, residents are encouraged through the medium of the Council's Social Credits Scheme to seek rewards for community based initiatives, such as community clean ups.

The following report by the Chief Executive which had been circulated was READ:
All reports of illegal dumping and littering are investigated and all dumped material searched for evidence.  Where evidence is found, the appropriate enforcement action is taken under the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended.  Increasingly, it is found that no personal information relating to the polluters is contained within the dumped material.

To date in 2016, sixteen (16) reports of illegal dumping have been reported in the Russell Square Estate.  All these reports were investigated by the Council’s Litter Warden Service, and five (5) Fixed Penalty Notices (fines), pursuant to Section 28 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, which relate to one specific incident of illegal dumping in March were issued. .

The Council’s Litter Management Plan contains a commitment to explore the use of innovative and emerging technologies, including CCTV and Programmable Messaging Audio Devices, to tackle the problem of illegal dumping and fly tipping.  These technologies assist in preventing the creation of litter and with enforcement of the provisions of the Litter Pollution Act 1997, as amended, the Waste Management Act 1996, as amended, and associated waste regulations.

In managing this service, the Council is mindful of resources available, and requests for the installation of technologies are assessed on a case by case basis, having regard to certain criteria including site suitability and the repetitive nature of illegal dumping and fly tipping.

Russell Square Estate is patrolled by the Council's Litter Warden Service several times each week and local residents are urged to support the Council in taking the appropriate enforcement action by making reports to the Litter Warden and by providing evidence, including testimony, where possible.

Additionally, residents are encouraged through the medium of the Council's Social Credits Scheme to seek rewards for community based initiatives, such as community clean ups. 
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillor C. King and Councillor L. Dunne.
