LANDLORDS – RUBBISH  
QUESTION:  Councillor C. Keane
“To ask the Manager to state what action can be taken against landlords when rubbish is hoarded for months in rear gardens and not put out and tagged for collection leading to rat infestation etc. in adjoining houses?”
REPLY:

The Principal Environmental Health Officer reports that since the introduction of the waste charges his staff have received a large number of complaints from residents objecting to the condition of their neighbours’ gardens.  In general, it relates to accumulations of domestic refuse, being left in back gardens with the problems of smells, the visual appearance and the attraction to rodents as being people’s concerns.  The Environmental Health Department have issued numerous notices under Section 107 of the Public Health (Ireland) Act 1878 on the grounds that residents adjacent to or close by such unkempt gardens could not enjoy their own properties to their fullest.  Cases have been taken to the District Court and the Council has succeeded in prosecuting under this old Public Health legislation.

The report should also explain why these issues were not addressed in the original planning application (SD04A/0784)."

ST. PETER’S ROAD – LANEWAY CLEANING

“The cleansing section will carry out a clean up on the laneway at the rear of St Peter’s Road (uneven numbers) during the week commencing December 19th 2005.  Cleansing staff are fully occupied at the moment with junk collection and this will continue to be the case until Saturday December 17th.  It is important to note that there is no “laneways cleaning schedule” in the current year and none proposed for 2006, nor has any special budget provision been made for this work in either the 2005 or 2006 budget.  This work will be charged against the normal cleansing operations which include village cleaning, road sweeping, litter bin collection, gulley cleaning, removal of fly tipping and other matters dealt with by the cleansing section.”

LANDLORDS – RENTED PROPERTY   
QUESTION:  Councillor C. Keane
“To ask the Manager to outline the procedures that can be taken against landlords who consistently refuse to look after their rented property and to outline the duties of the newly established national body for registration?”

REPLY:

Under the Residential Tenancies Act 2004 landlords must:

-
Register every tenancy with the Private Residential            

     Tenancies Board (PRTB), 

-
Repair and maintain the structure of the 

     premises

-
Repair and maintain the interior of the dwelling to the standard which existed at the commencement of the tenancy.

The Private Rented Tenancies Board (PRTB) which was established under the Residential Tenancies Act 2004, is empowered to resolve disputes between landlords and tenants and in most cases replaces the Courts in such disputes.

If the landlord does not ensure that the tenant complies with his/her obligations, any other person who is adversely affected as a result of the tenant’s non compliance may bring a complaint to the PTRB.

Prohibited anti-social behaviour includes behaviour that interferes with other people’s peaceful occupation of their dwellings as well as more serious behaviour that causes fear, danger, injury, damage or loss.

With regard to the issue of “outside appearance” in private rented accommodation, this is a matter between the Landlord and their Tenant. Most standard tenancy agreements require the tenant to maintain the property in a tidy condition and specify keeping the windows clean and the gardens in good condition (grass cut and litter free).

Where the condition of the property has deteriorated to such an extent that it could be considered a derelict site the matter will be investigated by the council under the appropriate code. If there is dumping in the gardens it is open to investigation by the litter wardens and/or the environmental health officers, depending on the scale and seriousness of the problem.

PEARSE BROTHERS APARTMENTS – UPGRADE  
QUESTION:  Councillor C. Keane
“To ask the Manager to report on the upgrade and security measures required for Pearse Brothers Apartments, and when is this likely to proceed?” 

REPLY: 

Pearse Brothers Park, which was constructed in 1957 consists of 19 tenanted units - 18 maisonettes and 1 house.  This estate is in need of significant upgrading works and is included in the planned extension of the Remedial Works Scheme.

As part of the Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme, Pearse Brothers Park was included, and installations are now complete throughout the estate. 

Pearse Brothers Park was electrically upgraded approximately 15 years ago, and is not included in the current Electrical upgrade programme. An external Painting Programme was completed at Pearse Brothers Park in 2004.
The Council’s Architectural Services Department have recommended that this estate be included in a refurbishment programme in the next two to three years, and a feasibility study and cost estimate will be undertaken in 2006.

