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Beechfield.

Consultation: The consultation process for the delivery of the playspace programme has evolved from ‘town hall style meeting’ where the proposal was presented: (1 playspace: 1 meeting), to a more intensive engagement process where local people meet with council officials to talk about play; allowing for an exchange of ideas on what is required in each local area. Children are involved in the playspace design as central to the proposed provision. 
The more intensive consultation (from 1 meeting to 7-10 engagements (on average)), has a knock-on effect, in terms of resource commitment and delivery time; it is a process that requires time. But it is felt that the resulting delivery, the reported satisfaction rates and the decrease in vandalism is a worthwhile payback. 
This increase in consultation requirements (in one recent case the consultation process took 1 year), has meant that the playspaces have a longer delivery arc. It may be that an acceleration in terms of delivery may occur now the programme is ‘up and running’ but this will have to be monitored. Each playspace is unique and it is difficult to estimate the time each will take. This issue will have to be monitored and an assessment made of the best way to complete the programme in a timely fashion. This will be discussed further with elected members.
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Delivery to date: To date the cost of each playspace approx. €65,000. 
13 playspaces have been completed, at an overall cost of €680,000 in the 2.5 years to date.
