Item 1: Minutes of Environment SPC meeting held on 7th November 2016
The Minutes of Environment SPC meeting held on 7th November 2016 were proposed by Councillor Kearns, seconded by Councillor Ed O’ Brien.
Item 2:  Draft Strategy Towards Climate Change Action Plans for the Dublin Local Authorities
The draft strategy for the Dublin Region and report on submission summary as circulated was NOTED. These documents will also be circulated to the full Council for NOTING at the February 2017 meeting.

Director of Services Teresa Walsh advised on the imminent timelines, with the SDCC Action Plan expected to be prepared by end if the summer following which it will be considered initially by the SPC.

Item 3 : Update on Flood Alleviation & Minor Improvement Schemes

The following report as circulated was NOTED

Minor Improvement Schemes
2016 Programme
Clearing and Regrading Works were completed on the Oldcourt Stream in April. The Camac River cleaning was completed in September. The clearing of the Jobstown stream south of the N81 and the Poddle River clearing (Tymon to Kimmage Manor) were completed in October.

The New Road, Surface Water Scheme was completed in February. The Surface Water drainage works on Monastery Road was completed in September. Full road re-surfacing took place on Monastery Road during the schools mid-term break in October.

Design difficulties delayed the completion of the Tay Lane, Rathcoole, Surface Water Drainage Works. The requirements will be reassessed and the necessary design work carried out to enable it to be completed as part of the 2017 programme.

Planned works for Q4 2016 at Chapel Hill, Lucan are under design. Surveying work is complete. The design of these works have proved challenging due to the topography of the location, however it is still anticipated that the scheme will commence in Q2, as part of the 2017 Programme on the Old Lucan Road.

7. Stocking Lane, Rathfarnham. 

8. Orchard Road, Clondalkin. 

9. Nangor Road/Ninth Lock Road Junction, Clondalkin. 

10. Cookstown Industrial Estate, Tallaght. 

11. Jobstown Stream widening and regrading, Tallaght. 
Works have commenced on the drainage in Cookstown Industrial Estate.

Major Flood Alleviation Schemes
Ballycullen Flood Alleviation Scheme: Clonmel Enterprise Ltd has been appointed contractor for the Ballycullen stream flood alleviation scheme. SDCC have had a meeting with the contractor and works in relation to the programme, traffic management and the procurement of materials are under way. The contractor will be on site in February.

The Poddle Flood Alleviation Scheme: This scheme involves work in SDCC and DCC. It is being led by SDCC with input from DCC and the OPW. The tender to appoint consultants using a framework is being run by Dublin City Council. The tender documentation is now complete and has received approval from the Procurement Section in Dublin City Council, this will go to the market shortly.

The Camac Flood Alleviation Scheme: The Camac CFRAMS did not show a cost beneficial option for the river in its entirety. SDCC are currently reviewing the options and working with the OPW to look at individual flood cell which we hope to progress on an individual basis.

Whitechurch Flood Alleviation Scheme: South Dublin County Council have written to the OPW seeking funding to progress the Whitechurch stream scheme as described in the Dodder CFRAMS. A brief for consultants is currently being drafted. 

Senior Engineers Michael McAdam and Chris Galvin responded to queried raised primarily in relation to 

· Delay at Chapel Hill, Lucan

· Ballycullen

· Templeogue Village
· Appointment of consultants for Poddle Scheme
It was agreed to circulate the drawing for the proposed surface water drainage works that are planned for the Old Lucan Road, Chalet Gardens and Chapel Hill Lucan.
Item 4:  Report on Corkagh Park study

The presentation circulated was NOTED

Suzanne Furlong presented an update a study on potential options for Corkagh Park Study and the Business Support Fund.

A discussion ensued with contributions relating primarily to 

· Corkage Fishing Lakes 

· Bus Service / Shelter

· Playing Pitches

· Funding Sources - Competition with other significant projects eg Hells Fire

· Phasing 

Teresa Walsh and Suzanne Furlong responded and it was noted that some (small) aspects are already included in the 3 Year Capital Programme. 

Item 5:  Review of Litter Bin Provision 
The following report as circulated was considered:
Litter bin review – Draft report – 7 February 2017

Report to SPC meeting on 1 Nov ‘16
The following is a summary of details relating to the existing litter bin service provision.  It should be noted that the surveying of the existing bin stock is not yet complete, while an up to date listing of the bin stock has been completed the surveying of bins with regard to their condition and other matters is still underway.  It is proposed to revert to the February 2017 SPC meeting with the complete details from those surveys.  

