Major improvement works are about to commence on the M 50 Improvement scheme involving major improvements to the interchanges from the Airport to Sandyford. This scheme is divided into 2 contracts.  Contract 1 is a design and build contract between Palmerstown and Ballymount which is about to commence.  Contract 2 is a PPP scheme for the remainder of the works and includes for improvements at the locations indicated.  These works include for widening and additional noise amelioration measures in the Beverly and Orlagh areas as described in the EIS which was approved by An Bord Pleanala.  The EIS took the additional traffic generated by the Port Tunnel and consequent environmental impacts into account.  It is expected that construction of the PPP element of the scheme will commence early 2007.

QUESTION:  Councillor M. Ardagh
"To ask the Manager for an update on Planning Application No. SD05A/0691 - Vodafone Irl. Ltd. Tymon Park?"

REPLY:
Planning Application Register Reference SD05A/0691 was received from Vodafone (Irl) Ltd on 12-Aug-2005 for the erection of a 17 metre high signage column, incorporating mobile telecommunications antennae, with associated base station equipment room at the base of the column, for mobile telecommunications purposes, at Tymon Park, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

The following Additional Information was requested by the Council on 04-Oct-2005:

1. The applicant is requested to discern whether or not the site of the proposed development is within the land take required for the M50 Upgrade Scheme.  The applicant is requested to submit such information for the agreement of the Planning Authority.  The applicant is invited to consult with the National Roads Authority (NRA) with regard to this matter.
2. The applicant is requested to revise the design of the proposed base station.  It is considered that the current proposal, by reason of height and size and external finishes, would be visually obtrusive, and would therefore compromise the visual and recreational amenity of Tymon Park. The applicant is requested to submit revised drawings of same for the agreement of the Planning Authority.
3. The applicant is requested to submit photomontages of the proposed development, outlining views of the proposed structure from features such as the M50 Tallaght roundabout, the National Basketball Arena and Tymon Lane.
4. Section 4.5 of the document, 'Telecommunications Antennae and Support Structures - Guidelines for Planning Authorities' states that 'all applicants will be encouraged to share and will have to satisfy the authority that they have made a reasonable effort to share'. The applicant is requested to undertake co-location consultation with other operators and submit results of same for the agreement of the Planning Authority.
5. Regarding access to the proposed development, the applicant is requested to submit the following for the agreement of the Planning Authority:
(a) a revised site layout plan outlining vision splays of 2m x 70m at the proposed access point. This will involve removal of hedging/trees for a distance of approximately 25m north of the entrance and regarding of earth bank. A new front boundary fence should be provided at back of the 70m sightline;
(b) the last 15m of the approach of access route to Tymon Lane to have gradient not greater than 3%.

6. The applicant is requested to submit a Landscaping Plan for the proposed development.

The Additional Information has not been received to date.



TR/28/06  PLANNING APPLICATION SD05A/0905 

QUESTION:    Councillor C. Keane
"To ask the Manager to recommend that the Development Department and Planning Department liaise to ensure that SD05A/0905 planning application The Lawn Boden Park is developed in a sustainable manner to maintain the small open space that the children of the area have used for years, that this be done by means of a small area of land swap between the Council and developer."

REPLY:
Planning application Register Reference SD05A/0905 was received from Viscount Securities Ltd. on 09-Nov-2005 for 2 no. two storey 3 bed semi-detached houses and associated site works, fencing etc. all on 0.59ha site at The Lawn, Boden Park, Ballyboden, Dublin 16.  A decision is due in this case on or before 10-Jan-2006.

While the lands in question are being used as play areas they are not registered to the Council and it is therefore a matter between the respective owners to agree an appropriate exchange.

LIDL DEVELOPMENT – GREENHILLS ROAD
QUESTION:    Councillor S. Laing
"To ask the Manager to make an urgent statement in connection with the complaints received against the Lidl Development on the Greenhills Road from residents who live on the Tibradden Close ,what action has followed such complaints which were initiated in September of this year ,the options open to the Council at this stage for the deliberate flouting of the existing planning permission ,and the developers inability to work within the specified working hours as set out as a condition of the permission, and if he will make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
Planning permission was granted to Lidl Ireland GmbH on 18/11/04 for “Demolition of existing industrial premises with front boundary wall and associated works and construction of a discount food store (l,734sq.m.) comprising of a single-storey pitched roof structure with enclosed dock leveller, signage, 1 no. flag pole, surface parking for 185 cars, boundary treatments, upgraded vehicular site entrance and associated site works”, Reg. Ref. No. SD04A/0478 refers.

An examination of the site on 29/09/05 found that the development was not proceeding in conformity with the above permission in that the floor height was being increased by 1.150metres above the levels approved.

In this regard a Warning Letter issued to the owner on 05/10/05 informing them of the above, advising that they may make submissions/observations in writing to the Planning Authority not later than 4 weeks from the date of the letter.

On 03/12/05 a final grant of permission issued for modifications to the above permission which includes the changes to the floor level from 67.00m to 68.150m, Reg. Ref. No. SD05A/0552 refers.

The Planning Inspector was requested to inspect the site and report on the issues outlined below as raised by residents of Tibradden Close and has reported as follows:

Development allegedly being carried out outside the permission granted
The planning permission granted under SD05A/0552 allowed the developer to carry out works outside the original grant of planning permission, Reg Ref No. SD04A/0478.

