REPORT UNDER SECTION 38 OF THE ROAD TRAFFIC ACT 1994

PHASE 2 OF THE N4 TO CITY CENTRE CYCLE AND PEDESTRIAN IMPROVEMENTS SCHEME
INTRODUCTION:

Section 38 of the Road Traffic Act 1994 empowers a Roads Authority to provide traffic calming measures in respect of public roads in their charge 

DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME

The proposed works will be carried out from the R136 (Outer Ring Rd)/Willsbrook Rd junction to the R136 (Outer Ring Rd)/Old Lucan Rd junction.  The scheme aims to improve the public realm by providing upgraded footpaths and cycle tracks, additional landscaping, improved signage and new signalized crossing locations on the approaches to the R136 (Outer Ring Rd)/Old Lucan Rd junction. The cycle facilities will join to existing cycle facilities on Willsbrook Rd and the R136 (Outer Ring Rd) that are heavily used by school pupils attributed to several primary and secondary schools located near the proposed scheme and also to commuters using the existing N4 cycle route to the City Centre.

The proposed works will comprise the following:

· The removal of the right turn from R136 (Outer Ring Rd) (southbound) onto the N4 on-ramp (westbound), in order to provide a segregated cycle route in both directions across the bridge over the N4. This will allow for the separation of buses and cyclists, thereby increasing safety for cyclists.

· The extension of the right turning lane from R136 (Outer Ring Rd) (southbound) on to Willsbrook Rd in order to increase capacity and prevent delays to southbound traffic.

· The provision and improvement of almost 1.3km of two way off road cycle track from the R136 (Outer Ring Rd)/Willsbrook Rd junction to the R136 (Outer Ring Rd)/Old Lucan Rd junction.

· Improved crossing facilities on all arms of the R136 (Outer Ring Rd)/Old Lucan Rd junction.

· Bus stop improvements with Real Time Passenger Information (RPTI) and improved set-down facilities, including setting back the existing bus stop on the south side of Old Lucan Rd, which currently blocks traffic.

· Additional landscaping works throughout the scheme

· Provision of new public lighting, road markings and cycle route signage
CONSULTATION PROCESS:

Details of the proposed Cycling and Pedestrian Improvements Scheme was advertised in the Lucan Gazette on June 1st 2017.  The closing date for submissions was 5.00 p.m. on Thursday 1st July 2017.

	1. The scheme proposes to remove the right turning lane (Westbound) in order to allow for a segregated cycle lane in both directions on the R136. We would be concerned about northbound cyclists sharing the bus lane with buses and taxis at this location due to the number of buses using this section of bus lane and due to the narrowness of the bridge. Where cyclists share bus lanes in other locations, there is generally a footpath. At this particular location, the cyclist could be crushed between a bus and the bridge parapet. In addition southbound cyclists will have a segregated cycle facility. During the morning peak there are only 29 vehicles using this right turn on to the N4 Westbound. This represents only 1.6% of all traffic crossing over the R136 (ORR) /M50 Bridge. We feel the benefits of the scheme considerably outweigh the small number of movements, which will be discommoded
2. The scheme is required to go through a detailed design procedure, including a mandatory Road Safety Audit process. Due to the high speed on this slip road, consideration to changing the cycle facility to a segregated cycle facility will be investigated. It will be designed to the highest standards as prescribed in the National Cycle Manual. The scheme is required to go through a detailed design procedure, including a mandatory Road Safety Audit process. It will be designed to the highest standards as prescribed in the National Cycle Manual. 
3. While the Willsbrook Park cycle route is a good alternative for schoolchildren, the R136 route is a more direct route, which will link to the N4 cycle route and on to the City. 

4. Noted, the bus stop is being set back to prevent buses from blocking traffic through the R136/Old Lucan Rd junction. There will be a yellow box incorporated as part of the scheme, which will help residents to exit the junction at Esker Lane.

7. The extension of the right turn at this location will increase the efficiency of the junction and will not have any negative impact on both vulnerable road users and vehicles. The extension of the right turning lane will increase the stacking length for the right turners thus decreasing the green time required for this movement.

LIST OF RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Due to the significant number of objections, particularly focused on the right turning ban, SDCC are proposing to construct the full scheme but introduce the ban on a trial basis on the bridge only. This will consist of flexi kerbs and bollards, to delineate the north and southbound cycle track on the bridge, and amended lane markings. The rest of the cycle scheme will be permanent works. A survey including queue lengths will be carried out before the works commence and six months after to gauge the effect of the ban. If the ban is found to be detrimental to the traffic movements in and around this location, other options will be explored.  In addition, cycle training workshops will be set up in all the local schools in order to encourage cycling and to publicise the cycle tracks in the area.
