QUESTION:  Councillor Fintan McCarthy
To ask the Manager to report upon what progress has been made in reviewing the County Water Leisure Strategy and to indicate when the revised strategy will be made available?
REPLY:
At the meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee on Sport, Recreation, Community and Parks held on the 16th November 2005 it was agreed to recommend to the Council that the Water Leisure Strategy be reviewed. This recommendation was approved by the Council at its December meeting.

This review is being  carried out in - house and the main approach being adopted  is to assess progress to date on the implementation of the key recommendations for the provision of swimming pools as contained in the original strategy and to consider ways to advance / re-assess remaining key recommendations. Account will also be taken of the review at central government level of the swimming pool programme.

Work is ongoing on this review project and it is anticipated that the review will be completed in the early part of this year and members will be kept updated on progress. Members of the Strategic Policy Committee on Sport, Recreation, Community and Parks will also be kept updated.
