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South Dublin County covers an area of 223 square kilometres and has a total population of 278,767. The total housing stock is 98,387, of which vacant households (excluding holiday homes) number 3,495. It is bounded by Dublin City, The Dublin Mountains and County Wicklow to the south, the River Liffey to the north separating it from Fingal and County Kildare to the west.  It covers the areas of Lucan, Palmerstown, Clondalkin, Newcastle, Rathfarnham, Rathcoole, Saggart, Tallaght and Templeogue.
Dublin Fire Brigade provided integrated Fire, Rescue and Emergency Medical Services to the citizens of South Dublin County (as part of its provision to all citizens of Dublin City & County), of which the particular details relating to 2016 & 2017 are displayed below.
