Question:

To ask the Manager, what efforts have been made to introduce green bin recycling services to the ever growing number of estates within S.D.C.C.'s administrative area where there are large numbers of apartments that have no such service provided?
Reply:

In addition to the distribution of green bins to all households in the County, the Council in partnership with the contractor providing the Green Bin Service, has provided green bins at 47 apartment complexes in the County, serving a total of 1,347 units.  The Council plans to distribute green bins to apartment developments where the Council provides the waste service and the distribution programme is ongoing by the Council’s contractor.  Where the waste service is provided to the complex by a private contractor, it is their responsibility to provide residents with the segregated service of a bin for recyclable material.  In some cases, problems have been encountered in relation to identification of management companies for the complexes and then in turn, contacting the management company representative for refuse services.  The Council and the contractor are continuing the programmed distribution of the green bins.
Occasionally, when green bins are installed in apartment complexes difficulties arise, such as the non-presentation of the bins on the scheduled collection date and the level of contamination in the bins.  This may result from the fact that the large containers are used by a number of occupants and with less supervision than would apply in the case of individual household bins  The latter difficulty is being overcome by replacing the standard open lid bins with locked lids and slots.
