Re:  Proposed disposal of plot of land adjoining 66 Ambervale, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to    

       Mr. Alan  Gibbons.

An application has been received from Mr. Alan Gibbons, the owner of No. 66 Ambervale, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to acquire a strip of Council owned land adjoining his dwelling for incorporation into his existing garden in order to increase the size of his garden and to improve access to the rear of the dwelling. The applicant is proposing to provide an extension to the rear and side of the dwelling within the existing boundaries of the property.

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose by way of lease of a strip of land measuring 139 square metres or thereabouts adjoining No. 66 Ambervale, Tallaght, Dublin 24 as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. DEV. 6134-1 to the respective householder, Mr. Alan Gibbons in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1. That the plot shall be disposed of in consideration of the sum of €7,500.00 (seven thousand five hundred euro) to be paid within two months of the date of receipt of the Council’s approval to the disposal.


2. That the lease shall be for a term of 99 years at a nominal rent of €1 per annum (if demanded) with rent reviews every 5 years linked to changes in the Consumer Price Index.

3. That the Lessee shall use the plot for garden purposes ancillary to the existing dwelling only and that no commercial use or buildings shall be permitted thereon.

4. The applicant shall not use the strip of land as access /open space to/for any development or for any business purpose. 

5. That the applicant shall construct an appropriate boundary feature and a planning application shall be submitted for the proposed boundary treatment
6. That the applicant shall obtain the written consent of the Council prior to entering onto the subject plot for the purpose of carrying out any works thereon.

7. That each party shall be responsible for their own legal costs in this matter.

8. That the above proposal is subject to any further terms deemed appropriate by the Council’s Law Agent in leases of this nature.

9. No agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange of contracts  has taken place. 





The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Dublin City Council in 1997 in accordance with the Scheme of Transfer of Lands under the Local Government (Dublin) Act 1993.
