Re: Proposed disposal of land adjacent to No. 91 Castle Lawns, Tallaght, Dublin 24

        – Joseph & Barbara Bergin

An application has been received from Joseph and Barbara Bergin, 91 Castle Lawns, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to acquire a plot of land adjacent to their property,  from the Council.  The strip of land in question had been incorporated into the property some years ago but the householders now wish to regularise the title. 
Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of an area measuring 49.6 square metres or thereabouts, adjacent to 91 Castle Lawns, Tallaght, as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. RE. 0408 to the respective householders, Joseph and Barbara Bergin in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1. That the Council dispose of the subject plot in consideration of the sum of €2,500 (two thousand five hundred euro).


2. That the plot is disposed of with full freehold title and vacant possession.

3. That the applicants shall be responsible for the provision of an appropriate boundary feature along the new boundary line.


4. That each party shall be responsible for their own fees.


5. That the above proposal is subject to the necessary consents and approvals being obtained.

6. That no agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange of contracts has taken place.

The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Siobháin O ‘ Dea in 1964 for housing purposes.
