“That the Manager present a report regarding the upkeep and maintenance of the Rathfarnham Arch on the Lower Dodder Road, in view of the fact that this important landmark/monument has been defaced and damaged and appears to have become quite neglected whereas it should be presented as a gateway landmark to the area and to the County as benefits the history of the structure.”
REPORT:

The Parks Department has sought the advice of a conservation Architect with regard to the current structural condition of the Ely Arch on Lower Dodder Road and has referred a copy of his recommendations to the Council’s Architects Department for consideration.  

In addition, liaison is ongoing with the Council’s Public Lighting section with a view to lighting the Arch.  

The green space area adjoining the Ely Arch at Rathfarnham is maintained as part of the Parks Department’s seasonal grass cutting programme. 

Litter picking and weed control are periodically undertaken as necessary.
