TEMPLEOGUE HOUSE – REFURBISHMENT 
It was proposed by Councillor M. Ardagh and seconded by Councillor S. Laing. 

“That the Manager give a report on the refurbishment of Templeogue House, the proposed management company, access to the undercroft and to give an indication of when Templeogue will be available for use by the community."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Council has recently approved the appointment of design consultants to specify the detailed design work required to refurbish Templeogue House and to indicate the estimated cost involved. 

The final Cost Plan will be available at the end of February and the relevant formal consents will be sought from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, to the works, at that stage. 

The perparatory legal work on the amendments to the lease with TCBC, as reported at the September 2005 meeting of the Committee, is in progress and when this work has advanced sufficiently it is proposed to seek formal Council approval to the changes involved in the lease and to invite tenders from qualified contractors who wish to be considered for the refurbishment project. 

Every effort will be made to ensure that the refurbishment work on the House can commence as soon as possible following the receipt of the approval of the Council to the amendments to the lease. 

As was noted at the September 2005 meeting of the Committee a Campus Management Committee will be established for the whole complex. The Committee will be comprised of representatives of TCBC Bridge Ltd, the Contract Bridge Association of Ireland (CBAI). Templeogue House Development Committee, Templeogue House Licensees and St Michael’s House. This Committee will deal mainly with issues arising relating to car parking, security and maintenance of the car park and the common areas. 

Access to the undercroft is under the control of TCBC Bridge Ltd in accordance with its Liquor Licence, however TCBC officials have stated that they are willing to discuss with the licensees of Templeogue House, when approved, how best to make use of the facility overall within the legal constraints, in the interest of all parties involved.” 


Following contributions from Councillors M. Ardagh, S. Laing and C. Keane, Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

TR/56/06       SWIMMING POOL
It was proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor S. Laing.

"That this Committee discuss the possibility of incorporating a swimming pool into the many developments that are imminent between Stocking Lane and Ballycullen Road, it is imperative that major community facilities are part of such large scale developments coming into an area. To state what proposals can/are being advanced as a swimming pool was envisaged for a site there in a previous development application, this may be achievable as part of a pubic private partnership."  

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Council is not in a position from a planning point of view to compel a private developer to provide a swimming pool as part of a proposed development. Other community facilities such as a community meeting room can sometimes be achieved through the planning process in certain instances, however such community facilities would not include a swimming pool which is a large capital project and is much more costly to provide and manage.

In relation to swimming pools and Public/Private Partnerships (PPP) the Department of Arts Sport and Tourism informed the Council in 2005 that ‘Government policy in relation to the Public Private Partnership process is co-ordinated by the Department of Finance with advice on individual projects available from the National Development Finance Agency.  It states that in general terms, Public Private Partnerships can be a useful vehicle in the provision of large scale infrastructure and amenities to address the needs of expanding communities.  Co-operation between local authorities and the private sector can act as a means of supplementing and expanding such facilities. However while it is open to local authorities to pursue this process in relation to any project which they intend to promote, it is now generally accepted that the scale of investment in a swimming pool project is not sufficiently large to support a formal PPP.’

The Department further reported that the Department of Finance confirmed that there were several considerations which would militate against a PPP approach and that swimming pool projects do not strictly comply with the definition of a viable PPP in terms of scale and optimal transfer of risk to the private sector.”

A discussion ensued to which Councillors, C. Keane, S. Laing, T. McDermott and A. White contributed, Mr. M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised by the members and the report was NOTED.

· Provision of vandal-resistant seating.

· Drainage of entire open space.

· Landscaping to include primarily tree planting with particular consideration of screening out visual and noise impact of adjoining roads.

The upgrade of the open space will commence during 2006 with the planned construction of the perimeter path as discussed with the residents. A sum of €10,000 has been allocated under the 2006 Parks Works Programme to construct a pedestrian pathway along this desire line.  It is expected to commence this work in late spring/early summer when ground conditions are favourable.

"To ask the Manager to organise for the pruning of the trees and topping of the trees to the rear of Brookvale Downs in Rathfarnham?"

REPLY:

The trees at the rear of Brookvale Downs have been examined and it is considered that, in general, they do not require pruning at the present time.  Topping of trees is no longer undertaken in compliance with best practice recommendations with regard to the management of trees. 

However, if there are particular locations or problems to be addressed, residents may contact the Parks Department to re-examine the situation.

"To ask the Manager to outline progress to date and expenditure on the approved Owendoher Linear walk and to outline its schedule for the coming year?"

REPLY:

Works commenced on the Owendoher River Linear Walk during 2005 with the installation of a section of fencing between Springvale and Prospect Manor to close off access along the river bank in the interest of public safety, pending the construction of a pedestrian bridge across the river linking Prospect Manor to Edmondstown Road.  

