Glasnevin Cemeteries Group have now responded as follows:

“Our concerns have not changed about allowing unsupervised vehicular access to the access road to Newlands Cross Cemetery, those concerns are generally:

1. Vandalism to the trees, shrubs and landscape of the park / cemetery.

2. Litter – who will clean it up?

3. Speeding vehicles – insurance.

4. Unsavoury activities”

Glasnevin Cemeteries Group have further stated that the Council’s structural proposals are unacceptable to them. 
This matter is being further explored with Glasnevin Cemeteries Group and the Council’s Law Agent has been requested to examine the legal status of the Agreement between Glasnevin Cemeteries Group and South Dublin County Council.
