Item 3:  Interim review of Living with Trees

The following report as circulated was noted:

Review of Tree Management Policy 2015-2020 ‘Living With Trees’

The Council's Tree Management Policy 2015-2020 'Living With Trees' was adopted at a meeting of the Council on July 13, 2015.  

The policy was developed by the Council’s Public Realm section having regard to best practice within the wider local authority and arboricultural sectors on both national and international levels.  The process involved the support and active input of a dedicated working group comprising members of the Environment, Water & Climate Change Strategic Policy Committee.  A draft policy document was published to coincide with a period of public consultation enabling the public to submit comments and observations which were considered by the working group and addressed in the adopted policy.

The Tree Management Policy provides a framework to inform and support decisions made by the Council on the management and development of a sustainable tree population in the County. The Policy acts as a point of reference for the public, Councillors, Council staff and professionally interested people to enable informed discussion and to establish a clearer, consistent and a structured approach to the issues affecting trees. 

The objectives of the policy are:

· Improve tree management and create a safer, healthier tree population

· Implement a proactive, planned programme of cyclical tree maintenance

· Maximise the use of the Council’s resources to provide a better service and give better value for money.

Interim Review

This is a 5-Year management policy which is now into its third year and is scheduled for an interim review in accordance with the relevant specific action listed in the Action Plan which accompanies and supports the Tree Management Policy. It is intended to carry out this interim review during 2018.  

The aim of the review is to:

· Review and assess progress to date on the implementation of the Action Plan

· Confirm whether the vision established by the policy is the right focus

· Provide an updated snapshot of our current tree stock and how the Council manages them

· Reassess aspects of the policy on particular issues that continue to generate ambiguity

· Look at emerging issues

· Assess consistency of relevant policies and actions of the Tree Management Policy with the Council’s Climate Change Action Plan

· Make new policy recommendations as necessary from review process

Since the Tree Management Policy was adopted in 2015, there are a number of policy issues which continue to generate ambiguity.  These issues are reflected through:

· analysis of tree-related enquiries received via the Council’s Customer Contact System

· emerging policies on climate change action

· increasing housing densities

· ongoing conflict between trees and services

· public concerns arising from extreme weather events  

In order to provide further clarity, specific policy issues proposed for review include:

· Trees in conflict with built structures – a clear, corporate protocol is required for resolving issues where tree roots are in conflict with the built environment.  Specific locations include public footpaths, private boundary walls and driveways.

· Guidelines and options for implementation of alternative engineering solutions in order to minimise removal of healthy trees

· Review policy on removal of trees in proximity to public lighting columns in order to minimise loss of healthy trees and address public resistance to current practice

· Trees along riverbanks & watercourses – clarify procedure for resolving issues

· Trees and utilities - procedures and protocols for planning, installation and maintenance of utility apparatus in proximity to trees to be formalised with internal Council Departments and external agencies
· Irish Water Infrastructure Standards – restrictions on tree/shrub planting adjacent to water mains

· Tree root pruning – requirement for policy and guidelines

· Tree planting systems and use of rootbarriers – requirement for policy and guidelines

· Resistance to tree planting in residential streets and open spaces

· Disposal and recycling of timber and green waste

· Dublin Tree Canopy Study published March 2017 – review findings and implications for tree management in South Dublin 

· SDCC Climate Change Action Plan

· Unauthorised removal of trees

· Tree risk management – identifying, prioritising and undertaking tree works according to categorised level of risk

Next Step
In order to progress the review of the Tree Management Policy, as a next step, it is proposed to organise a workshop for key representatives of internal Council departments to discuss issues proposed for review.  

A discussion ensued with focus on public resistance to activity and the need to demonstrate “better reasoning” for decisions made / optimising public space for tree planting instead of kerbside.   Original internal groups / workgroup(s) of the SPC to be revisited as part of the review. 
Item 4 Prelim Report on Street Canvas (Anti-Graffiti Initiative 
The following report as circulated was noted:
As part of the SDCC Litter Management Plan 2015 -2019 / Annual Plans, actions are continuously reviewed with a view to eliminating/ minimising litter which includes visual litter. The issue of graffiti (visual litter) remains high on the agenda. As such the concept of placing art on traffic light boxes in South Dublin County has been extensively explored. This included liaison with Dublin City Council (who have already engaged in such an initiative). Based on this liaison, it was established that the project necessitates the consideration of a multiplicity of issues including suitability of locations, budgetary requirements, planning requirements, insurance requirements, cross departmental liaison and external stakeholder collaboration.
Dublin Canvas project 
Dublin Canvas is a community art platform intended to bring flashes of colour and creativity to everyday objects in the County. The platform takes previously unused public spaces and transforms them into canvases to help brighten up the County.

This platform is an inclusive public art project that acts as a deterrent to visual litter. As of December 2017, the project was in its third year and had completed over 200 pieces of original artwork within the five main Dublin City Council areas.

Dublin Canvas uses traffic light control boxes to exhibit high quality, creative artwork to the public. Traffic light control boxes make perfect canvases to showcase community art as they are always naturally located in high footfall – high traffic areas. The artwork can be enjoyed by pedestrians, cyclist and motorists as they wait for the traffic light to turn green.

