"That this Committee calls 
on the Manager to install a litter bin adjacent to the public open space at Ard Mhaca, Old Bawn.  This area is located within the catchments area of the shopping centre and is used by students and public alike as access.  The Council policy of not placing bins in housing estates should not apply in this case.”
Report:
The question of the placing litter bins within estates was referred to the Environment Strategic Policy Committee at a number of meetings in 2005 as it would involve a substantial change in policy if housing estates in the County were to be serviced by litter bins. 
The reports presented to the Committee, which are available on the members net, stated that it would not be possible to introduce such a change to the litter bin collection service.  The Committee noted however that the Council is willing to consider in exceptional cases the installation of litter bins in a limited number of locations in housing estates where there is through pedestrian traffic going to and from shops, parks or schools. Following discussion at the November meeting the Committee agreed the matters outlined in the report.  Accordingly locations described as above should be notified to the Environmental Services Department and each case will be considered on its individual merits having regard to budgetary provision.
The location at Ard Mhacha has been examined in light of the above and it is considered to be an exceptional case due to its proximity to Aylesbury shopping centre.  Accordingly a litter bin will be installed at this location.
