“To ask the Manager to ascertain the ownership of the piece of land (including the pedestrian access) adjacent to 49 Ashfield Ave, Kingswood Heights and will the Manager please note the history of severe anti-social activity at this location and the consequent effects on nearby residents and will the Manager make a statement on the issue?”

Reply:

These lands are maintained by the Council’s Parks Department on foot of a Deed of Dedication from the developer of the estate. Title to the lands was not transferred to the Council and is currently registered to Drumlish Homes Ltd.  The Council is endeavouring to have the lands concerned registered in the Council’s name. The pedestrian pathway running through this strip of open space land has been taken in charge by the Roads Department and the area contains a number of underground services. A detailed report on this matter is being submitted to the Committee at Headed Item No.11 under Roads Business.
