Limekiln Road car park
QUESTION:   Councillor

“To ask the Manager to outline to this committee the plans he has to develop the car park on Limekiln Road following the removal of a number of trees that surround the car park and will he make a statement of the issue?"
REPLY:

Trees and scrub, comprising mostly poplar and sycamore species, were recently removed to improve security and promote greater usage of the car park serving Tymon Park from Limekiln Road.  

The area will be temporarily reinstated with grass and secured with bollards pending the preparation of a plan to upgrade the car park in tandem with the proposed development of a new sports pavilion.  Proposals for the redevelopment of the car park will include a revised layout for both vehicular and pedestrian access to the park, provision of an increased number of car park spaces and new tree and shrub planting.  

A plan illustrating these proposals will be presented to a future meeting of the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee.
