REPLY:

The anti-social behaviour unit deals with Council owned estates and its brief does not extend to private estates.  

Discussions are ongoing with residents of Brookwood to identify measures to address the issue of anti-social behaviour in the area.  

Thinning and pruning of undergrowth has been recently undertaken to reduce cover and deter loitering in the vicinity of the riverside walkway.

Residents are advised to contact the Gardai when they observe occurrences of anti social behaviour.
