“To ask the Manager to report on the list of fines issued in the last six months for dumping offences, including fly-tipping, in the County.  What court actions have been pursued and to date what judgements have been delivered?”

Reply:

In the period September 2005 to February 2006, inclusive, there were 445 Litter Fines issued for various offences under the Litter Pollution Act, 1997 (as amended).  Some 23 cases were referred to the County Solicitor over this period.  Twenty-nine cases were heard in the District Court, with 26 cases resulting in convictions.  Court fines of €13,950 were imposed.  In addition, the courts awarded €2,900 legal costs and €2,400 cleanup costs in favour of the Council.
