Knockmeenagh Lane, Clondalkin

John F. Kennedy Drive/Avenue, Blue Bell Industrial Estate

Smith’s Lane off Old Court Road, Tallaght

Kiltalown Lane, Tallaght

Piperstown/Cunard, Dublin Mountains

All the locations mentioned above are patrolled on a regular basis by the  Council’s Litter Wardens and fines and prosecutions are initiated when appropriate evidence can be found. The Council relies on the vigilance of the public to report incidences of dumping and to assist with identification of offenders where possible.
