Question:
Councillor J. Lahart
“To ask the Manager what the compliance rate is in the county with the Environmental Charge; how many waivers have been availed of; how many court proceedings are pending; how many residents/clients are in default?”
Reply:

A total of 77,000 householders approximately have clear waste charge accounts in respect of the period of the fixed  Environmental Waste Charge i.e 2002 to January 2004.

In 2005 a total of 15,700 householders approximately had the benefit of a waiver of the charge. This figure is subject to change as applications are reviewed. 
There are 4088 householders who have partial arrears of the fixed charge. A further 3510 owe the full amount. The Council has and will continue to enter into an agreement with householders who wish to pay off the arrears by instalments. Many householders are availing of this arrangement. 

The Council has not yet initiated legal proceedings for recovery of outstanding Environmental Waste Charges but may have to resort to legal proceedings in due course if these amounts remain unpaid.
