Re: South Dublin County Council Compulsory Purchase (Outer Ring Road - 
Balgaddy to Kingswood) Order, 2001.

Acquisition of portion of Plot 14 and exchange of lands at Baldonnell Little –

South Dublin County Council and St. Francis Football Club Limited.
The South Dublin County Council Compulsory Purchase (Outer Ring Road – Balgaddy to Kingswood) Order, 2001 was confirmed with modifications by An Bord Pleanala on 12th December, 2001.  Notice to Treat was served on 3rd April 2002 and Notice of Intention to Enter was served on 30th September 2002 on St. Francis Football Club Limited, who have a freehold interest in Plot 14 of the aforementioned Compulsory Purchase Order.

The Chief Valuer was instructed to negotiate compensation for the acquisition of St. Francis Football Club Limited’s interest in the plot and he now recommends the following settlement terms and conditions as being fair and reasonable:-

1. That the monetary compensation shall be in the sum of €40,000 (forty thousand euro).

2. That the Council shall, on completion of registration to the Council of the lands and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 and in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000, dispose of the unencumbered freehold title with vacant possession of the land outlined in coloured yellow on the attached Drawing No. St. Francis 100/1 for no consideration, measuring 225 square metres approximately.

3. That St. Francis Football Club Limited shall retain title to the area to the area of circa 83 square metres or thereabouts coloured green on attached Drawing No. St. Francis/100/1.

4. That St. Francis Football Club Limited shall transfer unencumbered freehold title in possession to the land of circa 931 square metres or thereabouts shown coloured red on the attached map no. St. Francis/100/1.

5. That accommodation works are as built and agreed between the Council’s Roads Department and Mr. Paul O’Connell, St. Francis Football Club Limited’s architect.

6. That all outstanding charges, rates and taxes (if any) on the land shall be cleared prior to completion of transaction.

7. That the Council shall be prepared to pay St. Francis Football Club Limited’s legal costs of conveyancing, together with an architect’s fee (to Mr. Paul O’Connell) of €2,500 plus VAT (if applicable) and a valuer’s fee of €1,500 plus VAT (if applicable).

8. That the above proposal is subject to satisfactory proof of title.
Accordingly, I recommend that in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 the Council, on completion of registration of title to the Council of the lands, dispose of an area of land comprising 225 square metres or thereabouts, coloured yellow on Drawing No. St. Francis/100/1 at Baldonnell Little to St. Francis Football Club Limited on the foregoing terms and conditions as recommended by the Chief Valuer.
The lands to be disposed of were acquired from Shireen Properties Limited for road purposes in January 2006 (Land Registry Dealing Number D2006DN005180U refers).
