QUESTION: Councillor Joe Neville

To ask the Manager to have removed and or radically pruned the bushes adjacent to the old Crosswinds site on the Old Belgard Road in view of the recorded history of anti-social activity at this location and the amount of litter/debris recently uncovered by the concerted cleanup organised by Belgard Heights Residents Association in recent weeks and will the Manager make a statement on the matter?."

Reply:

The existing boundary between the Crosswinds site and the adjoining open space consists of a hedgerow and mature trees which is generally in good condition.  
There is evidence to suggest that the cover provided by the hedgerow is being used for anti-social activity.  However, in the circumstances it would not be desirable to remove the hedgerow altogether as it has some wildlife value and it does help to screen this demolition site from public view.   
Arrangements will however be made to have the hedgerow cut back on the side facing the open space and this will be carried out as part of the works programme for the area.
