Schedule 2, Part 1, Class 31 (f) of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 states that cabinets forming part of a telecommunications system are exempted development provided the volume above the ground level of any such cabinet shall not exceed 2 cubic metres externally.

If the connection boxes referred to in the question conform to these requirements planning permission is not required, but otherwise it is.

ENFORCEMENT ACTION

QUESTION:
Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager for an up to date report on enforcement action against the owner of *details supplied and will the Manager please note that four more caravans have now moved in to this location and will  the Manager make a statement on the issue?"

REPLY:
An Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 issued to the owner of the above lands on 6th January 2004 requiring that within a period of one month from the date of the Notice that the hard standing be removed and that the use of the lands for a car sales business cease. 

As the Enforcement Notice was not complied with, legal proceedings under Section 154(8) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 were initiated.  The matter came before the Dublin District Court on 14th December 2004.  However, the case was Struck Out due to a difficulty in serving a summons on the owner/ occupiers of the land. 

Further investigations have been carried out by Planning Enforcement, including an inspection of the lands on 21st September 2005, during which the Planning Inspector noted that the area of hard standing had been removed. 

The lands were re-inspected on 17th February 2006.  The Planning Inspector has reported that on the day of inspection there were 4 no. caravans/mobile homes had been placed on the lands and were in use as dwellings.   There were also 7 no. vehicles parked on the lands.  The entire curtilage of the dwelling was set out in hard surface/ black-top and was in use for the parking of caravans and motor vehicles. 

As a result of the difficulties experienced in relation to previous enforcement action on the above lands, a decision has been made to initiate further enforcement action against the registered owner of the lands pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.  The co-operation and assistance of the Gardai have been sought in this regard. 

Accordingly, a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 will be served on the registered owner of the lands in relation to (i) the placing of caravans/ mobile homes on the lands and their use as dwellings (ii) the setting out of the entire curtilage of the dwelling in hard surface and its use for the parking/storing of caravans and motor vehicles. 

The Councillor will be kept informed as the investigation of these lands progresses.

LEGAL ACTION AGAINST COMMERCIAL PREMISES

"To ask the Manager for a detailed update on what legal action can or has been taken against *details supplied and will the Manager please note that this commercial premises is directly behind a residential estate and both light incursions and commercial activity are taken place both early in the morning and late at night and will the Manager make a statement on the issue?"
REPLY:
Following receipt of a written complaint, the lands at Unit 11 Broomhill Industrial Estate, Tallaght, Dublin 24 were inspected by the Planning Inspector.

A Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 issued to the owner/occupier of the above lands on 2nd December 2005 in relation  to the erection of 2 no. high intensity lights at the rear of the premises and the erection of fencing that my not be considered to be exempted development.  As a person served with this letter, the owner/occupier may make submissions or observations in writing to the Planning Authority regarding the contents of the Warning Letter within four weeks of the date of the service of the letter.
A submission received in response to the Warning Letter is currently under consideration by Planning Enforcement and a decision on the service of an Enforcement Notice in relation to this matter will be made shortly.

The Environmental Health Officer has been requested to investigate and comment on the intensity of the illumination provided to the rear of the premises.

The Councillor will be kept informed as this investigation progresses.

PLANNING ENFORCEMENT COMPLAINTS

QUESTION:

“To ask the County Manager to detail the number of planning enforcement complaints received within each local electoral area in South Dublin County Council, the number of these complaints deemed valid and of those the number not pursued, the number pending and the number successfully pursued through the Courts by way of enforcement proceedings for 2003, 2004 and 2005 in this area, the total number employed within the enforcement section to deal with such complaints and the average waiting time in each of the years mentioned above before the issues raised by a complainant are resolved and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:

Upon receipt of a written complaint in relation to alleged unauthorised development, Planning Enforcement investigate the matter fully and take any enforcement action deemed necessary in each case.

Details of each enforcement case are stored on a database using a centralised reference number, and as such it is not possible to provide enforcement statistics on an electoral area basis.

The length of time taken for issues raised by complainants to be resolved varies from case to case.  Under the Planning & Development Act 2000 a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Act must be served within 6 weeks from the date the complaint was received.  If a Section 154 Enforcement Notice is to be served, that must happen within 12 weeks from the date of the Warning Letter.

*The number of cases proceeding to District Court hearings in 2005 was affected by a High Court Decision on 18.03.2005 (Dundalk Town Council-V-Bill Lawlor).  This related to the requirements of a S154 Enforcement Notice dealing with works to be carried out and the time specified for compliance in the Notice.  Thus the issuing of any new Enforcement Notices and the taking of prosecutions was put on hold during part of 2005 pending the receipt of Counsel’s advice on the implications of the High Court case.  The issuing of S154 Notices has resumed in accordance with advice received.

