Report:
The investigation of anti social behaviour activities is a matter for the Gardai. However various Council Departments assist where possible in helping to minimise the opportunities for such behaviour.

The Litter Warden patrols the area referred to in the Motion on a regular basis and if appropriate identifying evidence can be found fines are issued for dumping and littering.  The Cleansing Section has cleaned away broken down walls on cycle tracks and burnt out rubbish on green open spaces at this location in the last few months.  The Environmental Services Department will continue to liaise closely with the Estate Management staff for this area and with the Parks Department in an effort to have the area kept in as clean a condition as possible.
