A policy on Directional Signing was adopted by the Council at the Council Meeting on 12/10/2020 having previously been considered and approved by the Land Use, Planning and Transport Strategic Policy  Committee on 24/09/2020.

The policy relates to Local Directional Signing
“3.9	Local Direction Signs (LDS) are signs that provide directions for people to places of local interest (i.e. services and facilities) and are aimed at pedestrians and cyclists.”

Which has the purpose of

“3.11	The purpose of LDS is to provide people with information relating to how they can find their way to, and around, an area and what they can do while there. The intention is that having a consistent style, format and content within Local Directional Signs helps people find their way wherever they are in Dublin. The purpose is to ensure a consistency of style, layout and approach to maximise impact and visibility for visitors throughout the Greater Dublin Area.”

“3.12	The following are those locations where the Local Directional Signs should be provided:

· Tallaght Town Centre, the 9 historic villages and District Centres 
· Public parks and open spaces
· Key transport nodes                                                                                                                                      
· Heritage and cultural trails “

It is now proposed , for each ACM area, to select one potential signing scheme under each of the identified categories to proceed with more detailed examination and possible detailed design.

It is not intended to implement any heritage scheme currently as further research and examination is required to identify the most suitable schemes.

The following locations have been identified as the most suitable , at the current time, as  candidates for the initial tranche of schemes for examination and possible roll out.
