A Safety and Inclusivity Study in Clondalkin within the context of Gender based violence in public spaces 

Niall Noonan gave this report written by Lorraine Mc Mahon, a copy of the presentation to be circulated to all members.
Cllrs Bailey, O’Donovan, Moynihan, King, Deputy Ward, Noreen Byrne, and Chief Superintendent contributed by welcoming and complimenting the report. Issues raised included:

· Young people get bad press and groups of young people are not necessarily involved in ASB.

· Need to address entrances to Collinstown Park but good to see the playground completed.

· Black lane (path from Neilstown shops to Woodavens) need to consider recommendation of Parks not to install lighting contrasted to the recommendation in the report a conversation on this needs to take place with the JPC.

· The research cost €20,000 and a key part was the Women’s Safety Audit

· The only previous report was the national SAVI report in 2002.

· To carry out a similar piece of work in other areas in the County would need funding to be identified.

· It is important to recognise that creating safe public spaces is not just a policing issue.

· Restorative circles as a discussion on how groups interact. 

· National crime prevention through environmental design is available from An Garda Siochana

The minutes were proposed by Emma Murphy, seconded by Cathal King and agreed as a true record.

Governance
The changes to PPN membership were noted and Sue Dorgan welcomed to the JPC with a vacancy from the PPN Social Inclusion pillar to be filled later in the year.

Cllr Shane Moynihan was ratified as the Councillor on the North Clondalkin, Lucan & Palmerstown LPF.

The Drug Subcommittee currently has vacancies: due to the resignations of Ann Corrigan, Tara Deacy, and ex Cllr Mark Ward. It was agreed that the existing subcommittee would meet and agree a report to be submitted to the JPC indicating the way forward for this work and to consider the continuation of the subcommittee.

Councillor membership on Ballyfermot LPF has been sought and awaiting a response from the Chair of the LPF Cllr Vincent Jackson, to be followed up. 

Cllr O’Toole questioned the naming of North Clondalkin, Lucan & Palmerstown LPF when it should be named East Lucan instead of Lucan as Lucan was policed by two sub-districts Lucan and Ronanstown. It was agreed that the LPF would consider this. There was further discussion on the need for an LPF for the rest of Lucan.

Garda Reports

DMR West: Superintendents Paul Dolan and Tony Twomey gave their reports in powerpoint presentations that were circulated to members highlighting:

· Safety issues with the black lane in North Clondalkin

· The work being carried out in community engagement with the Lucan Wheelchair Association

· Operation Throw Over with Wheatfield Prison
DMR South: Chief Superintendent Peter Duff gave this report highlighting:

· Continued checkpoints on the Firhouse Road and the Gardai do address “turn-backs”.

· Increase in thefts from the person.

· Domestic violence- there is an increase in barring orders.
Questions were received from Cllrs O’Toole, O Bradaigh, Moynihan and Deputy Higgins, Cllrs Dunne, O’Donovan, King, Collins, McCrave, Bailey and Murphy and Deputy Murphy

In response:

· The Checkpoint on the outer ring road will remain in place.

· Moyglas embankment development drawings shared with residents.

· Adamstown- Dealing with private management companies is often not as easy as dealing with the Council.

· Grand Canal Way- Operation Tara a drug initiative has had considerable success in moving the problem from Fonthill Station and the problems along the canal are being addressed. 

· Request to target Ballyowen Park was noted.

· Scramblers were still a problem in several areas.

· The Gardai do have a presence on public transport and that will calm situations whilst they are present. Thefts often take place as people get on and off the trams.

· Hell Fire Club and Dublin Mountains are very popular, the Gardai do engage and have issued tickets for illegal parking.

· Drug dealing in Whitechurch and Ballyboden will be investigated.

· Drug statistics relate to the number of seizures.

· Inspector Phibbs is the new Inspector in Rathfarnham.

· There is a need to adapt to COVID-19 risks and the need for PPE to be assessed depending on situations.

· The Gardai will carry out welfare checks of vulnerable and elderly people.

·  D12 ASB will be raised with appropriate Garda station.

· Glendower Park further discussions to take place.

· The use of mountain bikes was beneficial but are dependent on the weather.

D12 LPF: The D12 section of the report was noted. Cllr Bailey asked for information on how to raise issues on the D12 LPF.
West Tallaght LPF: A meeting has been set for the 16th February 2021.

· The need for targeted funding for youth workers in the Balgaddy area recognising that interventions with some young people are only when they meet the Gardai. 

· Acknowledged the work of SDCC in developing the playground in Collinstown Park.
