"That the Council reviews the system whereby the householder is responsible for payment of outstanding debts by the previous householder when both are/were tenants of landlords and to make a statement on the matter.”
 Report:
The Council does not require a tenant of a house to pay arrears of Environmental Waste Charges which were incurred by a previous tenant.  All such arrears are the responsibility of the landlord. This requirement may impact on the new tenant however if the landlord is unwilling to clear the arrears. The Council has a responsibility to collect arrears, which is public money and is legally due. Prospective tenants should be aware of this requirement when entering into a tenancy agreement with a landlord.
In instances where a house which has arrears of the Environmental Waste Charge is being sold the vendor must discharge the debt before the sale is closed.
