REPLY:

Planning permission was granted on 2nd March 2006 for a 2 bedroom 2 storey end of terrace dwelling in respect of planning application register reference SD05A/0902.

Condition No. 12 of the above permission requires that: -

“the developer shall pay the sum of €11,211.00 (eleven thousand two hundred and eleven euro)  (updated at the time of payment in accordance with changes in the Tender Price Index) to South Dublin County Council as a contribution towards expenditure in respect of public infrastructure and facilities benefiting development in the area of the planning authority and that is provided, or that it is intended will be provided, by or on behalf of the County Council as provided for in the Contribution Scheme for the County made by the Council.  This contribution to be paid before the commencement of development on the site.”

The development contribution of €11,211, required under Condition No. 12 of this permission, is the standard rate of development contribution which is attached to all permissions of proposed development of residential unit of 2bedroom or more, granted from 1st January 2006, in accordance with the Council’s Development Contribution Scheme.

COMPLIANCE RATE WITH PART M OF THE BUILDING REGULATIONS

QUESTION:
Councillor K. Warren
“To ask the Manager what is the inspection rate of compliance with Part M of the building regulations for development and would he make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:

The Building Control Section carries out inspections on buildings under construction.  The national inspection target as set out by the Department of the Environment is that inspections should be 12% to 15% of buildings covered by valid commencement notices.

South Dublin County Council’s inspection rate for 2005 was 18.1%.  

There is no stated inspection for compliance with Part M of the Building Regulations. However on any inspection visit by the Building Control Inspectors, Part M compliance will be checked, if applicable.

On receipt of the list of Commencement Notices, all single houses are identified and the drawings are examined to check if they comply with Part M.  If the drawings are not compliant, the designer / client is contacted and informed of the non compliance and a follow up site visit takes place.

The Building Control Section also carries out inspections for Disabled Persons Grants.  There were in excess of 300 applications in 2005.  As part of the inspection all relevant new work has to comply with Part M of the Building Regulations.

CUL DE SAC BETWEEN DESELBY PARK AND THE BELFRY
QUESTION:

"To ask the Manager to clarify if a cul de sac exists between Deselby Park and The Belfry, and given the presence of a fence across the existing road, and the terms of the original planning application for The Belfry, if he could clarify if this temporary cul de sac will be allowed to remain in place, and what action, if any, the Council is taking to declare the road open, and if he will make a statement on the matter?" 

REPLY:
Planning permission was granted in 2002 for a residential development consisting of 745 units of accommodation on a site at the junction of Blessington and City West Roads. The main entrance to the development lies off City West Road with secondary access points onto De Selby and Rathmintin Estates. (Register Reference S02A/0044 refers). 

The original plans for this development showed access through De Selby Estate at three points – through road 7 to the local distributor road to the north of De Selby Estate and through roads 14 and 15 to De Selby Park. The Council’s Roads Department are not satisfied with access through De Selby Park and asked that the connection between roads 14 and 15 and the rest of the Belfry Estate be removed. There has been no suggestion by the developer to discontinue the proposed access from road 7 to the local distributor road to the north of De Selby Estate.

This development is still under construction and no request to have the roads and services taken in charge has been received. Enforcement action in relation to the opening of the connecting road would be premature at this stage.

TALLAGHT TOWN CENTRE MASTERPLAN


The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
"Proposed Draft Tallaght Town Centre – Masterplan (Local Area Plan) 

Specific Local Objective No. 70 of the County Development Plan 2004-10 is to “Prepare a masterplan to guide the future development of Tallaght Town Centre as the County Town, and facilitate the development of the extended town centre. The Plan shall provide for the development of new streets and civic spaces and a park, and a range of people intensive uses appropriate to a town centre (including retail, commercial, residential, recreational, community and cultural activities) based on high quality urban design.  The plan to set out phasing/ sequencing and implementation methods, including relocation of existing uses, and to be prepared prior to town centre development being permitted in the area rezoned for town centre uses.”
A draft Masterplan has been prepared for Tallaght Town Centre in accordance with Specific Local Objective No. 70 of the County Development Plan 2004-10.  A presentation on the proposed draft masterplan is available for this Area Committee meeting. 

Further to Section 20 of the Planning and Development Act 2000, the Planning Authority must give notice of public display of the proposed draft local area plan, during which time submissions or observations in respect of the proposed local area plan may be made by any interested party. The County Manager must then prepare a report, with recommendations, in respect of the submissions or observations received.  The Planning Authority may then determine the Local Area Plan.

It is requested that the Area Committee members recommend to the April meeting of the Council that the draft Local Area Plan Process be initiated thereafter in order that notice of the draft Local Area Plan may be given and the period of public display may commence.  A further informal briefing for members will be held at that stage, if required.

Timetable for the Local Area Plan Process

Introduction

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 (S.I. No. 600 of 2001) prescribes the requirements in respect of Local Authority Development for the purposes of Section 179 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the Embankment Road Extension, Citywest to Belgard Road.

The proposed works consist of the following: -

1. Construction of approximately 370 metres of 9 metre wide carriageway between Citywest and the proposed Outer Ring Road – Phase 3.

