Following examination of the documentation by the Council’s Law Agent he advised that this documentation provides sufficient grounds to again apply to the Office of the Chief State Solicitor in respect of the site and accordingly the application has been re-submitted to the Chief State Solicitor’s office. The Councils Law Department has been requested to ensure that the Development Department are made aware of any further progress on this matter and the members will be kept advised accordingly. (The Council Law Agent has recently been requested to send a reminder The Department of Finance concerning this matter.)

Should the Council be successful in securing title to the site, its future use will then be further examined.

QUESTION:   Councillor J. Lahart
"To ask the Manager to use the opportunity of the development of Sancta Maria College by Ballyboden St. Enda's GAA Club as an opportunity to provide for creative school access solutions in the context of chronic traffic congestion?"

REPLY:
Ballyboden St Enda's GAA Club were granted planning permission (Reg Ref SD02A/0331 ) for alterations to their original permission including the relocation of the carpark. Condition No. 6 restricted the use of the carpark to car and coach parking associated with the use of the sports facilities.

Roads Department are opposed to the use of the carpark for set down/ pick up of school children as access is from the Green Route, a District Distributor Road providing access to and from the M50 for a large part of the county. Due to the strategic nature of this road, the heavy volumes of traffic using it particularly during the morning peak Roads Department consider that the use of the carpark as a set down/ pick up point for pupils would tend to create serious traffic congestion and thereby endanger public safety by reason of a traffic hazard due to the generation of additional traffic turning movements at this location.

The traffic situation at the school will be independently assessed under the current review.

A plan was drawn up for a 40 space car park at this location on Cottage Lane.  In order to make the site more user friendly the Council has sought agreement from adjacent land owners to provide direct pedestrian and vehicle access linking the proposed car park on the former Piggery site to the main street, and provisional agreement has now been reached with the landowners involved. This will result in the shortening of the distance between the shopping area and the car park by about half.

On completion of formal arrangements with the landowners, a public consultation process will be commenced for the full implementation of the parking strategy in Templeogue Village.”

It is anticipated that a decision will be advised to us by Dublin Bus in late March or early April.”

"That this committee recommends that a speed ramp be considered at the exit from the lawn Orwell Park, as it is a very dangerous exit right adjacent to a very busy roundabout – any examination on the ground would justify it's necessity. Noting that there is a current review of the whole ramping process in the SDCC area – that this area be included in that review process."

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The current traffic calming programme provides for the installation of traffic calming measures in 8 locations in each of the 5 Electoral Areas giving a total of 40 separate schemes. Orwell Park Lawns is situated in the Terenure/Rathfarnham Electoral Area. The Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee has already selected the 8 locations for their area. 

Orwell Park Lawns is included on the Traffic Calming Request List for future consideration by the members.

23 of these scheme have been constructed to date and a further 7 schemes are due to commence shortly.  The Council will shortly be carrying out a review of the schemes constructed to date and a report on this matter together with future proposals will be brought to the Transportation SPC in May 2006. 

In light of the traffic calming request list it is apparent that a further traffic calming programme is needed. In this regard it is envisaged that the SPC at its meeting in May 06 will recommend a further traffic calming programme.”

An inspection of the lands will be carried out urgently by the Planning Inspector to ensure that the development is in compliance with the approved plans and conditions attached to the Grant of Planning Permission.  Any enforcement action deemed necessary shall be taken once the Inspector’s report is complete.

"To ask the Manager for an update on Bolton Hall – with a complete amended report from the conservation officer – incorporating any new information on said site?" 

REPLY:
Register Reference SD05A/0615 refers.  The application was received on 22-Jul-2005 from Michael Burke & John Staunton for a proposed development at Bolton Hall (protected Structure) Ballyboden Road and No. 163 Ballyboden Road, Rathfarnham, Co. Dublin.

Additional Information was requested on 13-Sep-2005 and received on 24-Nov-2005.  Clarification of Additional Information was requested on 20-Dec-2005 and received on 27-Feb-2006.  

The proposed development now consists of: (A) demolition of existing single storey cottage type dwelling at no. 163 Ballyboden Road;   (B) development of 34 no. residential units comprising: 2 no. 2 storey four bedroom detached houses; 1 no. 2 storey four bedroom end terrace house; 18 no. 3 storey three/four bedroom terraced townhouses; 1 no. 2 storey three bedroom end terrace house; 6 no. 3 storey over basement five/six bedroom detached houses; 1 no. 2 bedroom bungalow, which will replace the original dwelling at no. 163 Ballyboden Road; the restoration and extension of the original coach house and single storey out buildings to comprise 2 no. 1 and 2 storey four bedroom units, 1 no. 2 storey four bedroom unit and 1 no. 2 storey plus mezzanine four bedroom unit; the restoration of Bolton Hall which is a Protected Structure to accommodate a single 2 storey dwelling;   (C) 62 no. surface car parking spaces and provision of new vehicular access from Ballyboden Road;   (D) demolition of lean-to structures and part existing single storey out building and alterations to existing garden walls and railings (all within the curtilage of Bolton Hall, a Protected Structure);   (E) 1 no. ESB sub-station and all ancillary site development works and landscaping works including provision of bridge culvert structure.  All development to take place on a site of c.1.92 hectares.

A decision to Grant Permission was made in this case on 23-Mar-2006.  Any person who made a valid submission may make an appeal to An Bord Pleanála within 4 weeks of the Council’s decision.

