To ask the Manager to outline the social housing options for single unemployed males living at home:-
a)
Can they go on the housing list?

b)
Is it the case that they can’t avail of rental allowance because they’re not on the housing list?

c)
Can the Manager indicate how single unemployed males can acquire social housing?

Reply:

Under the Council’s Scheme of Letting Priorities single adults with no dependants who have adequate accommodation available to them in their family home will not be considered for Council housing save on the recommendation of the Medical Referee.

The Council’s positive completion and stamping of the Supplementary Rental Allowance form simply confirms applicant’s eligibility for the Council’s Housing List (i.e. that they have a real and present housing need that they are unable to meet from their own resources).  The ultimate decision to grant Rent Allowance rests with the Health Board.

Single adults can apply for inclusion on the Housing List if they are residing outside of the family home.
