“To ask the Manager to outline what locations are available within the South Dublin County Council area for the receipt of  "small builders rubble", what are their opening hours and what charges are in effect for receipt of such rubbish?”
Reply:
There are two methods for properly disposing of small builder’s rubble in the South Dublin County Council area.  One is to hire a skip from a reputable skip hire firm.  Such companies must have waste permits from the Council and waste collection permits from Dublin City Council in accordance with which skip contents are segregated for recycling or disposal at an authorised landfill as appropriate.  The charges for skip removal are set by the private contractors.

Alternatively, Roadstone Dublin Ltd. at Belgard, Tallaght provide a service whereby they collect construction and demolition waste from householders for a fee of €300 subject to strict conditions.
