An application has been received from Mr. Derek Bowes, the owner of No. 16a Knockmore Gardens, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to acquire a strip of Council owned land adjoining his dwelling for incorporation into his existing garden in order to increase the size of his garden. 

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of an area measuring 94.96 square metres or thereabouts adjoining No. 16a Knockmore Gardens, Tallaght, Dublin 24 as shown outlined in red on Drawing No. RE 0109  to the respective householder, Mr. Derek Bowes in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1. That the Council dispose of the subject plot for the consideration of €35,000(thirty-five thousand euro).

2. That the plot is disposed of with full freehold title and vacant possession.

3. That the applicant incorporates the land into the garden and builds a suitable boundary wall and entrance to match and tie into existing front boundary walls and subject to the necessary planning procedures.

4. That the Council shall retain a wayleave to services that exist in the above land (if any).

5. That each party will be responsible for its own costs and fees in this matter.

6. That the applicant shall obtain the written consent of the Council prior to entering onto the subject plot for the purpose of carrying out any works thereon.

7. That the applicant consults with the Council, ESB and Eircom who have services close to the site, on any proposed works and that these works be carried out in accordance with their requirements if any.  

8. That no agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange of contracts has taken place.

The lands to be disposed of form part of lands acquired from Dublin City Council in 1997 in accordance with the Scheme of Transfer of Houses and  Lands under the Local Government (Dublin) Act 1993.
