To ask the Manager to have arranged the repainting of the railings at the entrance to Alderwood Avenue from the Old Blessington Road and will the Manager please note the approved works that will take place at this location and that the repainting of the railings would compliment such work and will the Manager make a statement on the issue?"
Reply:
As part of the scheme to upgrade the entrance to Springfield from the Tallaght By-Pass it is proposed to remove the unsightly pedestrian guard rails located on the perimeter of the open space at Alderwood Avenue and replace them with a low timber fence and hedge planting.  
This work will be carried out over the coming weeks following the completion of additional tree and shrub planting along the Blessington Road.  
The park-type railings situated further along the Blessington Road are to be painted as part of the improvement works.
