Reply:
The Parks Dept. cleans this area on a regular basis. The engineer in charge of cleansing will liaise with Parks Dept staff to ensure that a thorough clean up is carried out at this location in the near future.  
The engineer reports that a litter bin is in place on Embankment Road servicing the Luas stop and that it is not proposed to install additional bins at this location at the present time.  However this matter will be kept under review.
