The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Balinascorney and Aghfarrell Roads provide access to a number of quarrying operations which by their nature require access by heavy goods vehicles (HGVs) on a regular basis. There have been numerous meetings held with, and representations received from, residents and business operators in the Ballinascorney area over the years, all seeking to ban movement by HGVs on the Ballinascorney road fronting their properties. This is considered unreasonable given that the quarry operators are entitled to pursue their activities and avail of the public roads in doing so. Access to the quarrying operations from the Aghfarrell end is via Brittas Village.  The requirements of the Ballinacorney residents must be balanced against those of the Brittas Village residents, including the local National School, in any measures proposed to improve the overall situation. 

In addressing the matter to date, the Council has introduced three tonne limits at either end of the Ballinascorney Road which prohibits access by any HGV through traffic, i.e. any HGVs not having the quarrying operations as their destination or point of origin. In addition, various signing and lining improvements have been introduced to improve safe driving practices along the route by all users, and the speed limit between Bohernabreena and Brittas has been reduced to 60 km/h in lieu of the standard limit for non-national routes of 80 km/h. It is considered that the measures introduced to date provide an adequate response to the concerns of the Ballinascorney residents, while having regard to the needs of other users and occupants along the entire route from Bohernabreena to Brittas. This is borne out by the accident records for this route, which compare favourably with similar routes in the county”

Following discussion to which Councillors C. Jones, C. King and J. Daly contributed Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The motion was PASSED.  It was AGREED that a site meeting be arranged with the Members.

TRAFFIC LIGHTS AT T JUNCTION AT TOP OF JOBSTOWN ROAD
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. Jones:

BUS PLUG ON THE OLD BLESSINGTON ROAD
It was proposed by Councillor K. Warren, seconded by Councillor J. Daly:
'That this Committee support the possibility of incorporating the opening of the Bus Plug on the Old Blessington road as part of the overall traffic plan for the area as it has proved to be unsuccessful in getting people to use public transport and clearly causes a bottle neck in Tallaght Village and the matter be discussed.'



The following report by the Manager was READ: 

“The bus plug on Old Blessington Road was installed as part of the Tallaght QBC. It is an integral feature of the QBC measures to ensure bus priority over the entire length of the corridor, and its removal as suggested in the above motion would have a detrimental effect on the overall efficiency of bus services in the area. The Tallaght QBC was subject to extensive public consultation and discussion at Committee and Council level prior to its adoption, and design and construction of the scheme were 100% funded by the DTO. Given the stated policy of this Council in acknowledging the crucial role of the bus as an integral element in the encouragement of modal shift from private to public transport, particularly in the short to medium term, the Roads and Traffic Department would strongly recommend against any diminution in the efficiency of the QBC and related services”.  
Following discussion to which Councillors K. Warren, C. King, J. Neville, M. Murphy and C. Jones contributed, Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  
The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a Headed Item would issue to the next Tallaght Area Committee Meeting dealing with Roads Business.

TRAFFIC CALMING – DE SELBY ESTATE
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. King:
"That the Roads Department immediately review the following areas for traffic calming and implement as a matter of urgency appropriate road safety measures in order to ensure pedestrian and motorist safety:  De Selby Estate - particularly De Selby Road, Unnamed Road running from The Belfry Estate past Jobstown Community College and the T-junction at the entrance to De Selby Estate from the Blessington Road."


The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The current traffic calming programme provides for the installation of traffic calming measures in 8 locations in each of the 5 Electoral Areas giving a total of 40 separate schemes. De Selby Estate is situated in the Tallaght South Electoral Area. The Tallaght Area Committee has already selected the 8 locations for the Tallaght South area. 

De Selby Estate is included on the Traffic Calming Request List for future consideration by the members.

23 of these scheme have been constructed to date and a further 6 schemes are due to commence shortly.  The Council will shortly be carrying out a review of the schemes constructed to date and a report on this matter together with future proposals will be brought to the Transportation SPC in May 2006. 

In light of the traffic calming request list it is apparent that a further traffic calming programme is needed. In this regard it is envisaged that the SPC at its meeting in May 06 will recommend a further traffic calming programme.     

In the meantime the developer of the Belfry housing estate will shortly install 3 ramps as part of his Planning Permission on the exit road from the Belfry leading to Jobstown Community College.   Furthermore, the road fronting Jobstown Community College is being examined for traffic calming as part of the 2006 Rapid Programme.”

TALLAGHT TOWN CENTRE MASTERPLAN
QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy

'To ask the Manager, could the team who are working on the Tallaght Town Centre Master Plan compile a profile of Apartments that have already got planning permission in the Town Centre, what is the breakdown in terms of 1 bed, 2 bed, 3 bed etc? How many are over retail or industrial units? How many are developer owned etc?'

REPLY:
Approximately 3,300 apartments were permitted in the in Tallaght Town Centre area between 2000 and 2006 to date.  The breakdown in terms of the number of bedrooms per unit is approximately:-
One Bedroom:

30%

Two Bedroom:
60%

Three Bedroom
10%

Just over 400 apartments (in 4 schemes) are located in purely residential blocks with the balance located above commercial ground floor developments.

