WHITECHURCH ROAD – TRAFFIC MEASURES 

QUESTION:   Councillor C. Keane
"To ask the Manager to report on the traffic measures to be implemented on Whitechurch Road following a recent deputation to this Council from Whitechurch Lawn Residents Association. If the Manager would give a full report on long term/short term proposal for this unique rural road?"

REPLY:
Following on from the deputations meeting, the Traffic Engineer met with a representative of the Willbrook Lawns Residents Group.  The location for double yellow lines at the entrance was agreed and on receipt of the statutory consent from the Gardai they will be provided.

A request to provide a pedestrian crossing on Whitechurch Road at the school will be considered as part of the traffic review at schools.  The complaint of excessive speeding is a matter for Garda enforcement and this was acknowledged.

There is an existing narrow footpath on Whitechurch Road and any proposed widening would involve land acquisition and removal of the existing boundary wall.  Improvements to the Whitechurch Road are included in the Council's ten year road proposals.  However, when this matter was discussed recently the Members requested that the existing idyllic nature of the road be maintained.  Any proposed improvements, including footpath widening, must be viewed with the Members wishes in mind.

BODEN PARK – RESURFACING ENTRANCE

"To ask the Manager to utilise some of the levy from the development of Boden Heath in resurfacing the entrance road in Boden Park which is in a very poor state of repair?"

REPLY:
Maintenance works are not funded from Development Levies.  The resurfacing of the entrance road at Boden Park will be considered for inclusion in the Discretionary Maintenance Grants for 2007.  However, if there are unspent funds for the current years allocation the necessary resurfacing will be carried out later this year.

FONTHILL/BALLYBODEN ROAD – LANEWAY   

QUESTION:   Councillor J. Lahart
“To ask the Manager to consult with the Roads Department about the possibility of local residents adjacent to the laneway leading from Fonthill to Ballyboden Road, acquiring the laneway into their gardens and whether any impediments in the form of services stand in the way of such a request (as well as the obvious need to publicly advertise the potential extinguishment of a right-of-way)?"

REPLY:

The procedure to extinguish a public right-of-way is a Reserved Function of the Elected Members of the Council in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act 1993.  The laneway is in charge of South Dublin County Council although the land is not in Council ownership.   A public right of way exists over the laneway which would necessitate an extinguishment in order for it to be taken into existing gardens and title would also have to be acquired from the titleholder.  

The laneway does carry both foul and surface water sewers and the presence of other utilities such as NTL, ESB, Bord Gais etc. would have to be clarified with the companies involved.  It should be noted that the costs involved in the acquisition of title, diversion of services and the incorporation of the laneway into the existing gardens is a matter for the residents involved. 

The following is the procedure for the extinguishment of a public right of way in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 for information:-
1. An application to extinguish a public right-of-way should be made in writing to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

2. The closure of a public right-of-way has to be of a permanent nature.

3. A petition signed by individual residents concerned, indicating support for the proposal (to include the residents adjacent to the right-of-way) and their reason to extinguish the public right-of-way should be submitted with a map indicating the location.

4. The proposal to effect the closure and who will be responsible for carrying out the works involved along with a letter from the Title Holder that they are in agreement with the proposal to effect the closure should also be submitted. Any works or costs involved in effecting the closure would be a matter for the residents concerned, i.e. building of wall/ fence, acquisition of title, and the relocation of services if applicable.

5. On receipt of the petition and any additional information sought, the matter would be brought to the relevant Area Committee for their recommendation.    

If agreed, the notice of intention to consider the extinguishment of the public right-of-way would be advertised in the Press and signs erected on site. Any representations or objections to the proposal must be made in writing to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department, South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24. and must be submitted within the six week period commencing on the date of publication of notice. 

It should be noted that persons making such representations or objections may make a request, in writing, to state their case at an oral hearing conducted by a person appointed by the Local Authority for that purpose.

6. Following this six week period a report would be presented to the relevant Area Committee for their recommendation. This recommendation would then be brought to a full County Council meeting for final decision, as the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the elected members of the Council.

7. Residents would then be informed of the County Council’s decision with regard to the extinguishment.

8. Should the Council make a decision to extinguish the public right-of-way it is the responsibility of the residents concerned to contact the utility companies (ESB, Eircom, NTL, Bord Gais and the Councils Environment Department) with regard to their service requirements in relation to the public right-of-way.

“The Road Drainage System adjoining 146-156 Cromwellsfort Road has been examined and the problem of the lack of drainage is being caused by the roots of an adjoining tree which have grown into the system.  It will be necessary to remove the tree prior to relaying the surface water system and the Parks Department are being consulted in this matter.”

TR/382/06   TEMPLEOGUE VILLAGE – PAVEMENTS

The Village & Urban Grant allocations have been agreed for this year and Templeogue Village is not included. Roads Department will approach the liaison officer in Planning with a view to requesting funding in 2007 to upgrade footpaths that are in charge and require upgrading.”

Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, S. Laing, M. Ardagh and A. White, Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.   The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a further report would be presented to a future meeting of the Committee.


TR/383/06   GREENHILLS LANEWAY – RAT RUNNING

“Laneways exist at rear of both sides of St. Josephs Road and these laneways have a significant number of garage entrances requiring local access, and also intermediate connections to St. Conleths Road and to St. Malachys Drive. In the circumstances, closing off of the laneways as suggested would inconvenience a great number of local residents. In the circumstances, the Roads & Traffic Department would propose to seek local consensus on the options which might be pursued in dealing with the stated problem, and a further report will be presented to the Committee following this.”

Following contributions from Councillors M. Ardagh, C. Keane and E. Walsh, Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

TR/384/06   BUTTERFIELD/MARIAN ROAD – TRAFFIC LIGHTS

TR/386/06   EDENBROOK MANOR  

QUESTION:  Councillor C. Keane
"To ask the Manager for an update on the Edenbrook Management situation – it has been discussed numerous times at this Council, to state how this matter can be finally sorted to the satisfaction of the residents?"

REPLY:
Edenbrook Manor was developed by Clayworth Investments Ltd. under planning permission granted in 1996 (Register Reference S96A/0159)

It was intended by the developer that this estate would not be offered for taking in charge to the council but would remain private and the planning permission required that a management company would be set up to take charge of the maintenance and up-keep of the estate.

The Management Agreement for the maintenance and control of the estate was not submitted for agreement, ‘prior to the commencement of development’ as required in the planning permission.  The original Management Company set up by the developer has since been dissolved.

The developer informed the Council in 2004 that Allied Property Management Ltd. had been appointed to take charge of the management and maintenance of the estate, and that Allied Property Management Ltd. were to write to the residents advising them of same. 

Allied Property Management Ltd. have informed the Council that they wrote to the residents of Edenbrook Manor outlining the services which the company provided and proposing that a meeting be held to discuss same. This meeting was to set in train the process for drawing up a new management agreement for the maintenance and upkeep of the estate.

Allied Property Management Ltd. state that they received no response to this correspondence and accordingly did not pursue the matter further.

It was agreed at the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting of 14th February 2006 that the Council’s Building Control Section would facilitate a meeting between the developers, Clayworth Investments Limited, and the residents of Edenbrook Manor, with a view to finding a resolution of the situation.

A letter dated 17th February 2006, informed the developer of this proposal, and he was requested to respond to same by Thursday 9th March 2006.

Despite assurances from the developers office that he would contact the Council with a view to rectifying the situation, he has not done so to date. 

The responsibility for all matters relating to the maintenance of this estate at present rests with the developer, pending the setting up of a Management Company.

“To ask the Manager for an update on the further report from the Conservation Officer regarding St. Catherine’s House, Ballyboden following the discussion at TRAC (1) OF 7TH March?”

REPLY:

St. Catherine’s, Augustinian Site, Ballyboden

Report Of Conservation Officer - Update

INTRODUCTION

Following a discussion at the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting a number of issues were raised in relation to the Conservation Officer’s report which was submitted as a response to Question 20 (TRAC 7th March 2006).  Further information was requested in relation to the following issues:

(i) Details of criteria and steps for the assessment of a structure for inclusion on the Record of Protected Structures.

(ii) Evaluation of St. Catherine’s in relation to each of the criteria.

As already mentioned in the previous report of the Conservation Officer the criteria for inclusion of a structure on the Record is set out in the Planning and Development Act 2000.  The Act requires that a protected structure be of special interest under one or more of the following categories: 
· Architectural
· Historical
· Archaeological
· Artistic
· Cultural
· Scientific
· Technical  
· Social 
It is recommended under the Architectural Heritage Protection Guidelines published by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government that “a planning authority must decide whether a structure is worthy of inclusion in the Record of Protected Structures (RPS) by identifying the characteristics of special interest, which would merit its inclusion”.  Part 2 of the Guidelines indicates features, which may contribute to the character and special interest of a structure.  
UPDATE

The Conservation Officer was requested to assess whether or not the former St. Catherine’s (Augustinian site) would merit inclusion on the Record of Protected Structures.  A report was provided to the Area Committee Meeting on 7th March 2006.  The assessment of the structure by the Conservation Officer was carried out primarily under the Architectural category as set out in the Planning and Development Act 2000.  This assessment was based on the present condition of the structure and its existing internal features.

It should be noted that the former St. Catherine’s has been referred to as a Georgian building by local groups.  However there is no evidence to suggest that this is correct.  The Conservation Officer’s assessment took into account the existing internal architectural features. In addition map sources were used to identify the extent of the structure and its origin.  Based on an internal inspection and map sources i.e. Ordnance Survey maps of 1837, 1843 and 1907 the structure is considered to be a mid-to late-19th century structure which would be Victorian (1840-1890) in date not Georgian.  Archival searches i.e. local history publications and local library archives proved ineffective as no historic, cultural or social information was found.   On the basis of the above it was therefore considered that no special architectural interest could be identified for the former St. Catherine’s. 

