At the May Monthly Meeting of North Tipperary County Council the following Notices of Motion were resolved and the members requested that I write to the Minister for Health and Children outlining their concerns regarding the contents of the Motions. 

It was also agreed that the Notices of Motion be circulated to each County/City Council for their support.

“That North Tipperary County Council calls on the Government to end the means testing for the Carer’s Allowance and that increased funding should be made available in order to increase the number of respite beds and home helpers”.

“That North Tipperary County Council calls on the Minister for Social Welfare to honour commitments given in the Programme for Government regarding Carers; and to take immediate steps towards the elimination of a means test for social welfare payments to Carers; and to enhance the respite and residential care facilities in North Tipperary”.

“That the means test for Carer’s Allowance be abolished, as promised by the Government before the last General Election, and that Carers come under the remit of the Department of Health and Children and not, as currently is the case, under the Department of Social and Family Affairs”.