In addition to the foregoing upgrading works which are planned for this estate to bring them up to the common quality standard of other Council tenanted properties, the Council has an objective to implement an estate-wide plan for the area as an integral element of its 2004-2008 Housing Action Plan. The preliminary stage, which is underway, involves land acquisition. Discussions with the relevant land owners has commenced.

“……upgrading works are planned for these estates to bring them to the quality standard of other Council tenanted properties, the Council has an objective to implement an estate-wide plan for the area as an integral element of its 2004-2008 Housing Action Plan. The preliminary stage, which is underway, involves land acquisition. Discussions with the relevant land owners has commenced.”
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:
“Pearse Brothers Park, which was constructed in 1957 consists of 19 tenanted units - 18 maisonettes and 1 house. Palmer Park was built in 1968 and contains 12 tenanted units - 4 maisonettes and 8 houses. Both of these estates are in need of significant upgrading works and are included in the planned extension of the Remedial Works Scheme.

Palmer Park and Pearse Brothers Park are included under the current Accelerated Gas Fired Central Heating Programme and installations in both estates have now been completed.

Palmer Park has also been included under the Electrical Upgrade Programme designed to ensure that all council dwellings achieve a common electrical standard. This programme is due for completion during 2006. Pearse Brothers Park was electrically upgraded approximately 15 years ago, and is not included in the current programme. An external Painting Programme was completed at Pearse Brothers Park in 2004. 

The Council’s Architectural Services Department have recommended that these estates be included in a refurbishment programme in the next two to three years, and a feasibility study and cost estimate will be undertaken in 2006.

In addition to the foregoing upgrading works which are planned for these estates to bring them up to the common quality standard of other Council tenanted properties, the Council has an objective to implement an estate-wide plan for the area as an integral element of its 2004-2008 Housing Action Plan. The preliminary stage, which is underway, involves land acquisition. Discussions with the relevant land owners has commenced.”

When such proposals are to be advanced the formal statutory consultative process will be undertaken.  All such proposals will comply with the County Development Plan, Residential Density Guidelines, Area Action Plan, etc. It is anticipated that proposals in this regard will be available on or before the second half of next year.

With regard to the proposed Traveller development, the approved and adopted timetable set out in the Council’s Traveller Accommodation Programme 2005 – 2008 provides for the commencement of construction of the Stocking Lane development during 2006. 

The Part 8 Public Consultation Process for this development comprising the construction of a 10-bay residential caravan park (RCP) was approved by the County Council at its meeting on December 2004. Following approval the design team prepared and submitted the cost plan and technical details to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for approval.

The Department have raised a number of technical queries and responses to these queries have been submitted. Upon receipt of the department’s approval of the cost plan, the council will proceed immediately to the tender stages of the project.”

SPORTS FACILITIES – TYMON PARK

“Report on Tymon Athletic Sports Club – Proposed Pavilion in Tymon Park

For a number of years, the Parks Department have been dealing with the Limekiln Rounders Club, responding to their request to have a pavilion in Tymon Park, where they have been playing rounders for the past 20 years. The club successfully formed an alliance with soccer clubs in their area and with Council support, submitted applications for sport capital funding. The applications were submitted under the name of TASC –Tymon Athletic Sports Club, which is comprised of the following eight clubs.

In 2003 the Council engaged a consultant who prepared a study and this year the application was submitted by the Parks & Landscape Services Department for Sports Capital funding and it received a grant award of €400,000.

Two meetings were held with the representatives of TASC over the past few weeks to discuss the programme for utilising the grant.  That entailed a review of the proposed layout of the building to enable it to match the available fund.  

The Limekiln Rounders already have some funding available for this project, however, TASC propose that each club would aim to provide some funding through fund raising.

Whilst that process is in train the necessary drawings and specification will be prepared to enable tenders to be invited for its construction.”

The Residents Association requested that the landscape scheme incorporate seasonal floral displays which require a high level of ongoing maintenance. The Parks Department is however now more frequently planting lower-maintenance style schemes which contribute year round interest.  

It was agreed with the Residents Association in this instance to plant the scheme with the traditional seasonal floral display subject to the assistance of the Residents in maintaining the area.  
However action to maintain the planted area by the Residents appears to have diminished. In this regard, if the Parks Department undertake the maintenance then the existing planting will have to be replaced with plants that require less maintenance.”