· Attached spreadsheet gives full location listing for each litter bin route

· There are 5 dedicated street litter bin routes covering the following areas

· Lucan, Palmerstown

· Clondalkin, Newcastle

· Rathfarnham, Terenure, Walkinstown

· Tallaght, Firhouse, Ballycullen

· Tallaght, Saggart, Rathcoole

· There are 675 bins serviced in total on these 5 dedicated routes (this number has increased from 585 in 2014 to 675 at present)

· There is one operator per route driving a sideloading truck

· There were 372 tonnes of waste collected from litter bins in 2015

· Litter bins in parks are serviced separately by park maintenance staff

· There are 122 litter bins in park locations

· The cost per annum to provide the litter bin service is €490,000 covering labour, plant and machinery, materials and waste disposal

· The budget provision includes adequate provision for installation of approx 100 bins in total per year (in general these are mostly replacements)

7 Feb ’17 supplemental report
The following list of issues were identified in the November report  as having been raised from time to time on membersnet and on the agenda of Area Committee Meetings and that they require further consideration under this review –

Condition survey of bins to be completed and findings presented to the February 2017 SPC meeting.

All street litter bins have now been surveyed with regard to their condition and reports have been compiled for each route.  The survey examined the following issues and the reports detail the current status of each litter bin under these headings – (1) is the bin in need of repair, (2) does it need to be replaced, (3) does it need a new liner, (4) is there graffiti on the bin and (5) is it being used for the unauthorised disposal of domestic waste.  A summary of the information gleaned from the surveys is set out below.  This exercise also needs to be completed in relation to litter bins in park locations.

It is proposed that the work necessary to address the first four items listed above will be added to the work programme for 2017.  That is where an existing litter bin requires repair, replacement, a new liner or graffiti removal then it is proposed that this work will be carried out in the current year.  This will be added to the list of proposed litter bin installations shown below to make up the overall work programme for the year as it relates to the provision of the litter bin service. 


The need to examine the extent of disposal of domestic waste in street litter bins.

The details given above indicate that 192 litter bins are being used for the unauthorised disposal of domestic waste.  This takes one of two forms, either disposal of the waste in the bin itself or the placing of the waste beside the bin.  The unauthorised use of a public litter bin in this manner is an offence under section 3(3) of the Litter Pollution Act 1997.  It is not possible to estimate the quantity of waste disposed of in this manner at the present time, nor is it possible to attribute a cost to it.  The Council will consider the use of one of the following options to deal with this matter as and when it arises –

· Removal of the bin in question if the unauthorised use is excessive and requires it,

· Surveillance of the site if circumstances require it and it is feasible, and

· Provision of a bin type which will prevent the waste being deposited into the bin.

Requests to examine the need for litter bins at all bus stops.

Of the 675 litter bins currently in service a total of 132 of these are in place at bus stops.  In the past Dublin Bus have provided information on the number of bus stops in the County.  When this information was last provided to us it was stated that there is in the region of 1,500 bus stops in South Dublin County and therefore a little under 10% of these have litter bins provided.  To provide litter bins at each and every stop would obviously increase the number of bins in service by over 1,300  approximately thereby increasing the extent of the service provided by the Council by a factor of three.  This would obviously not be possible or sustainable.  It is proposed that those bus stops where there is a significant litter problem be identified as locations where bins are desirable and that other stops are not pursued at this time.  

Requests to substantially increase litter bin provision in parks.

At present there are 122 litter bins in public parks.  As per the litter bin protocol (see appendix 1) contained in the Litter Management Plan 2015 to 2019 these are in general provided in the large regional parks, with some exceptions.  The current provision is believed to be adequate for the most part.  An issue with the provision of bins at the Tymon Park / Castletymon Road car park has been identified and this will be addressed in the 2017 work programme.

The need to increase provision of street litter bins around the County, with an emphasis on those areas where there is a deficit in provision at present.

Numbers are increasing steadily as commitments to provide bins at new locations are being given and delivered on.  A record of requests received for additional bins through the area committee meetings and membersnet is given below in appendices 2 & 3.  Public Realm will continue to examine bin requests as they are received and determine the need for each individual request.  

Need to consider viability of installing compactor bins in some appropriate locations.

It is proposed to carry out a trial of smart bin technology which is now available.  A ‘big belly bin’  was trialled some years ago in Tallaght however the bin was repeatedly vandalised and the trial deemed unsuccessful as a result.  Funding has been provided in the improvement works programme for 2017 for replacement of litter bins and seating in Rathfarnham Castle Park.  It is proposed that a portion of this be used to carry out a trial of smart bin technology at this location, the extent and focus of the trial to be agreed. 

SDCC policy on the provision of bins for dog waste

No change is proposed in this regard.  A specific service for collection and disposal of dog litter would require a major change to the existing collection operation.  Provision of dog litter specific bins and trucks would be required and the waste would need to be handled separately from other litter bin waste.  The provision of standard litter bins which can accept all types of waste including dog waste (properly bagged) is considered the best approach in this regard.   

The need to assess trial of dog poo bag dispensers, once the trial is complete, to determine if this system can assist in reducing the occurrence of dog litter.

Bag dispensers were installed on November 28th last at Rathfarnham Castle Park and Rathcoole Park and the first phase of the trial and analysis of results was carried out in the subsequent four weeks.  In summary the results show the following -   

· there are large numbers of dogs being walked in both parks, 

· there was no major occurrence of dog fouling evident,

· there was a low level of usage of the bags provided during the trial period and 

· this all suggests that dog walkers are already dealing with dog litter by bringing their own bags.