The Separation Distance 
The approved plans indicated written dimensions of the proposed separation distance from the southern gable of the structure to the existing Northern boundary with the complainant’s house.  The Planning Inspector has confirmed that the as constructed dimensions are marginally greater than as approved.  

Floor Level 

The approved floor level was to be 68015Om. Ordinance Datum.  The Council’s Land surveyor will be requested to confirm this. 

Height 

The height of the structure is in substantial compliance with the approved height above ground level.

Implications for development on Complainant’s Land 

The approved development carried out should not impact on any development proposed on the complainants land.  Any such development would be processed in accordance with the County Development Plan.  

In relation to the Developers working outside the permitted hours of the working.  Condition No. 9 of the Planning Permission granted under SD05A/0552 states that no heavy construction equipment/machinery (to include pneumatic drills, construction vehicles, generators, etc.) shall be operated on or adjacent to the construction site before 8.00 hours on weekdays and 9.00 hours on Saturday nor after 18.00 hours on weekdays and 13.00 hours on Saturdays nor any time on Sunday, Bank Holidays or public holidays. The applicant/developer shall comply with British standard B.S. 5228 Noise control on Construction and Open sites British Standards B.S6187 Code of practise for demolition.  The Planning Inspector has confirmed that there is no longer heavy construction equipment/machinery on the site and consequently compliance with this condition is not an enforcement matter at this time.  The Environmental Health Officer has advised this Department that she has recommended legal proceedings be initiated against the developers under Section 107 of the Environmental Protection Agency Act 1992 in relation to excessive noise from the construction work and deliveries outside the allowable times of noisy operations.  

TR/30/06   EDEN GROVE – SIGNAGE  

QUESTION:   Councillor A. White
"To ask the Manger to deal with the proliferation of signage at the entrance to Eden Grove at Grange Road, Rathfarnham as these signs and billboards are large and unsightly and detract from the visual appearance of the area and in particular of the Eden estate?"

REPLY:
Warning Letters dated 7th December 2005 were served on the owner/occupiers in relation to the attachment of 2 no. PVC type white banner advertisements to the railings along the back of the footpath to Eden Avenue as it nears its junction with the Grange Road, in contravention of Section 3(2)(a) of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.

The Planning Inspector has reported that the large advertising structure located in the grassed area at the junction between Grange Road and Eden Avenue which bears advertisements for several companies, has existed on the lands in excess of 7 years.  Accordingly, any enforcement action in relation to this particular structure in it's current location is stature barred.

It should be noted in this regard that the advertising structure as described above is currently located on lands reserved for the widening/ improvement of the Grange Road.  With the commencement of the road improvement works, the structure will have to be removed.  The owner of the advertising structure is aware that when the structure is removed, planning permission will be required for it's erection elsewhere on the lands.

Residential development consisting of 425 no. dwelling units and a creche:  the development is comprised of 92 no. 4 & 5 bed 2 & 3 storey semi-detached and detached houses,  74 no. 3 bed duplex units with 94 no. 1 & 2 bed apartments on ground and second floors all in 9 no. 3 storey blocks,  91 no. 1, 2 & 3 bed apartments in 6 no. 3 & 4 storey blocks,  42 no. own door apartments in 1 no. 3 storey block,  24 no. 2 bed apartments in 1 no. self contained 3 storey block with internal communal/recreational facilities and a creche (309sq.m.) with 8 no. 2 bed apartments overhead in 1 no. 3 storey block all on a site area of approx. 9.7 hectares (24 acres) at the stated location with vehicular access off Scholarstown Road and Stocking Lane.  This application also includes for all associated site and infrastructural works including foul and surface water sewers and outfalls, over ground and underground car parking, bicycle bays, landscaping, public open spaces, screen walls, refuse bin storage areas, realignment of boundaries along Scholarstown Road and Stocking Lane and the provision of pedestrian integration through adjoining residential area and open space to the west.

PROTECTED STRUCTURES 2006

Applications are invited for consideration under the Scheme of Grants for Conservation Works on Protected Structures 2006 to assist owners and occupiers to carry out conservation works on protected structures.  The scheme is part of a package of measures introduced by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government to strengthen the protection of the architectural heritage.

Under the scheme, a wide range of conservation works will qualify for grants, generally amounting to 50% of the cost of works up to maximum of €13,000, or an amount of €25,000 in exceptional circumstances.    Works consisting of routine maintenance or improvements will not qualify under the scheme.

7.6.2.iv

It is an objective of the Council to draw up indicative alignments in conjunction with the appropriate bodies including the Dublin Transportation Office and the Rail Procurement Agency, to seek to preserve the line for the extension of LUAS/Metro to the Rathfarnham, Terenure, Templeogue, Knocklyon, Ballycullen and Oldcourt areas, along with the remainder of South Dublin County. Following the preparation of the indicative alignments and agreement with the relevant statutory agencies and completion of the relevant public process, the Council will seek to preserve the lines by way of a variation of the County Development Plan.
No progress has been made to date on the determination of suitable reservation lines in relation to linking the Tallaght and Dundrum Luas lines. However, the Council proposes to have discussions as soon as possible with the Department of Transport in relation to the proposals listed in Transport 21 as they affect this County. It is envisaged that following these discussions consideration can be given to determining the extent and nature of variations that will be necessary to the County Development Plan.”