The proposed footbridge is being provided as part of the development of an apartment complex under construction between the Edmondstown Road and the Owendoher River. The Council has been advised by the developers that this bridge will be completed in April 2006.

The works programme on the Owendoher Linear Walk will continue in 2006 and will be carried out over a number of years.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED and NOTED:

“A meeting was held with representatives from Glendown Residents Association on the 16th March 2005 at which requirements for the development of the open space at Glendown were identified as follows: 

· Provision of a perimeter path to enable locals particularly elderly people to walk as a circuit for exercise.

· Provision of vandal-resistant seating.

· Drainage of entire open space.

· Landscaping to include primarily tree planting with particular consideration of screening out visual and noise impact of adjoining roads.

The upgrade of the open space will commence during 2006 with the planned construction of the perimeter path as discussed with the residents.  A sum of €13,000 has been allocated under the 2006 Parks Works Programme to undertake this footpath construction work.  A draft plan is currently being prepared for discussion with the Glendown Residents Association.”

ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATIONS – SHOPS, SCHOOLS ETC.  
QUESTION:  Councillor C. Keane
"To ask the Manager to state the environmental regulations for shops, schools, residents, duty in keeping the area in front of their premises litter free and clean?"

REPLY:

The primary legislation regarding litter pollution is the Litter Pollution Act 1997 and Section 3 of the Act prohibits the creation of litter by any person “in a public place or in any place that is visible to any extent from a public place”.
Section 6 of the Act requires occupiers of land adjoining a public road to keep footpaths and adjoining areas free of litter.

Section 16 of the Act applies to an occupier of any premises that are used wholly or partly for the purpose of- 

(A) the sale of confectionery, food and drink for consumption off the premises,

(B) the sale of food or drink for consumption on a part of the premises forming open land adjacent to or in the vicinity of the premises,

(C) the sale to the public of fuel for motor vehicles,

(D) a cinema, theatre, concert hall or leisure centre, an amusement arcade or an area for other indoor or outdoor sport or recreation,

(E) a financial institution, having automated equipment for withdrawals, deposits or payments located on an outside location at the premises,

(F) a bookmaking (gaming) business, 

(G)  a bus or rail station, airport or seaport,

(H) a public car part,

(I) a retail shopping centre,

(J) a public business or office park, or an industrial or trading estate,

(K) a public market, whether on a public road, or public land or otherwise,

(L) a camping, caravan or mobile home site,

(M)a school or college

(N) a right of way restricted to the use of rail vehicles, or

(O) such other purpose as may be prescribed.

This section gives the local authority powers to require the taking of special measures regarding litter.  

If there are particular areas of concern the Litter Warden for the area should be contacted so that appropriate action can be taken.

LIDL RETAIL STORE – GREENHILLS ROAD 

It was proposed by Councillor T. McDermott and seconded by Councillor A. White.


"That the Committee discuss, with the aid of a detailed report from the Manager, the role of the Environment Department in assessing  the consequences of building a Lidl retail store on a former landfill site on Greenhills Road (SD05A/0552), how the presence of potentially dangerous material came to the attention of the Council, the steps being taken to rectify it, the possible implications to neighbouring houses regarding odours from gas emissions and the steps being taken to rectify all aspects of the situation. The report should refer to the Council's understanding of the existing readings of critical measures from the site, where they fit within acceptable minimum and maximum tolerances and how potential risks will be managed in the future - in light of the fact that the boundaries of the landfill are not known. The report should also explain why these issues were not addressed in the original planning application (SD04A/0784)."

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Under Planning Reg Ref. SD04A/078A permission was granted for demolition of a building and redevelopment of the Lidl site.  Final grant of permission was issued on 1st February 2005.  However, site investigations and reports by the developer’s consultants indicated the site contained an old landfill, dating back to the 1960s.  According to Council records, the landfill was confined to the Lidl site.  A detailed site investigation by the developer’s consultants was submitted to the Council in September 2005 and was examined by technical staff in the Environmental Services Department.  The reports and recommendations were found to be acceptable and the Planning Department were informed of same.

A revised planning application (SD05A/0552) was made in July 2005 and additional information was received in September 2005,in order to address the landfill and other issues. Permission was granted in October 2005 including the following condition. 

“Gas emissions shall continue to be monitored every six months”. 

The report submitted by the developer outlined the nature of the landfill and the current emissions.  These are at an acceptable level in relation to normal limits, given the recommendation to vent the area, seal the floor and the future monitoring of the site by the developer.  The current levels are low in a vented situation.  The Council will also require the buildings to be monitored internally, a similar practice to that which exists on landfill sites.

It should be noted that a warehouse has existed on the same site as the proposed new building for many years with no reports of any environmental problems.

Liaison is ongoing with a representative of Lidl regarding inspection of the monitoring system which has been put in place.”

Following contributions from Councillors T. McDermott and C. Keane, Mr. J. Kearney, Senior Executive Engineer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