Dublin Canvas will begin as a pilot project in the South Dublin County Council area with 48 boxes spread evenly over the six electoral areas. An open call for submissions will be carried out inviting local community groups and artists to submit artwork in line with the application process. The Dublin Canvas Creative Producer has been engaged to co-ordinate the project and the estimated project cost for 2018 is approximately €22,000.

Item 5 Update on Flood Alleviation Schemes and Surface Water Schemes 
The following report as circulated was noted:

The update on the flood alleviation schemes and the surface water schemes is as follows:
Ballycullen Stream Flood Alleviation Scheme
Following a number of flooding events in the Castlefield area, the Drainage Section of the Council has examined the flooding problem and after reviewing various options it has concluded that a duplication of the existing culvert is the preferred solution to alleviate flooding in the area.

The contract for the construction of this scheme was awarded to Clonmel Enterprises Ltd. in February. Works on site are now complete 2 months ahead of schedule. We have now entered the 12 month defects period.

River Poddle Flood Alleviation Scheme
Following the severe flooding event of 24/25th October 2011 the OPW agreed and provided the extra funding to undertake the Catchment Flood Risk Assessment & Management Study (CFRAMS) of the Poddle. The final report on these was forwarded to the OPW who has since approved the Draft Design Brief for the River Poddle Flood Alleviation Scheme. The appointment of consultants is expected in early September. The letter of intent and the letters to the unsuccessful tenderers have been issued. There was an objection from one of the eliminated tenderers. Dublin City Council forwarded the appeal to Engineers Ireland to make an adjudication. Engineers Ireland have upheld the decision of the Tender Assessment Board and the appointment of the consultant is now proceeding. Consultants will be appointed in early February.

In order to progress the environmental assessment for the works at Tymon Park SDCC engaged Roughan & ODonovan following a competition in December. Work on a Winter Habitiat Survey is currently progressing in Tymon Park and the results of this will feed into the Environment Assessment for the project.

Camac Flood Alleviation Scheme
The overall scheme for the Camac did not meet the OPW cost benefit criteria to progress work on the river in its entirety. A steering group has been set up to consider works at specific locations on the Camac River, SDCC and the OPW have met on site and walked the Camac. The OPW have drafted a brief for the appointment of Consultants to carry out the design of flood alleviation measures at these specific locations and this is currently being reviewed by SDCC and DCC. 
Whitechurch Stream Flood Alleviation Scheme
As part of the Dodder CFRAMS there is a proposed scheme for the Whitechurch Stream. The OPW have confirmed funding for the procurement of a consultant engineer for the scheme. We are currently drafting a design brief for this and will submit the brief when complete to the OPW prior to engaging the consultant through the DCC framework.

 Item 7 2017 – Item referred by Council – Scramblers

The following report as circulated was noted :

The following item was referred to the November 2017 Council Meeting having initially been considerd and  referred from  October 2017 Clondalkin ACM.
''That this committee asks for a task force to be convened to look at what can be done to combat the issue of Scramblers and Quads, the behaviour is causing ongoing distress to many residents, it is both anti-social and a dangerous behaviour, The Task force should include Elected Reps, Guards, Safety Forums reps, Council Reps (Particularly Anti-social unit), Crosscare rep and any other required member ''

REPORT:
The Council is acutely aware of long and on-going problems associated with scramblers and has been in liaison with An Garda Síochána in relation to this issue.

Public Realm works have been initiated in attempts to combat the problem e.g. run of 1.2 metre high fencing along the side of the green space areas, provision of bollards etc.,

Similarly, An Garda Síochána, South Dublin County Council and Motorcycling Ireland launched an awareness campaign about the correct use of quads bikes and scramblers in advance of Christmas 2016. This campaign requested parents who were considering buying these bikes as a Christmas present for their child to make sure that they were informed as to the legal requirements around these bikes and the use of them.

It is considered that the Council's parks and Open Spaces Byelaws are sufficiently strong to enable enforcement by AGS within the Council’s parks and open spaces and Claude 3.1 h refers as follows "....... save with the permission of the Council, no person shall bring into a Park any Mechanically Propelled Vehicle which includes for the avoidance of doubt motorcycles, motor-cross / quad bikes or other powered vehicles. Such vehicles may be removed from the park / open space by An Garda Síochána".

While it is acknowledged that there may be / is difficulty in bringing successful prosecutions, the Council passed a motion at the January 2017 Council meeting calling for the introduction of primary legislation to regulate ownership and use of vehicles. The Minister for Justice’s reply at that time indicated that such legislation would require a review of road traffic legislation and the communication had been referred to that Department.  As no response was received from the Minister for Transport, Tourism and Sport, a reminder was recently issued to his office.

As the problem is not limited to the Clondalkin area, it may be appropriate that the potential establishment of a county wide task force be considered jointly by the Environment Public Realm and Climate Change and Land Use Planning & Transportation SPC.  

It was agreed that this item be considered by this and the Land Use Planning & Transportation SPCs. End of Report to SPC

Cllr Francis Timmons was nominated from the EPR&CC membership and the item will be considered by the Land Use & Transportation SPC at the next meeting.

It was acknowledged that given the regional aspect of the problem that the task Force would  require a regional dimension and will be forwarded to the DLAs for consideration.