It was also decided that more complex cases should be dealt with under S160 in the Circuit/High Courts where evidence is provided by affidavit and the level of proof is less onerous.  Enforcement Notices are not usually served in respect of actions taken under S160 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.

PLANNING INFRINGEMENT COMPLAINTS

REPLY:

Under the Planning & Development Act 2000 a Warning Letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Act must be served within 6 weeks from the date the complaint was received by the Planning Authority.  

Accordingly the Planning Inspector has up to 6 weeks to investigate the contents of a complaint, carry out a site inspection, and submit a recommendation on the service of a Warning Letter or other enforcement action that may be deemed necessary.  However, the average time taken to investigate alleged unauthorised development is 3-4 weeks after the receipt of the complaint.

PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT AT SITE SOUTHWEST OF OLD MILL PUB, OLD BAWN, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Development Plan

A portion of the site Southwest of Old Mill Pub, Oldbawn, Tallaght is zoned LC – To protect, provide for and/or improve local centre facilities.

The remainder of the site is zoned G – to protect and improve high amenity areas.  Residential development is only permitted in the area if it accords with the rural housing policy

There are two Specific Local Objectives which pertain to the site

SLO 107 – to investigate the development of lands at Old Bawn for amenity purposes, in conjunction with the development of lands adjacent to the Old Mill Public House.

SLO 57 – Dodder Valley linear Park – Improvements  - Provide for the continued development of the Dodder Valley Linear Park including continued development of a walk along the Dodder River,  and also including development and expansion of  the Dodder Valley Linear Park by securing public access along the river bank from Oldbawn to Bohernabreena.

Planning Application

On 23rd September 2005 planning application Register Reference No. SD05A/0806 was received from Contorus Ltd. The proposed developments is for 

(1) Ceding approximately 3 hectares fronting onto Kiltipper Road to South Dublin County Council for future development of a public park;  

(2) a residential development of forty units in six blocks, varying in height from one to three storeys, fronting onto Bohernabreena Road:  two of these blocks will also contain basement level storage and parking for a total of 42 cars;  further surface level parking will be provided for 20 cars;  

(3) a two storey building in the existing car park of the Old Mill Pub fronting onto Old Bawn Road - it is to contain two restaurants at ground floor level (500 sq.m.), with terraces facing the new park and office space at first floor level (533 sq.m.);  

(4) the replacement of existing parking spaces lost to the new building to the southwest side of the Old Mill Pub.

At a site southwest of Old Mill Pub, Old Bawn, Tallaght, Dublin 24
On 15th November 2005 a request was issued for Additional Information relating mainly to matters of detail (see appendix 1)

The applicant responded to this request on 10th February 2006

Assessment
The commercial elements of the proposal, comprising two restaurants and offices, fall within the LC zoning (to protect, provide for and/or improve local centre facilities) and are acceptable in principle in this zoning.

The residential element, comprising forty units in six blocks, varying in height from one to three storeys, is within the G Zone (to protect and improve high amenity areas), and would materially contravene the zoning objective for that portion of the site.

Departmental reports

Environmental Services – no objections subject to conditions 
Dublin City Council  - no objections, subject to conditions.

Parks Department have no objection to the proposed development, subject to conditions.  They recommend that in the event of a grant the applicant be conditioned to provide a financial contribution of €5,000 per unit to facilitate the development of the 3 hectares it is proposed to be ceded as part of this application.

Roads Department  - no objections, subject to conditions

Part V – Social/Affordable Housing

The applicants have stated that they will comply with any statutory requirements under the Act in relation to Part V but have pointed out that it is unclear as to whether this site, due to its zoning, is exempt from complying with Part V.  In the event that they are required to comply with Part V the applicants have offered block F for this requirement.  Block F contains 6 apartments.

However it is considered that the proposed scheme is acceptable in that it:

· Will be furthering the objectives for the development of the Dodder Valley Linear Park as outlined in the South Dublin County Council Development plan 2004 – 2010.  This will be brought about by the ceding of 3 hectares of land into public ownership to form a public park with frontage onto Kiltipper Road and pedestrian access from Bohernabreena Road and Kiltipper Road.  €5000 per residential unit will be levied from the developer in order to landscape and develop the public park element.