2. Construction of approximately 2,250 metres of 13 metre wide carriageway between the proposed Outer Ring Road Phase 3 and the Old Belgard Road to include bus lanes in both directions.

3. Provision of additional carriageway lanes between the Old Belgard Road and Belgard Road.

4. Extension in length of existing left turn lane on Embankment Road (westbound at its junction with Belgard Road).

5. Reconfiguration of road layout in the vicinity of Belgard Road, Old Belgard Road and Cookstown Estate Road.

6. Relocation of entrance and entrance road to sports facility located between Belgard Road and Old Belgard Road (north of Embankment Road).

7. Construction of approximately 100 metres of 7.5 metre wide carriageway linking Fettercairn Road to the proposed Embankment Road Extension.

8. Local realignment of Cookstown Road in the vicinity of its junction with the proposed Embankment Road Extension.

9. Realignment of junction of Cookstown Road and Fettercairn Road at St. Marks S.C. and forming of cul-de-sac on Cookstown Road north of junction.

10. Construction of cycletracks and footpaths.

11. Installation of signal control at the junctions of Belgard Road / Cookstown Estate Road and Cookstown Road / proposed Embankment Road Extension.

12. Installation of new (replacement) signal control at the junction of Embankment Road with both Belgard Road and Old Belgard Road.

13. Provision of drainage and associated features.

Submissions and Observations – Details and Responses.

A number of submissions are by public representatives who attach correspondence received from constituents, who in turn also submitted the same (original) submission. A number of submissions are similar in content, addressing the same issues. Comments and Observations received from the fifty-six submissions and Responses to each are as follows:

1. Senator Brian Hayes, 48 Dunmore Park, Kingswood Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
The submission relates to the Belgard Heights and Alpine Rise section of the proposed scheme. The submission relates to the following three issues:

1) The provision of a dedicated pedestrian crossing at the upper end of Belgard Heights to facilitate access to the Luas station at Cookstown.

2) The installation of proper screening between Alpine Rise and the road.
3) The installation of new public lighting.
Response:

1) Pedestrian Crossing facilities are included in the scheme at the junction of the proposed road and the Old Belgard Road, immediately adjacent to the Luas station.

2) The majority of existing trees bounding Alpine Rise will be retained. A number of trees however opposite No. 48 Alpine Rise will need to be removed. A new 2.5m high acoustic wall will be constructed along the interface with Alpine Rise.

3) It is proposed to install a new public lighting system along the entire length of the scheme.

2. Railway Procurement Agency (RPA), Parkgate Business Centre, Parkgate Street, Dublin 8.
This submission concerns the following:

1) The RPA notes that the Scheme is consistent with the Luas alignment design, Cookstown to Citywest.

2) The provision of appropriate bus/Luas interchange facilities at existing and proposed Luas stop locations.

3) Bus Luas interchange should be accommodated between bus services on Embankment Road and the Outer ring Road and Luas.

4) Provision of parallel QBC and Luas services is likely to conflict if demand does not support both and that both the bus and Luas services on the corridor should compliment rather than compete with each other.

5) A Park & Ride facility is proposed adjacent to the Luas Cheeverstown station. Pedestrian access from the proposed stop to the Luas platforms should be incorporated in the road design.

6) At-grade crossings of all junctions by Luas should be such that high frequency movements at highest priority can be accommodated.

7) The RPA notes that a Luas ‘delta’ junction arrangement at Cookstown is being investigated and will keep South Dublin County Council informed of the situation.

8) The RPA states that efficient junction operation is achieved where the track separation from the junction is minimized.

9)  The RPA states that right turn filter lanes should be provided at all junctions.

10) The road design should incorporate facilities for off-street set-down/pick up, cycle facilities and bus interchange adjacent to all proposed Luas stops.

11) The road layout at the Old Belgard Road may impact on Luas stop line detector locations. The RPA require details at detailed design stage to check this issue. 

12) The RPA query the left-turn yield arrangement at the Old Belgard Road and state that they are not in favour of this type of arrangement. 

13) The RPA state that it would be more desirable to locate the proposed spur into Cookstown Estate closer to Old Belgard Road.

14) Boundary treatments and landscaping should be consistent with the Luas proposals.

Response:

1) No comment.

2) Luas does not form part of the Part 8 Procedure. South Dublin County Council will work with Dublin Bus and the designers of the future Luas with regard to interchange facilities etc.

3) Luas does not form part of the Part 8 Procedure. Bus - Luas interchange will be an issue for the Luas design. South Dublin County Council will work with Dublin Bus and the designers of the future Luas with regard to interchange facilities etc.

4) Potential conflict regarding parallel QBC and Luas services is not an issue associated with the proposed road scheme.

5) Pedestrian access associated with a Park & Ride facility / Luas platforms is an issue associated with the proposed Luas scheme.  

6) Luas requirements / priority at junctions is an issue to be addressed as part of the Luas design.

7) RPA comments are noted.

8) This is an issue for the Luas design.

9) Right-turn lanes have been provided at all appropriate junctions.

10) This issue will be addressed in conjunction with the Luas design.

11) South Dublin County Council will liaise with the RPA during detailed design of the road scheme to determine any impacts with Luas services. Any impacts will be dealt with in conjunction with the RPA and their requirements.