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Proposed Consultation Process

· The publication of the Draft Ballyboden Village Plan was advertised in the Irish Times (see Appendix to report) on 17 February 2006 and on the Council’s website. The notice includes details for the submission of written observations on the draft and the closing date of 31 March 2006 at 4.30 pm. The notice also advises that interested individuals or groups may arrange a meeting with planning staff for the purposes of clarification of any issues prior to lodging a written submission.  

· The Draft Ballyboden Village Plan is on public display in the Tallaght County Library and the local libraries at Ballyboden, Ballyroan and Tymon North.  

· A copy of the Draft Ballyboden Village Plan is available at the Planning Department counter and at www.southdublin.ie
· A meeting organised by a local community group was held on 22 March 2006.  Ms. P. Devlin, Senior Executive Planner, gave a presentation on the main points in the Draft Plan and answered technical questions on the presentation.  A representative of the Augustinian Order, owners of the largest opportunity site in the area, outlined their intentions for re-development.  Councillors in attendance fielded questions relating to matters concerning reserved functions.

· Following the closing date for submissions a Manager’s report containing a summary of submissions with Manager’s recommendations and any consequential proposed amendments will be prepared and forwarded to the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee for its consideration.  

· The decisions of the Members will be incorporated into the Ballyboden Village Plan prior to its adoption as the policy of Council.

· It is scheduled to bring the Plan to the July meeting of Council.

“All requirements regarding the erection and display of site notices for planning applications are prescribed in the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and cannot be changed by this Committee, or by the Council.

However, it should be noted that all planning applications made since August 2003 are available on the Council’s website at www.sdublincoco.ie 24 hours per day, 7 days per week and 365 days per year and searches may be made based on applicant, location, or proposed development, and maps and other drawings relating to proposed developments may be viewed. 

Map based searches may also be made for particular localities.”

Following a contribution from Councillor J. Lahart, Mr. M. Judge, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised, it was AGREED to write to the Department of the Environment and the report was NOTED.


TR/315/06  BALLYBODEN ST. ENDAS G.A.A. – DEVELOPMENT

It was proposed by Councillor S. Laing and seconded by Councillor J. Lahart.

"That the Manager give an updated report on the present developments being carried out by Ballyboden St. Endas G.A.A. in Ballyboden, in particular the items raised by me at a recent meeting."

The following Report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Planning permission was granted on 27 January 2005 for the provision of a synthetic playing surface (hockey pitch) and 10M perimeter fencing for the use of Sancta Maria College. The application also includes for the provision of associated site works and floodlighting to a height of 15.2 metres – reg ref SD04A/0580 refers. The applicants were Ballyboden St Endas and the location is the open space adjoining Sancta Maria College, Green Route, Ballyboden. Permission was also granted on 27 January 2005 for the provision of two GAA pitches (145M x 95M) with associated site works to existing open space/playing fields. New 2.4M high palisade fencing to the southern boundary along the rear to the existing houses (18 to 58 The Glen (even numbers only)) – reg ref SD04A/0369 refers. The applicants were Ballyboden St Endas and the location was a different part of the open space adjoining Sancta Maria College and the Green Route.

A further application for the provision of 'synthetic' GAA Pitch (145 x 95m) with associated site works:  in addition the application also includes for the provision of floodlighting and a new 2.4m high perimeter fencing to the northern and western boundaries of the proposed pitch:  the application site was also the subject of a recent grant of permission for the provision of a GAA Pitch (Ref: SD04A/0369) was received on 23 November 2005. Additional information in respect of this application was requested on 24 January 2006 but has not been received to date.

A number of issues relating to the carrying out of these developments have been received. These relate to:

1. Orientation of Hockey Pitch.

A change in orientation of the synthetic hockey pitch from that originally proposed was included in an Additional Information Submission for Reg. Ref. SD04A/0580. It was considered the re-orientation of the pitch to run parallel with the Colaiste Éanna boundary would benefit the residents of the Glen as it effectively moves the pitch further from the estate.

2. Floodlights

A Warning Letter was issued on 30 January 2006 to Ballyboden St. Enda’s GAA Club in relation to the height of their floodlights. The landowners responded to the Warning Letter stating that that the height of the floodlights would be reduced to the approved height of 15.2 metres. 

3. Landscaping – facilities in use

Condition 6 of planning permission granted under Reg. Ref. SD04A/0580 states “All landscaping works shall be carried out and completed prior to any use of the proposed facility”. This matter is currently subject to investigation.

4. Opening times

Condition 2 of planning permission granted under Reg. Ref. SD04A/0580 states “The permitted hours for use are between 9.00am and 10.30pm during the months of April to September and from 9.00 am to 10 pm the remaining months of the year.

Any breach of this condition should be reported in writing or via email to Planning Enforcement.

5. Removal of trees / Fencing off protected trees / Removal of branches

A Warning Letter issued on 30 January 2006 to the landowners in relation to the fencing of protected trees and the removal of trees and branches. Submissions received in response to the Warning Letter are currently under consideration.

6. Tree Bond

There was no condition in the planning permission that a tree bond be lodged with the Council.

It appears that discussions are ongoing between representatives of Ballyboden St Endas and Boden Park Residents Association in an effort to resolve the issues of concern to the residents. Meanwhile, the Planning Enforcement Section will continue to monitor these developments to ensure that they comply with the planning permissions granted.”

Following a contribution from Councillor S. Laing, Mr. M. Judge, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