The majority of the apartments have tax incentives with the exception of approximately 400 (in 2 schemes). These incentives are available to both investors and owner occupier incentives. It is not possible to indicate how many of the apartments are developer owned.

It is noted that permission for approximately 400 units has lapsed and a further 400 have yet to commence construction.  This means that approximately 2,500 are either built or under construction.

APARTMENTS – TALLAGH TOWN CENTRE MASTER PLAN
QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy

"To ask the Manager what is the total number of Apartments for which permission is already granted in the area of Tallaght affected by the Town Centre Master Plan?"

REPLY:
This information is presented on Table 2.1.1 on page 16 of the proposed Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan.  Of 3,300 dwellings permitted in the area, (most of which are apartments) 843 are complete, 1,666 are under construction, 405 have yet to commence and may yet do so and 386 have lapsed i.e. cannot now be built.

TELEPHONE MAST –  REAR OF COOKSTOWN COTTAGES
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to outline the planning history (if any) of the telephone mast at the rear of Cookstown Cottages, Cookstown Road and if the telephone mast is in full compliance with section 12.10.1.111 of the Development Plan (2004-2010) which came in to effect on December 8th, 2004 and will the Manager note the widespread concerns expressed by residents in the adjacent estates and will the Manager make a statement on the numerous issues raised within this question?"

REPLY:
Planning permission was granted on 02-Sep-2003 to Dennis Gallagher for Retention of a home based taxi servicing business adjoining existing house at 1, Cookstown Cottages, Cookstown Road, Dublin 24.  Register Reference SD03A/0317 refers.

The development includes the retention of radio mast and of existing cabin as taxi control office.  The development also includes the replacement of palisade fencing on western and southern boundaries with 2.4m high walling, new 2.4m high steel railings and gates at entrance, 2.1m high wall to form rear garden to existing dwelling and the erection of a taxi valeting/servicing workshop of 68sq.m.

Section 12.10.1.111 of the Development Plan (2004-2010) states;

A minimum distance of approximately 100 metres shall be provided between mobile communication masts/antennae and residential areas/ schools/ hospitals.

This requirement shall not apply in the case of planning applications relating to sites where planning permission for such development has previously been granted.

The Development Plan was adopted on December 8th 2004 and therefore the decision in respect of the above permission pre-dates this Development Plan.

At the time of the consideration of SD03A/0317 the relevant zoning objective was Objective A; “to protect and/or improve residential amenity”.
“The zoning matrix indicates the following; Service garages, light industry, and car parks are open for consideration, transport depot is not permitted, and public services are permitted in principle.”

The relevant policy in accordance with which the application was considered was set out in section 2.2.8 of the County Development Plan at the time – i.e. ‘Home based economic activities’. This states ‘It is the policy of the council to permit home based economic activities where, by virtue of their nature and scale, they can be accommodated without detriment to the amenities of residential areas’.

Finally, planning permission was refused on 07-Jun-2002 to Dennis Gallagher for Taxi parking, taxi control office and taxi servicing workshop adjoining existing house at 1 Cookstown Cottages, Cookstown Road, Dublin 24.

HEALTH SERVICE EXECUTIVE  - RESIDENTIAL HOME FOR DISTURBED CHILDREN
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

"To ask the Manager of Planning Permission was obtained, or is required to allow the Health Service Executive to establish a residential home for disturbed children at *details supplied given the fact that this property is being used for such an activity over the past two years, and if he will make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
There is no record of a planning application for a development at *details supplied to be used as a residential home for disturbed children.

S.I. No. 600 of 2001 (Planning and Development Regulations, 2001), Schedule 2 (Exempted Development), Class 14 (f) states that planning permission is not required for; 

“Development consisting of a change of use from use as a house, to use as a residence for persons with an intellectual or physical disability or mental illness and persons providing care for such persons.”

where;

“The number of persons with an intellectual or physical disability or a mental illness living in any such residence shall not exceed 6 and the number of resident carers shall not exceed 2.”

Please note that this matter has been referred to the Enforcement Section of the Planning Department for their attention.

REPLY:
A naming and numbering scheme was formally approved by the Council, in agreement with the developer, in January 2001 in respect of Carrigmore Estate Aylesbury, Tallaght, Dublin 24.  A naming and numbering scheme was formally approved by the Council, in agreement with the developer, in June 2002 in respect of Carrigmore Estate, Saggart, Co. Dublin.

As Carrigmore, Aylesbury was located in Tallaght, Dublin 24, and the new estate Carrigmore was located in Saggart, County Dublin the above proposal was deemed satisfactory.

These names were agreed having established local and historical links with the areas, in compliance with the then Development Plan requirements and in accordance with the procedures then in place.

Details of the approved naming and numbering layouts were circulated to all relevant public bodies and emergency services.

An Post however has since decided that for postal delivery purposes that Carrigmore Estate, Saggart, shall be known as Carrigmore, Dublin 24.  

The procedures now in place, in respect of the naming and numbering of estates, do not allow for the duplication of an existing name anywhere within the county.

A letter has been forwarded to An Post highlighting the issues raised in respect of postal deliveries in the estates. Their response in this matter is awaited.