Attached is an extract from the 2005 Ordnance Survey (OS) map for the area around St. Catherine’s.  

Overlaid on this 2005 OS base map are:

 (a) Ordnance Survey map of 1837 which indicates an earlier structure that is thought to be the original St. Catherine’s.  The structure depicted on the 1837 Ordnance map as shown in blue on the 2005 base map no longer survives in this area. 

(b) Ordnance Survey map of 1907 which shows a structure subsumed into the existing Augustinian building.  The building on the 1907 map is marked in yellow on the 2005 base map.

CONCLUSIONS

The previous report on St. Catherine’s concluded that although there are some internal features of architectural interest in the building it would not be considered to be entirely rich in decoration.  It is considered that the existing internal architectural features alone do not provide justification for inclusion of the structure on the Record of Protected Structures. As already detailed above a structure proposed for addition to the Record of Protected Structures shall be assessed by identifying the characteristics of special interest.

However it was recommended that although justification for inclusion on the Record of Protected Structures could not be made the existing internal features as identified should be protected and safeguarded under a suitable provision or policy in the Ballyboden Village Plan.

A detailed policy in relation to this matter has been included in the Draft Ballyboden Village Plan.  This states as follows:

Policy 5.3.2 Augustinian Site:  "Proposed plans for the redevelopment of the Augustinian site and the former St. Catherine's House should include an Architectural Heritage Impact Assessment.  The assessment shall provide a full historic account of the site and shall identify any remaining architectural features of interest.  Recommendations for the retention and re-use of architectural features within any new development shall be provided in accordance with best conservation practice".
RECOMMENDATION

In view of the map evidence provided and the previous assessment given by the Conservation Officer it is recommended that the former St. Catherine’s structure which forms part of the Augustinian lands at Ballyboden does not fulfil the criteria of special interests as set out in the Planning and Development Act 2000 and accordingly it is recommended that the structure not be included on the Record of Protected Structures.

Failure to comply with the above request may result in an application to the Dublin Circuit Court by the Council seeking a Planning Injunction under Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 seeking a cessation of all unauthorised developments on the lands.

“The relevant Reg. Ref: is SD03A/0134. This application was received on 07/03/2003 from the applicant, Mr. Al Richardson Esq. for a proposed three storey contemporary dwelling house and associated site works at a Site at 15 Rathfarnham Park, Lying To Rear Of 17 Rathfarnham Park, And Fronting Dodder Park Road, Dublin 14. There was one submission on the application and a grant of permission was given on 22nd May 2003. No appeal was lodged with An Bord Pleanala. The developer submitted a commencement notice stating his intention to begin development on 6th February 2006.

The planning report and executive order in respect of this application outlines the planning history in this case and makes reference to a previous application, SD02A/0164, which was refused on the grounds of the proximity of the proposed development to a traffic junction, among other reasons.

It is stated in the executive order that the proposed development subsequently granted permission under Reg. Ref: SD03A/0134 was acceptable to the Roads Department on the basis that “…the exit/access point has been relocated to the eastern extremity of the site thereby eliminating the right turn access of the Dodder Park Road for traffic travelling east in the Churchtown direction”. 

Following a request for the disposal of a small strip of land at the site, a small portion of land was disposed of, after the Parks Department had indicated that the land to be disposed of had no significant amenity value.

This development is also the subject of complaints recently received in relation to the alleged “…felling of trees on a wooden bank for alleged construction of a house”, which the Planning Enforcement Section is investigating.”

At the Meeting of Terenure / Rathfarnham Area Committee (1) on the 6th December, the members were informed that Planning Permission was granted by the Council in April 2004 for the construction of a three storey basement retail / apartment building at this location.  The site is being monitored, but to date no commencement notice has been submitted, indicating that it is proposed to implement the Planning Permission Granted, and the Council cannot force the developer to do so.  

Following further inspections of the site maps / drawings are currently being prepared, and as soon as these are available it is proposed to commence the procedure to acquire the site by Compulsory Purchase Order under the Derelict Sires Act 1990.  This procedure involves giving notice of the Council's intention in the press and serving notice on the owners.  If objections are received, the matter must be referred to An Bord Pleanala for decision.  There is no time limit in the legislation for the Bord to confirm the Compulsory Purchase Order, accordingly it is not possible to establish a timeframe for the completion of the acquisition.  If the Bord confirms the Compulsory Purchase Order, and the Council are successful in acquiring the site, consideration must then be given to its future use.”   

It is anticipated that the procedure to acquire the site by Compulsory Purchase Order under the provisions of the Derelict Sites Act, 1990 will commence within two weeks.