Additional funding in budget 2017 for litter management plan implementation.

The following specific initiatives have been provided for within the current Budget:

· €31,000 has been provided for the provision and servicing of additional street bins. (Litter Bin programme 51400009)

· Over 500 Anti Dog Fouling signs have been erected across the County in an effort to raise awareness of this issue. Provision of €6,000 has been made to support the rollout of this programme to all parks and suitable locations within housing estates. (Litter Control – Anti Litter Campaigns 51800003)

· An additional provision of €12,000 (Environmental Awareness 51800005) has been made for the supply of dog foul disposal bags to issue with all dog licenses issued in 2016, while a  provision of €5,000 (Litter Bin Programme 51400009) has been made for the installation of additional dog foul bags Dispensing Units in anticipation of a successful pilot programme at two (2) locations. 

· €100,000 (Litter Control – Litter Warden Service 51800001) has been provided to enhance the Litter Warden Service, including weekend patrols.

· Given the success of the pilot of Programmable Audio Messaging Devices at six (6) locations in the County, it is considered prudent to install and analyse the success of these devices in advance of considerations for expensive CCTV. Therefore a provision of €40,000 (Litter Control – Litter Warden Service 51800001) has been made to facilitate the expansion of this Programme.  

· A sum of €50,000 (Litter Control – Litter Warden Service 51800001) has been provided to support the roll out of a CCTV Programme on a phased basis, subject to site suitability and potential effectiveness.

· New / Renewed Memorandums of Understanding were recently signed between the Council and with 4 Utility providers setting out a Joint Response Strategy for the reporting of litter and graffiti incidents by SDCC at premises and structures, and an additional €30,000 (Graffiti Initiative Cleansing 51400004) has been included to enhance a Graffiti Removal Programme (with an income of €10,000 projected from private property owners)

· In recognition and support of our communities who work tirelessly to improve their environment by carrying out pro-environmental actions, an additional budget of €20,000 (Social Credit Scheme 51800021) has been provided towards the Social Credit Scheme

Appendix 1

Draft Litter Bin Placement Protocol

LMP 2015 to 2019 -  Appendix 7
The Public Realm Section is responsible for litter control in all public spaces within the Council’s administrative area.  As part of this service, Public Realm section provides and maintains a network of 600 litter bins on street and in public parks, open spaces and housing areas across the county. 

Following review of the 2011 – 2015 Litter Management Plan, it became clear that there is a need for a litter bin placement protocol to address the following issues with the overall objective of improving the cleanliness of the county:

· Ensure litter bins are of an attractive and robust design, fit for purpose and placed in the right locations

· Clear criteria against which litter bin requests can be assessed

· Consider the need to support ‘recycling on the go’

· Provide for corporate branding opportunities

Historically, litter bins were provided throughout the county by a number of different departments eg Environment, Parks & Landscape Services and Roads as part of town and village renewal schemes. As a result, a range of different styles, shapes and colours of litter bin exist, depending on who the previous provider was.  

The Environment, Water and Climate Change Directorate is now the main directorate that provides and services litter bins in the county. These bins are managed by the Public Realm Section and there is a now an opportunity to commence standardisation of the type and style of bin across the county, and to brand the bins so that they are clearly identified with South Dublin County Council. This approach will also standardise operation and maintenance activities for all new bins. 

In order to optimise resources and ensure that bins are provided in the most cost effective manner, while ensuring that they deliver maximum service, it is important to establish the principles of where litter bins will / will not be provided. This will ensure the most effective use is made of budgets for provision and ongoing maintenance.

It is neither desirable nor effective to simply provide litter bins on a request basis. This protocol aims to set out the basic principles for litter bin placement to provide consistency and appropriate coverage in all parts of the county. This should provide greater understanding of litter bin provision, and inform requests for new litter bins.

Locations where requests for bins should receive priority for litter bin placements are:

· Town and village centres

· Vicinity of shops such as newsagents, food retailers, supermarkets

· Areas where people congregate e.g. bus stops, tram stops, post offices, public service buildings / offices

· Main routes to schools

· Larger parks greater than 16 hectares in size e.g. in the vicinity of play grounds and dog runs

All sites considered suitable for bin placement are subject to capacity of the location to facilitate safe access for maintenance vehicles (side loader).

Locations that are not considered suitable for litter bin as they tend to attract dumping, vandalism are: 

· Residential areas with no mixed usage, in particular cul-de-sac type developments, as they attract dumping of household waste around the litter bins

· Parks less than 16 hectares in size where located in residential areas, unless some demonstrable demand exists that cannot be met by bin placement on street

In managing this service, the Council is mindful of all costs when considering requests for new bins. These include not just the initial purchase and installation cost, but must also have regard to the ongoing maintenance and servicing costs for each new bin.

Where a request is received for a new/replacement litter bin, each location will be assessed having regard to the criteria set out above, as well as the existing provision of litter bins nearby i.e. within 400m.