· Provides passive surveillance of the Dodder Valley at this location which has been subject to antisocial activities

· Enhances and strengthens the local centre of Oldbawn by providing a mix of sustainable uses and services for the local community including some new office units and restaurants.

· Enhances and strengthens the local centre of Oldbawn by providing the development of a new street frontage onto the Oldbawn Road

It is therefore recommended that the material contravention procedure be initiated in accordance with section 34 (6) of the Planning and Development Act 2000.

Appendix 1 – Request for Additional Information

1. The applicant is advised that the proposed development would infringe upon two significant watermains on the site, and is therefore unacceptable. The applicant is requested to submit revised plans showing the exact route of the existing Dublin City Council watermains and the proposed Boherboy Water Supply watermains crossing the site. The applicant is requested to revise the layout of the proposed development to ensure that the proposed development would not be within the permanent wayleave areas.

2. The applicant is requested to carry out trial holes (under the supervision of staff from the Water Division of Dublin City Council), in order to verify the horizontal and vertical alignment of the arterial watermains within the development site. The applicant shall outline measures to ensure the protection of said watermains. The applicant shall submit same for the approval of the Planning Authority.

3. With regard to water provision, the applicant is requested to submit a watermain layout for the proposed development. This shall clearly show pipe sizes, pipe class, pipe route, location of all valves and hydrants as well as the proposed connection to the public watermain. The new watermain shall be looped or interconnected, to facilitate self- cleansing, rather than terminating in duckfoot hydrants. No part of any building shall be more than 46m from the nearest fire hydrant.

4. No foul drainage information has been submitted with this application. The applicant is requested to submit foul water drainage plans for the proposed development showing the location of all proposed drains, sewers, pipe sizes, gradients, manhole cover and invert levels within the site boundary, up to and including connection to the existing public sewer.

5. No surface water drainage information has been submitted with this application. The applicant is requested to submit surface water drainage plans for the proposed development, including basements, showing the location of all proposed drains, sewers, pipe sizes, gradients, manhole cover and invert levels within the site boundary, up to and including proposed point of final disposal.


6. The applicant is requested to submit details of proposed underground utilities in the vicinty of such aforementioned watermains, and shall consult with the Water Division of Dublin City Council and the Environmental Services of South Dublin County Council, to ensure compliance with requirements in relation to clearances and the protection of such watermains. The applicant is advised that, in general, no manhole or other underground service should be located within five metres of either of the watermains traversing the site. Any foul sewer pipe crossing the pipes should do so at right angles and should be constructed in an approved unjointed pipe across the full width of the wayleave. The applicant shall submit  revised drawings of same for the agreement of the Planning Authority.

7. The applicant has not outlined internal access doors to first floor bedrooms of Apartment One of Blocks B and C. These apartments have fenestration proposals on the northern elevation of the blocks. The applicant is requested to submit revised drawings for the agreement of the Planning Authority, outlining internal access doors to said apartments.

8. The applicant is requested to submit to the Planning Authority, for the agreement of the Parks Department, a detailed landscape plan with full works specification (including timescale for implementation), maintenance programme for a period of at least eighteen months and bill of quantities for the development of the open space immediately surrounding the residential development.  This plan to include grading, top-soiling, seeding, paths, seating, drainage, boundary treatment, planting and tree planting as necessary.  These works to be in accordance with South Dublin County Council's Guidelines for Open Space Development & Taking in Charge available from the Parks and Landscape Services Department.

9. The applicant is requested to submit to the Planning Authority, for the agreement of the Parks Department, a detailed landscape plan with full works specification (including timescale for implementation), maintenance programme for a period of at least eighteen months and bill of quantities for the development of the open space immediately surrounding the proposed restaurant building and the car park.  This plan to include grading, top-soiling, seeding, paths, seating, drainage, boundary treatment, planting and tree planting as necessary.  These works to be in accordance with South Dublin County Council's Guidelines for Open Space Development & Taking in Charge available from the Parks and Landscape Services Department.

10. The applicant is requested to submit to the Planning Authority, for the agreement of the Parks Department, a revised site layout plan to show pedestrian access gates to be provided into the area to be ceded for the development of a park at the following locations: : the Old Mill Pub Car Park; the proposed residential development; the area to the east of River Dodder off Old Bawn Road; the area west of river Dodder off Old Bawn Road; opposite the junction at Riverview.

11. The applicant is requested  to submit to the Planning Authority, for the agreement of the Parks Department, a detailed tree survey. This should indicate the location, species, age, condition, crown spread and height of trees/hedges/scrub. Information should be given on the proposals for removal/retention of these trees and measures proposed to protect them during the course of the development.