12) The design of the traffic lights is subject to detailed design. South Dublin County Council will liaise with the RPA in relation to a system suited to Luas requirements.

13) The RPA comments are noted. 

14) Boundary treatment and landscaping associated with the road scheme will be to the standards of South Dublin County Council. Boundary treatments and landscaping associated with the proposed Luas will be subject to the approval of South Dublin County Council and should be consistent with those associated with the road scheme.

3.
Deputy Charlie O’Connor, TD, Dáil Eireann, Leinster House, Kildare Street, D2.

This submission welcomes ‘the building of this long needed public amenity’ and raises the following issues:

1) The creation of a cul-de-sac at Cairnwood will be of particular concern to residents of Ambervale, Belgard Green and Cairnwood.

2) The proposed diverting of traffic into Fettercairn past St. Mark’s Community School and the Farm at Fettercairn will require strong traffic calming.
3) A new footpath to be provided at the newly created open space at Cairnwood to facilitate pedestrian access to Ard Mhuire National School.
4) The possibility of an information meeting being arranged for residents in the Cookstown area who would wish to discuss matters.
Response:

1) The provision of a connection from Cairnwood to the proposed road (at the location of the existing Cookstown Road) is not feasible. A connection from Fettercairn Road to the proposed road will be made to the west of the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project. 

2) It is anticipated that the proposed Embankment Road Extension will reduce the volume of traffic on adjacent local roads, including Fettercairn Road. Existing through traffic on Fettercairn Road will relocate to the proposed Embankment Road Extension with Fettercairn Road accommodating local traffic needs.

3) A new footpath will be provided as part of the scheme.

4) A meeting was arranged with local resident groups during the public display period. The scheme was described/outlined to all present and a questions and answers session was undertaken.

4. Deputy Charlie O’Connor, TD, on behalf of Jean & Anthony Skerrett, 99 The Dale, Belgard Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

A separate submission was received from Jean & Anthony Skerrett. Deputy O’Connor raises issues, which are described and addressed in Submission Nr. 24. 

5. Mr. Jim Kelly, 106 The Dale, Belgard Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.


This submission welcomes the proposed scheme and raises the following issue:

1) Landscaping to be provided along the interface with Belgard Heights. Currently there is graffiti on the existing wall bounding Belgard Heights. The submission suggests that landscaping and/or a wall finish should be put in place to solve this problem.

Response:
1) A landscaping scheme will be prepared by the Parks Department of South Dublin County Council, which will be implemented as part of the road scheme.  Appropriate wall finishes will be employed to combat graffiti.

6. Roads and Traffic Department, South Dublin County Council.
This submission states that ‘cycle facilities should be designed and provided in accordance with the current Cycle Design Manual’.

The submission also states that ‘cycle tracks are marked through junctions, 
Response:
Cycle facilities have been designed and provided in accordance with the current Cycle Design Manual and to South Dublin County Council’s standards. Detailed design of the scheme will conform to the Cycle Design Standard current at that time.

All junctions have been assessed individually. The detail design of each junction will be discussed with, and subject to the approval of, the Traffic Section of the Roads and Traffic Department of South Dublin County Council.

7. Mr. Alan Keogh, 78 Alpine Rise, Belgard, Dublin 24.
This submission concerns the following:
1) Removal of trees at the corner of Alpine Rise.

2) Increase in noise and vibration levels.

3) Concern that the wooden houses in Alpine, which have a ‘ground floor concrete wall base with PVC fascia’, will provide no sound proofing for the road and Luas line.

Response:
1) The majority of existing trees bounding Alpine Rise will be retained. A number of trees however opposite No. 48 Alpine Rise will need to be removed. A new 2.5m high acoustic wall will be constructed along the interface with Alpine Rise.

2) A noise and vibration impact assessment was prepared for the scheme. The assessment was carried out to NRA guidelines. This assessment recommended a low noise surface and 2.0m acoustic walls along certain sections of the route, including the section of the route fronting Alpine Rise. A 2.5m high acoustic wall will be constructed along the interface with Alpine Rise as stated above. 

The assessment also finds that ground vibrations produced by road traffic are unlikely to cause structural vibration in properties located near to well-maintained and smooth road surfaces. Appropriate measures will also be undertaken at construction stage to ensure noise and vibration will not be an issue for the residents of Alpine Rise.

3) As per 2) above.

8. Ms. Sharon Lamb, 88 Lanndale Lawns, Springfield, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission concerns the following:

1) Impact for Fire services associated with closing Cookstown Road at Cairnwood. The Fire Brigade will have to go right through Springfield Estate. The issue of on-street parking within Springfield Estate is raised and the possible restriction to emergency vehicles that may result.

2) Impact for Ambulance services associated with closing Cookstown Road at Cairnwood. Similar comments to 1) above.
3) Effect on the Primary / Secondary School in Springfield. The submission states that new road layout will result in increased traffic in the area. The submission states that through traffic to Tallaght Town Centre on Springfield roads is substantial.
4) The existing road is used as a relief road, is used for people travelling to Belgard, Naas Road, Ballymount, Tallaght Town Centre, Tallaght hospital and by delivery trucks to Fortunestown Shopping Centre.
5) Residents do not need more ‘green space’.