12. The applicant is requested to submit to the Planning Authority, for the agreement of the Parks Authority, details of proposed boundary treatments of the residential scheme and for the area to be ceded for the development of the future park.

13. The applicant has not outlined private amenity space, for Apartment 3, Block B and Apartment 3, Block C. This is considered unacceptable and not in compliance with Development Plan standards. The applicant is requested to revise the design of Blocks B and C, to allow for private amenity space in the form of private terraces to aforementioned units. The applicant is requested to submit revised drawings of same for the agreement of the Planning Authority.


14. The applicant is requested to submit proposals to ensure avoidance of overlooking from Block F onto ground floor terraces of block E.

15. The applicant is requested to provide details of bin storage and cycling storage facilities for the proposed development - both residential and commercial elements. The applicant is also requested to submit design proposals for such facilities, including ventilation and water supply proposals. The applicant is requested to submit associated drawings of same for the agreement of the Planning Authority.

16. The applicant is requested to submit photomontages of the proposed development when viewed from the Old Bawn Road and also from the new park area (Kiltipper Road)."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“The Proposal

An application was received, dated 2 November 2005, from Harcourt Developments Ltd to initiate the procedure for the variation of the County Development Plan in order to facilitate the development of the proposed LUAS line to City West/Saggart.

Objectives in the South Dublin County Council Development Plan

The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010 includes the following Public Transport Policy and Specific Local Objective



7.6.3 Policy T 6: Extension of LUAS / Light Rail Transit (LRT)



7.6.3.i

It is the policy of the Council to extend the LRT system to serve the Lucan area as proposed in the DTO strategy ‘A Platform for Change’. It is also the policy of this Council to facilitate the extension of the LRT system to the Oldbawn area, to Clondalkin and to Citywest, and to promote the extension of LUAS to the Rathfarnham, Terenure, Knocklyon, Ballycullen and Oldcourt areas and to reserve final lines for LUAS-LRT when they have been agreed. The Council will continue to pursue this policy at every available opportunity.
Specific Local Objective

No. 40 LRT – Extension

Promote the extension of the proposed Light Rail Transit System (LRT) from:

a) the Naas Road (N7) to Clondalkin.

b) Tallaght Town Centre to Citywest and Old Bawn.

It order to promote these objectives it is considered appropriate that the lands adjacent to the proposed alignment be zoned for development as set out in Section 11.7 of the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010 Density Considerations.  Provisions of this section of the Development Plan provide guidelines for the correlation between development density and walking distances to high quality public transport modes.  In this instance, the maximum direct distance between the proposed City West/Saggart LUAS line and the northern boundary of the subject lands would be approximately 700metres.  Thus these lands, in particular those areas within a 400m walk band from a LUAS stop, are identified according to criteria in the Development Plan, as suitable for higher residential densities.

Description of Subject Lands

The subject lands (see attached map) consist of greenfield sites and are circa 30.4ha (c.73 ac.) in area.  The southern boundary of the subject lands at Fortunestown Lane adjoins the proposed alignment of the intended LUAS extension from Cookstown, Tallaght to City West/Saggart. The northern (Bianconi Avinue) and eastern boundaries adjoin City West Business Park.  The eastern boundary adjoins an area zoned “A1” zoning objective and the western boundary (Garter Lane) adjoins the City West Golf Course in the South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010 

.

Submission to the Draft South Dublin County Development Plan 2004 – 2010

The greater proportion of the lands proposed for the Variation was the subject of Submission No. D00382 to the Draft South Dublin County Development Plan 2004 – 2010, received on 24 February 2004, requesting a change of zoning from “GB” to “A1”.  The recommendation of the Manager, not to change the zoning was upheld by the Council in July 2004. 

However, the Council rejected the Manager’s recommendation regarding the rezoning the lands to the east of the subject lands from Objective ‘E’ To provide for Enterprise, Employment and Related Uses to Objective “A1” To provide for new Residential Communities in accordance with Approved Areas Plans.

Therefore the isolation of these lands from adjoining residentially zoned lands, one of the grounds for the rejection of the submission to the Draft Plan, has been overcome.

In addition, the Development Plan includes a Specific Local Objective with respect to an extension of the LRT to City West/Saggart.  Thus the circumstances of these lands have materially changed.