Response:
1) 
Emergency services will not need to travel through Springfield Estate. A new road linking Fettercairn Road and the Embankment Road Extension will facilitate the requirements of the emergency services. On-street parking is not an issue associated with the proposed scheme.

2) Response as per 1) above.

3) It is anticipated that the proposed Embankment Road Extension will reduce the volume of traffic on adjacent local roads, including Fettercairn Road and Cookstown Road. Existing through traffic on Springfield roads will relocate to the proposed Embankment Road Extension, with Fettercairn Road and Cookstown Road accommodating local traffic needs.
4) Response as per 1) and 3) above.
5) No comment. 
9. Ms. Noeleen Cleere, ncleere@bghome.ie (tomasnevin@gmail.com)
This submission concerns the following:

1) That acoustic walls, earth banks with trees and sound absorbing road surface should be employed.

2) Measures to be taken for noise.
Response:
1) A 2.0m high acoustic wall will be constructed along the boundary with Belgard Heights. Earth banks are not necessary for this scheme. A low noise surface will be employed.

2) Response as per 1) above. Also refer to Response to Submission Nr. 7.

10.
Dominic & Valerie Coakley, 66 Alpine Rise, Belgard, Dublin 24.

This submission concerns the following:

1) The proposed road will significantly increase traffic flow and as a consequence will raise noise levels and vibration.

2) The removal of trees at the estate.

Response:

1) Response as per Response to Submission Nr. 7.

2) Response as per Response to Submission Nr. 7.

11.
Quality Bus Network Office, 4th Floor, WorldCom Building, Lr Erne St., Dublin 2.

The submission describes the history of the establishment of the Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO). The submission states that the QBNPO has identified the potential for a radial QBC linking Ballymount to Saggart. It is stated that the road will connect the existing orbital QBC at Cookstown Road and the proposed Outer Orbital QBC linking the N4, N7 and N81. It is stated that the scheme will provide a public transport interchange with Luas at the existing ‘Belgard’ station.

The submission states that the Quality Bus Network Project Office strongly supports the scheme.

Response: 
No comment as the submission supports the Part 8 proposal.

12.
Barbara McCaffrey & Sean McCaffrey, 46 Alpine Rise, Belgard, Dublin 24.


This submission addresses the same issues as those in Submission Nr. 7. 

Response:

Refer to Submission Nr. 7 for issues raised and responses.

13. Water Maintenance Section, South Dublin County Council.

This submission states that the ‘Water Maintenance Section has no objection to the scheme subject to the recommendations of the Water Area Engineer being accommodated in the detailed design’. The submission lists water infrastructure affected by the scheme and possible action required.

Response:

All utility / service providers will be contacted at detailed design stage and impact on all services (including water services) will be identified and dealt with in conjunction with, and to the requirements of, each individual utility / service provider.
14. Deputy Charlie O’Connor on behalf of Teresa Lynch, 324 The Lawn, Belgard Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission attached the submission prepared by Ms. Teresa Lynch. This submission was also received directly from Ms. Teresa Lynch, which is detailed under Submission Nr. 17.
15. Peter & Eileen Owens, 322 The Lawn, Belgard Heights, Dublin 24.
 This submission concerns the following:

1) Treatment of existing back garden walls along The Lawn, Belgard Heights.

2) Landscape proposals between the road and the rear garden walls.

3) Noise associated with the road and compensation for same.

Response:

1) A 2.0m high acoustic wall will be constructed adjacent to the existing rear garden walls, and in conjunction with a low noise road surface, is sufficient in terms of noise abatement associated with the proposed road. 

2) A landscaping scheme will be prepared by the Parks Department of South Dublin County Council, which will be implemented as part of the road scheme.
3) Response as per 1) above.
16. Water Management Section, South Dublin County Council.

This submission concerns the same issue as Submission No. 13 and describes in greater detail requirements in relation to water services.

Response: 

All utility / service providers will be contacted at detailed design stage and impact on all services (including water services) will be identified and dealt with in conjunction with, and to the requirements of, each individual utility / service provider.
17. Ms. Teresa Lynch, 324 The Lawn, Belgard Heights, Dublin 24.

This submission raises similar issues to those described in Submission Nr. 15. In addition the submission states that 

1) Construction work should only be undertaken between 08.00 hours and 18.00 hours Monday to Friday and no work at weekends.

2) Rear garden walls backing onto road to be replaced.

3) More garden space to be given to houses.

4) Tree planting programme to be put in place before work commences.

5) Acoustic wall to be built.

6) Sound absorbing road surface.

7) Earth bank.

8) Existing double-glazing to be replaced with triple glazing.

9) Window cleaner to be employed during construction works.

10) Sound proofing to rear walls of houses.

11) Compensation for inconvenience and devaluation of houses.

Response:


Refer to response to Submission Nr. 15. The following is the response to Items 1 to 11.

1) Working hours during the construction works will be restricted to the period between 08.00 hours and 18.00 hours Monday to Friday, and the period between 08.00 hours and 14.00 hours on Saturdays, with no work allowed on Bank Holidays, Church Holy days or other public holidays.

2) Refer to Submission Nr. 15.

3) This would only be possible if all owners of residents in The Lawn agreed to this scenario. This would limit the extent of landscaping that could be placed between the road and the wall. 