Proposed Change of Zoning and an Additional Specific Local Objective

It is proposed to amend Development Plan Maps No. 3 and No.4 to show the rezoning of the subject lands , currently zoned “GB”, “To preserve a Green belt between development areas,”  to 

‘A1’ “To provide for new Residential Communities in accordance with Approved Area Plans”, subject to a specific local objective and to amend the Written Statement to show
Specific Local Objective of the subject lands No.124

“Planning permission for development in accordance with an approved area plan shall not be issued until such time as the construction of the LUAS extension to City West/Saggart has commenced.”

Summary of procedures regarding the variation of a Development Plan

A variation of a Development Plan is provided for under Section 13 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended).  This includes –

· Public advertisement,

· Notifications to the Minister for Environment, Heritage & Local Government and other authorities,

· Preparation of a County Manager’s Report on these submission/ observations.  This Report to include the Manager’s response to the submissions/observations.  The report should be submitted to the Members within 4 weeks following the closing date for the receipt of submissions.

· The proposed variation and the County Manager’s Report to be considered by the Members within 6 weeks of the submission to them of the Manager’s Report.

· A variation of a Development Plan shall have effect from the date the variation is made.

The extinguishment of a right of way in a private estate also requires an extinguishment order and the method of closure is approved by the Roads Department and carried out by the residents.  In these circumstances, title to the land remains with the Developer of the estate.  The Roads Department in such circumstances stipulate that the closure be of a permanent nature on the advice of the Law Agent.

Applications in the above have been received from the residents of Balrothery through Housing Maintenance Section and are currently being processed.

“The land on which the pedestrian way and open space stand was dedicated to the Council by Sylvan Homes Ltd on 1st November, 1985 (Development Dept File FOR 1444 refers)

This pedestrian way (Drawing No. RE0605 refers) is 1.5m wide and is centrally located within a slot of open space some 14.5m wide.  Laneways at Walnut Avenue and Walnut Drive which had access onto this area were closed in October, 1998 in an effort to alleviate the situation.

The area, because of its openness and proximity to the shops and more particularly to the back of the shops where bins are stored, suffers from littering, both dropped litter and litter blown from bins.  Parks Department will carry out a clean up of the area and Environment Services have been contacted with a view to addressing the issue of litter.  Contact has also been made with the local Gardai in an effort to address the issue of anti-social behaviour.

This pedestrian way provides easy access to the shops, schools, church, community centre and bus stop for the people of Ashfield Avenue, Dunmore Grove and Kingswood Castle and is extensively used day and night to access these facilities.  The slot which contains the open space and pedestrian way also contains outfall services, foul and surface water sewers as well as watermains, NTL and ESB services.  (Drawing RE 0605a refers).

Even if extinguishment was successful, there still remains the problem of how to adequately secure the area and because of the presence of services, the land is of no value to adjoining owners.

For the reasons stated above, closure of the laneway is not recommended.

One option which may be available is that of infill housing however, this would have to be investigated by our Housing/Architects Section and would involve the diversion of services”.

BOHERNABREENA/BALLINASCORNEY - HGV's

"That this committee calls for an on-site meeting to be held without delay to discuss and resolve the present danger arising from the use of roads in the Bohernabreena/Ballinascorney area by HGV’s."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ and NOTED:
“The Balinascorney and Aghfarrell Roads provide access to a number of quarrying operations which by their nature require access by heavy goods vehicles (HGVs) on a regular basis. There have been numerous meetings held with, and representations received from, residents and business operators in the Ballinascorney area over the years, all seeking to ban movement by HGVs on the Ballinascorney road fronting their properties. This is considered unreasonable given that the quarry operators are entitled to pursue their activities and avail of the public roads in doing so. Access to the quarrying operations from the Aghfarrell end is via Brittas Village.  The requirements of the Ballinacorney residents must be balanced against those of the Brittas Village residents, including the local National School, in any measures proposed to improve the overall situation. 

In addressing the matter to date, the Council has introduced three tonne limits at either end of the Ballinascorney Road which prohibits access by any HGV through traffic, i.e. any HGVs not having the quarrying operations as their destination or point of origin. In addition, various signing and lining improvements have been introduced to improve safe driving practices along the route by all users, and the speed limit between Bohernabreena and Brittas has been reduced to 60 km/h in lieu of the standard limit for non-national routes of 80 km/h. It is considered that the measures introduced to date provide an adequate response to the concerns of the Ballinascorney residents, while having regard to the needs of other users and occupants along the entire route from Bohernabreena to Brittas. This is borne out by the accident records for this route, which compare favourably with similar routes in the county”.
Councillor C. Jones requested the Motion be RE-ENTERED on the Agenda for the next meeting of Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Roads Business.