4) Landscaping will be undertaken as part of the proposed works. It is not practical to commence landscaping works in advance of roads works.

5) Refer to Submission Nr. 15.

6) A low noise surface will be employed.

7) There is no necessity for an earth bank at this location.

8) Noise associated with the proposed road does not warrant the replacement of existing double glazed windows.

9) Dust suppression measures will be employed as part of the road construction works.

10) Soundproofing of rear walls of houses is not warranted.

11) It is contended that there will be little, if any, inconvenience to residents. The issue of compensation does not arise.

18. Deirdre & Gary Glackin, 72 Alpine Rise, Belgard, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

This submission addresses the same issues as those in Submission Nr. 7. Refer to Submission Nr. 7 for issues raised and responses.

19. Deputy Charlie O’Connor on behalf of Margaret Rogers of 281 The Meadows West, Belgard Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

This submission concerns the following:

1) The future of the football pitch at Belgard Community Centre.

2) Trees planted by the residents of The Meadows West will be retained.

Response:

1) The future of the football pitch at Belgard Community Centre will be unaffected by the proposed road.

2) These trees will be unaffected by the proposed road.

20. Belgard Heights Community and Residential Association Ltd, Irene Collison, 130 The Court, Belgard Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission concerns the following:

1) The wall between the road and Belgard Green should extend from Old Belgard Road to the end of Alpine Rise. The wall should be 4m in height, have a decorative finish facing Belgard Heights and be of an acoustic nature. The wall should be constructed prior to the main roadworks.

2) Trees along The Court should be topped to form a hedge.

3) Ivy should be grown along the road side of the wall as an anti-graffiti measure.

4) A sound absorbing surface to be used on the road.

5) Re-routing of the road away from Alpine Rise by relocation of the ESB pylons.

6) Necessary that existing trees at Alpine Rise be maintained and a new wall be built on the road side of the trees.

7) An earth mound to be built at Alpine Rise and trees planted.

8) Concerns in relation to the closure of Cookstown Road, which would result in the break up of the parish and cut off Belgard Heights from the Parish Church, Credit Union, St. Marks Community School and the GAA Club.

9) Concerns in relation to access for emergency services.

10) Concerns in relation to the closure of Cookstown Road, which would result in difficulties for Ard Mhuire School.

11) Concerns in relation to the closure of Cookstown Road, which would result in difficulties for bus services.

12) The proposed extension of the left turn lane at the existing junction of Embankment Road and Belgard Road should be extended to the lights at Kingswood Heights. A review of the timing of the lights at the existing junction of Embankment Road and Belgard Road is suggested.

13) Reduction in length of the existing pitch at the Community Centre will be a loss. The relocation of the entrance to the Community Centre is too close to the bend and would be dangerous.

14) Potential delays that may arise as a result of the proposed bus gate at the junction of Old Belgard Road and the new road.

15) The provision of a new entrance to Roadstone to help reduce noise and dust associated with the existing Roadstone entrance on Cookstown Road.

Response:

1) A new 2.0m high continuous acoustic wall will be constructed from Belgard to the east of Alpine Rise.  A 2.5m high acoustic wall will be constructed adjacent to Alpine Rise.

2) It is not intended to top these trees as part of the road scheme. However this issue will be raised with the Parks Department of South Dublin County Council
3) A landscaping scheme will be prepared by the Parks Department of South Dublin County Council, which will be implemented as part of the road scheme. Appropriate wall finishes will be employed to combat graffiti.
4) A low noise surface will be incorporated in the scheme.
5) It is not intended to re-route the road at this location.
6) The majority of existing trees bounding Alpine Rise will be retained. A number of trees however opposite No. 48 Alpine Rise will need to be removed. A new 2.5m high acoustic wall will be constructed along the interface with Alpine Rise.
7) An earth mound is not warranted at this location. In any event there is insufficient space for construction of an earth mound.

8) Pedestrian access from Belgard Heights / Alpine Rise will be maintained to Church, School, Credit Union and GAA Club. Vehicular access will be via a new link road adjacent to the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project.

9) Access for emergency vehicles will be via a new link road adjacent to the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project.

10) As per 8) and 9) above.

11) Access for bus services will be via a new link road adjacent to the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project.

12) The left turn lane will be extended further east. Timing of the lights will be examined as part of the detailed design of the road.

13) There will be a minor reduction in the length of the pitch. The new entrance will be detailed with reference to the newly constructed development immediately to the north of the proposed entrance location so as to provide a safe entry/exit to current standards.

14) The bus gate will result in minimal delays.

15) A new entrance to Roadstone lands does not form part of the proposed scheme

21. Cumann Lúthcleas Gael, Naomh Marcais, (St Marks GAA Club), Maura Quinn, Cookstown Road, Springfield, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission concerns the following:

1) Provision of safe pedestrian-crossing facilities at the junction of the proposed road and Cookstown Road.

2) Leave the Cookstown junction open at Cairnwood to facilitate pedestrian pedestrians and motorists coming to/from the GAA club.

3) Closure of the Cookstown Road will increase traffic through Springfield.

Response: 

1) Pedestrian facilities have been incorporated at the junction in question.

2) Pedestrian access will be maintained along the route of the existing Cookstown Road. Vehicular access will be via a new link road west of the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project.
3) It is anticipated that the proposed Embankment Road Extension will reduce the volume of traffic on adjacent local roads, including Fettercairn Road and Cookstown Road. Existing through traffic on Springfield roads will relocate to the proposed Embankment Road Extension, with Fettercairn Road and Cookstown Road accommodating local traffic needs.
22. Mr. Thomas Nolan, Cairnwood Residents Committee, tommnolan@eircm.net
This submission was made as a result of a meeting of residents of Cairnwood, Ambervale, Ashcroft and surrounding residents associations. The issues raised in the submission are as follows:

1) The residents object to the closure of the Junction Road as it will create a major congestion point.

2) That the road should be ‘redirected’ to connect with the proposed road to ‘avoid the chance of serious injury to any of this communities children’.

Response:
1) Pedestrian access will be maintained along the route of the existing Cookstown Road. Vehicular access will be via a new link road adjacent to the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project.

2) It is anticipated that the proposed Embankment Road Extension will reduce the volume of traffic on adjacent local roads, including Fettercairn Road and Cookstown Road. Existing through traffic on Springfield roads will relocate to the proposed Embankment Road Extension, with Fettercairn Road and Cookstown Road accommodating local traffic needs. Pedestrian access will be maintained along the route of the existing Cookstown Road. Vehicular access will be via a new link road west of the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project.

23. Scoil Ard Mhuire, Pat Keogh (Principal), Belgard, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission recommends that a pedestrian bridge be erected over the proposed road linking Cookstown Way and Cairnwood.


Response:


Pedestrian facilities have been incorporated at the junction of Cookstown Road / proposed Embankment Road Extension / Cookstown Way, which will facilitate all pedestrian movements at this location.

24. Anthony & Jean Skerrett, 99 The Dale, Belgard Heights, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission highlights anti-social behaviour in the field between The Dale and the proposed road. It objects to the proposed boundary wall for the road being located away from the existing wall bounding Belgard Heights. Any ‘gap’ between the proposed wall and existing walls will lead to areas where anti-social behaviour will take place.

Response:
Proposed walls will be suitably located to avoid the creation of such areas. 

25. Martin & Michelle Lynch, 60 Alpine Rise, Belgard, Dublin 24.
This submission objects to the proposed scheme as ‘it will bring with it a lot of noise, pollution and extra traffic’ to the area of Alpine Rise.

Response:


Refer to Response to Submission Nr. 7.

26. Planning Department, South Dublin County Council.
This submission outlines a description of the proposed scheme, its context in relation to Zoning and Road Objectives vis-à-vis the County Development Plan. 

The submission further states the following:

‘The proposed Embankment Road Extension – City West to Belgard Road is an objective of the Development Plan 2004-2010 as set out in the written statement and maps.

It is noted that the proposed scheme provides for approximately 100 metres of 7.5m wide carriageway linking Fettercairn Road to the proposed Embankment Road Extension. It is noted that this link road is not indicated on Development Plan maps. This element of the scheme traverses lands that are zoned Objective “F”, “To Preserve and provide for Open Space and Recreational Amenities”. Lands form part of the Fettercairn Horse Project lands and the severance effect of the link road on the lands in question is considered undesirable having regard to the zoning objective. The proposed link road may also facilitate ‘rat running’ through the local area.   

Road designs should have regard to the sustainable place making model as outlined in Section 11.8 – Road Design Considerations – of the Development Plan 2004-2010, if applicable.

Response:

The link road has been relocated to the west of the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project. There is therefore no impact on Horse Project grazing lands.

The scheme has and will have regard to the sustainable place making model as outlined in Section 11.8 – Road Design Considerations – of the Development Plan 2004-2010, where applicable.

This submission is similar to Submission Nr. 22. The submission was made as a result of a meeting of residents of Cairnwood, Ambervale, Ashcroft and surrounding residents associations. In addition to the issues described in Submission Nr. 22 the following was raised:

1) If the Cookstown Road is closed the residents are worried that the area will become a ‘parking place for people using the Luas’.

Response:

1) The area does not currently experience parking problems of this nature associated with Luas. 

29. Fettercairn Youth Horse Project, Nicola Coffey (Project Coordinator) & Noel Rochford (Board Member), Fettercairn, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission details the background of the Fettercairn Youth Horse project. The submission concerns the following:

1) Impact of the link road on the grazing area.

2) Impact of the future Luas alignment on Horse project lands.

3) Provision of access to lands to the north of the proposed road in the form of an underground connection. The Horse project is allowed the temporary use of this land by South Dublin County Council and Roadstone.

Response:

1) The link road has been relocated to the west of the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project. There is therefore no impact on Horse Project grazing lands.

2) The proposed Luas extension does not form part of the proposed road scheme. An indicative Luas layout was shown on the Part 8 display drawings for information only. The current draft Luas alignment has however been moved northwards to address this concern.

3) An underground connection to lands for which the Horse Project has temporary use is not feasible. Ramps from an underground connection would also occupy a significant portion of Horse Project lands.

30. Belgard Green Residents Association, Tracey Flaherty (Secretary) & Des Doran (Chairman), 45 Belgard Green, Cookstown Road, Dublin 24. 

This submission concerns the following:
1) That a small roundabout be situated outside St. Marks School in place of the reconfigured junction.

2) That a wall and line of tall trees be erected adjacent to the road to the rear of No. 9 – 33, Belgard Green.

3) That a footbridge be erected over the proposed road.

4) That a pedestrian walkway be constructed to afford access to Luas.

Response:
1) A mini roundabout is geometrically feasible at this location. The scheme will be revised to include a mini roundabout.

2) A low noise surface will be incorporated in the scheme. A noise impact assessment undertaken as part of the Part 8 process found that noise at the dwellings in question, with a low noise surface in place, would be within accepted limits. A wall and trees is therefore not envisaged for this area.
3) Pedestrian facilities have been incorporated at the junction of Cookstown Road / proposed Embankment Road Extension / Cookstown Way, which will facilitate all pedestrian movements at this location.
4) A footpath / cycletrack was confirmed to residents groups during an information meeting held during the Part 8 display period. This footpath is now shown on the Part 8 drawings.

The DTO submitted one single submission covering five separate Part 8 schemes, namely a) The Greenhills Road Realignment at Parkview, b) Greenhills/Ballymount Reconfiguration, c) Limekiln Road Extension, d) Robinhood/Ballymount Reconfiguration and e) Embankment Road Extension.

The submission makes a general comment as follows:

‘The DTO supports three of the above schemes in principle as they are related to projects referred to in the DTO Strategy “A Platform for Change” under the category ‘Non-national Roads Projects – Metropolitan Area. These are a) The Greenhills Road Realignment at Parkview, b) Greenhills/Ballymount Reconfiguration and c) Embankment Road Extension’.

DTO comments particular to the Embankment Road Extension scheme are as follows:

1.  It is the opinion of the DTO that under the Road Act 1993-2001 and the regulations made thereunder, the road authority (South Dublin County Council) may be required to prepare an EIS for a number of the road schemes.

2.  The DTO would welcome the opportunity to discuss certain design elements with the local authority, in particular

· Road cross-section and lane width.

· Continuity of bus and cycle provision.

· Cycle provision through junctions.

· Pedestrian crossing facilities.

· The interaction between HGV’s and vulnerable road users’.
Response: 

1. Bus lanes have been included to accommodate the requirements of the QBN Office and the DTO. It is proposed to revise the scheme’s road markings so as to exclude the bus lanes from the Scheme. Provision of the bus lanes at a later date would be a matter for the QBN Office / DTO.

2. The Scheme has been designed to current road standards. South Dublin County Council will discuss appropriate design elements with the DTO.
43. Ms. Maria Fox, 26 Cairnwood Avenue, Belgard, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission addresses the same issues as those in Submission Nr. 22.

45. Mr. Shane Geraghty, Roadstone Dublin Ltd., Fortunestown, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission concerns the following:

1) Boundary treatment to Roadstone lands

2) Purchase of lands adjacent to Brookfield Cresent.

3) Objection to removal of the roundabout at Cookstown Road and replacement with a signalised junction. The new layout will result in disruption to Roadstone traffic on Cookstown Road.

4) That effective security be provided during the construction phase to safeguard against trespass to Roadstone lands.

5) Notice to be given prior to site surveys or other works being carried out on Roadstone lands.

6) That severed Roadstone lands will be acquired by South Dublin County Council and that they will be fully compensated for same.

7) Removal of screening bank / earth mound to the north of Belgard Green to be repositioned. Similarly the palisade security fence at the same location.

8) Relocation of earth mound mentioned in 7) above may result in the loss of trees, which would require to be replaced.

9) Confirmation that South Dublin County Council will amend Land Registry Folios at its expense.

10) Confirmation that South Dublin County Council will pay professional fees incurred by Roadstone.

Response:

1) The existing boundary treatment associated with Roadstone lands is palisade fencing. It is proposed to install a similar fence as part of the road scheme. If a different boundary treatment is required by Roadstone then this can be agreed as part of acquisition of the lands.

2) South Dublin Council can only compulsorily acquire lands that are necessary for the scheme. The lands in question are severed by the proposed road. Acquisition of these lands by South Dublin County Council can only be reached by agreement with Roadstone.

3) The existing roundabout is sufficient for the existing road layout. With the proposed road and future Luas in place a roundabout junction is not feasible.  The new signalised junction is sufficiently remote from the existing Roadstone entrance and will not cause disruption to Roadstone traffic.
4) The existing Roadstone boundary fence will not be affected by the proposed road scheme except at one location to the north of Belgard Green. A new fence will be erected to safeguard this area.

5) Notice as required by Roadstone will be given.

6) Severed lands will only be acquired with the agreement of Roadstone.

7) There will be minimal impact on this earth mound. Impact will be reduced further at detailed design stage.

8) There will be minimal impact on the earth mound. There will subsequently be no impact to trees to the north of the mound.

9) This is normal procedure.

10) Payment of professional fees will be dealt with under the CPO / land acquisition process.

46. Ms. Jean Gilmore Walsh, 12 Cairnwood Court, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission relates to the closure of Cookstown Road at Cairnwood, pedestrian access to Ard Mhuire School, bus services, access to Luas and access for emergency services.

Response:

These issues have been addressed under the Response to Submission Nr’s 20, 21 & 22.

47. Culleton Family, Newhall House, Cookstown Road, Belgard, Dublin 24.
This submission relates to the impact to Newhall House. The submission concerns the following:

1) Agreement in relation to detail of gates and driveway.

2) Yellow boxes on both sides of the road at entrance location. The provision of a ‘concealed entrance’ sign and a ‘private road’ sign.

3) Adequate boundary treatment including landscaping.

4) The question is raised in relation to the preparation of an Environmental Impact Study and protection measures for existing wildlife and vegetation.

5) The submission states that the existing layout results in a ‘wind tunnel’ Landscaping measures are recommended to alleviate this problem.

6) Care to be taken to the lands to the south of the property, as this is where the septic tank for the property is located.

7) Proper traffic management to be effected during the construction stage.

8) The name ‘Embankment Road’ is not suitable and a more appropriate name should be chosen.

9) Clarification in relation to area in which the property is located.

10) There are different boundary treatments proposed along the scheme. Why?

11) That the Culleton family be consulted in relation to details associated with their property.

Response:
1) Boundary treatment and drive details will be agreed with the Culleton family.

2) A white box will be installed on the southbound carriageway. A box will not be required on the northbound carriageway.

3) There will be minimal impact on the existing boundary and landscaping. The only impact is to form a new entrance, remove / build up the existing entrance and to construct a new driveway. All details will be agreed with the Culleton family.

4) The nature and size of the scheme does not necessitate the preparation of an Environmental Impact Study. An Environmental Impact Assessment has however been prepared for the scheme. 

5) It is not possible to include measures of this nature. 

6) The Culleton family will be consulted in this regard to ensure there is no impact associated with the existing septic tank.

7) Traffic management measures will be implemented at construction stage.

8) The road scheme currently has the title ‘Embankment Road Extension – Citywest to Belgard’. The official road name will be decided by South Dublin County Council at a later date.

9) The proposed road scheme will not alter the current area name.

10) Boundary treatment is dependent on the type of adjacent property.

11) South Dublin County Council will consult with the Culleton family at all stages of the scheme.

48. Mr. David Dunne, 25 Cairnwood Court, Belgard, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission is in relation to the closure of the Cookstown Road at Cairnwood and has been addressed under the response to Submission Nr’s. 20, 21 and 22.

49. Thomas Nevin & Louise Goodman, 48 Alpine Rise, Belgard, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
This submission concerns the same issues raised under Submission Nr. 7, albeit in greater detail.

5) The layout of the Embankment road / Outer Ring Road junction results in the Luas alignment being located over a large main water line. It is requested that the road / junction be moved northwards to avoid this situation.

6) It is requested that the fence along the southern boundary of the road be positioned south of the Luas line.

Response:

1) South Dublin Council will liaise with Luas consortium in this regard.

2) South Dublin Council will liaise with Luas consortium in this regard.
3) No comment.
4) Bus lanes have been omitted and the road width reduced between the Fettercairn Youth Horse Project and the Outer Ring Road Phase 3. The Luas alignment can now be moved northwards thereby avoiding the Horse Project.
5) The junction has been moved northwards to avoid this situation.
6) The position of the fence in question will be dependent on the timing associated with both the road scheme and the Luas extension. South Dublin County Council will liaise with the Luas consortium in this regard.

5.0
Summary

The various works proposed under the Embankment Road Extension, Citywest to Belgard are in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper Planning and Development of the area.

It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Embankment Road Extension, Citywest to Belgard Road subject to the following:

a) Revision of road width as displayed from 13 metres to 10.75 metres wide between the proposed Outer Ring Road Phase 3 and Belgard Green Housing Estate, a distance of 1,010 metres. The road from Belgard Green Housing Estate to Old Belgard Road remains at 13 metres wide as displayed, a distance of 1,240 metres.

b) Removal of trees at Alpine Rise will be kept to a minimum.

c) A 2.0m high continuous acoustic wall will be located between Belgard and the eastern end of Alpine Rise. A 2.5m high acoustic wall will be located adjacent to Alpine Rise. The location of the wall will be chosen to avoid the creation of areas that could be used for anti-social behaviour.

d) A new footpath will be provided at the newly created open space at Cairnwood.
e) A landscaping scheme will be prepared by the Parks Department of South Dublin County Council, which will be implemented as part of the road scheme.
f) A low noise surface will be employed over the full extent of the scheme.
g) The left turn lane at the end of the existing Embankment Road (at Belgard Road) will be extended further east to improve traffic flow at the junction.
h) The link road at the Fettercairn Youth Horse project has been moved to the west of the Horse project, thereby resulting in no impact on grazing lands.
i) A mini roundabout will be situated outside St. Marks School in place of the reconfigured junction shown on the Part 8 display drawings.
j) The revision of road marking so as to substantially exclude bus lanes from the Scheme.

k) A white box will be installed on the southbound carriageway at the entrance to the home of the Culleton family.
l) The junction of the Embankment Road Extension with the proposed outer Ring Road Phase 3 will be move nominally northwards to avoid conflict between the proposed Luas extension and a large watermain.

The scheme will be funded from Development Levies.
